Myrvin Christopherson, Presi¬
dent of Dana College is determined,
though not very optimistic about re¬
ceiving the 25 Chinese students await¬
ing approval in Tokyo. It appears that
the students will be denied the educa¬
tional Visa needed to be able to study
English in the United States.

Christopherson believes the gov¬
ernment is going to approve very few,
if any. The government fears that the
students will try to immigrate to the
U.S. These students have all earned
the money or have found sponsors to
support their trip to the U.S. The
problem is that they are not govern¬
ment scholarship students. Since the
Chinese government did not ‘hand
pick’ these students, they are afraid
they will not return to the People’s
Republic of China (PRC).

Another delay is that the students
have been studying the Japanese lan¬
guage in Japan and would like to
come to the U.S. and study English
before they return to the PRC.

It is difficult to get an educational
Visa from athird country. Christo¬
pherson believes that if the students
were coming directly from the PRC
they would not even have this oppor¬
tunity available to them.

Christopherson has been working
with the American College Locators
International to urge the government
