he Dana softball team is preparing for their fifth consecutive
Conference championship in as many years.

Steve Kissel, who has been head coach for the last five years, is
looking for the team to improve from their 31-27 record from last
season, and their 14-2 record in the Conference. Kissel said that
the team has four main goals in mind for the 1991 campaign.

The first is a sixth consecutive Conference title, as well as
District and Bi District titles. The fourth goal of going to the
National Tournament will be achieved if the other three goals are

reached.

Nearly the entire starting line up returns for the Lady Vikings.
They begin the season rated 35th in the nation, including seven

Graduate... Suddenly You're An Adult

he trouble with coming out of
high school and going away to
college is - well, here’s how educa-
tional consultant Leonard Krivy de-
scribes it: “In June you were an ado-
lescent; now, in September, you’re
told that you’re an adult. Most are not
ready to make the adjustment.”
Krivy, whose firm, Leonard Krivy
Associates Inc., has offices in Phila-
delphia, Cherry Hill, N.J., and New
York City, said that typically a high
school student has been cushioned by
“comfortable, structured classes, with
teachers who tell you whatto do, how
and when. At home the parents guard
vou, care for your clothing, fecding;
health, laundry.”

“Now suddenly, you’re an adult,
independent, and you have to make
your own judgments. The professors
may not know you by name. You have
to find where to do your laundry. You
may not know your roommate, and
you may not even like him/her.”

Ina classic piece of understatement,
Krivy said that “some anxiety builds”
inmostbeginning college students, an
anxiety that will wax and wane during
the coming months and probably not
be put to rest until sometime in the
second semester.

A pointto make in all of this, he said,
is that this anxiety is normal because,
after all, going away to college is a

major life transition. Students - and
parents too - need to understand the
inevitability of distress and to be
willing to seek help, if necessary, to
deal with it.

It’s possible, Krivy said, to list
eight stages through which many
college freshmen pass in one way or
other. The stages:

Acute anxiety: This takes place in
the firstdays of college, in the groping
that occurs in trying to understand
new things like the college bureau-
cracy.

Honeymoon: Classes begin, and
it’s not as tough as it was pictured.
Everything’s wonderful, and the
roommate is not half bad.

End of the honeymoon: Well,
maybe it is as tough as they said. It’s
not all that glamorous, and the pro-
fessorsreally like to pile on the work.
‘What’s that knot in the stomach, that
lump in the throat? It’s called
homesickness - but don’t discuss it
with anybody because sophisticated
college freshmen don’tgethomesick.

The grass is always greener: Nor-
mally, this feeling emerges before
the first mid-term examinations.
Wouldn’t life have been better at
another school? Wasn’t it a mistake
to come here in the first place? Is it
too late to transfer?

You can’t go home again: Yes,
Thomas Wolfe was right. Things at
home have changed, or perhaps you
have changed.

Coping time: Semester exams are
approaching, and you’ve learned how

Christopherson Addresses Senate

he Student Senate met in
Parnassus on March 6, with a
light agenda. Following the commit-
tee reports President Christopherson
briefed the Senate on items originat-
ing in his office as well as rccent
concerns brought up by students.
Christopherson began by discussing
the Feb. meeting of the Board of Re-
gents. At this meeting, the Regents
voted to install a 5.5 percent (average
across the board) increase for Dana
students for next year. This increase
includes a 6.38 percent increase in
tuition, $420, which will bring tuition
for the 1991-92 academic year up to

$7,000. Christopherson acknowl-
edged that this was an increase to
Dana students, but in comparison
with other colleges, Dana’s are
among the lowest. Christopherson
also mentioned that the Regents are
still holding him to the 75 percent
level for the Old MainReplacement.
Although the final documents will
be finished next month, construction
can not begin until 75 percent of the
cost of the replacement can be se-
cured. Christophersonaddressed the
recent articles in the Hermes as a
positive step by the students. He
views these articles as a way to
provide an outlet to bring the con-
cerns of members of this campus
into view, so that they may be con-

touse thelibrary, how tostudy. You're
less uncomfortable and, somehow,
none of it seems so strange anymore.

Fear of failure: Here’s that demon
again. Maybe you're really not good
enough, after all, to make it at this
school.

Consolidation: Usually, this hap-
pens sometime in the second semes-
ter, when you begin to put it all to-
gether. What you’ve learned is that
you primarily are responsible for your
own success or failure and that there
are rich opportunities if you work
hard enough to seize them.

The students who best make the
transition from high school to college,
Krivy said, are those who understand
their own strengths and weaknesses
and who feelreasonably positive about
themselves.

The students who struggle most tend
to be those who “don’t have a good
handle on themselves and who’ve
never been tested,” who don’t know
what it’s like to try and fail.

What can parents do? “Understand
your youngsters, and don’t necessar-
ily apply your own values, goals and
aspirations to them. Try to give them
the independence necessary for
making judgments. Mostimportantly,
be there for themto fall back onif they
have problems.”

Inother Senate business they passed
the adoption of the Budget Concerns
Committee to replace the Special
Concerns committee as a standing
committee of the Student Senate be-
ginning with the 1991-92 year. This
committee, which is presently in the
final development stages by the
Senate cabinet isdesigned to aid both
the Senate and the campus organiza-
tions in the budget process. Its ulti-
mate goal is to eliminate much of the
unneeded confusion, frustration, and
hostility that has been involved in
past budget processes. The next
Senate meeting will be in Parnassus
at 7:00 p.m. on March 20.
