"It is the explicit policy of Dana College that acts of sexual assault or sexual
harassment will not be tolerated.” This statement describes the views of Dana

College as explained in anewly developed sexual assault f>olicy.
The new policy describes, in great detail, the college’s definition of sexual

a s s a u l t a s w e l l a s t h e a c t i o n s t h a t w i l l b e t a k e n i n t h e e v e n t o f s u c h a n

occurrence. The new policy was on the agenda for the Wed. Oct. 30 cabinet
meeting. An final approval was expected at this meeting.

“Credit would have to be given to Linda Walz,” said Dan Travaille, Vice
President for Student Affairs. Campus Pastor Walz, initiator of the policy,
began developing the policy last spring. "The beginning of the policy brought
about alot of discussion,” Travaille said.

The two primary reasons for the development of such apolicy are "the
growing problem of such assault on college campuses, plus the fact that we
had no specific policy in place”.

While the final copy of the policy has not yet been printed for distribution,
to the student body, the guidelines of the policy are in effect in dealing with
such acase at the present time.

"This is an interesting policy. It has been in the works for along time,” said
W a l z .

The new policy provides guidelines and steps to follow for those who have
been victims of sexual violence. The policy also describes the rights to a
victim of sexual violence. Such rights include the right to be believed. This
involves Dana College and its agents to make every attempt possible to pay
attention to your situation.

Yet another right is the right to safety. The policy promises that Dana
personnel will work with the victim in order to ensure their safety at all times.
The policy also states that astudent will not be academically penalized
b e c a u s e o f t h e c o n d i t i o n .

The most important p>art of the piolicy states that all victims have aright to
confidentiality. All matters are assured to be handled in aconfidential
m a n n e r .

Because instances of sexual assault are becoming more of aproblem on
college campuses, the new policy stresses the impiortance of safety for all
s t u d e n t s .
