A Harassment Issue

“It is the explicit policy of Dana College that acts of sexual assault or sexual
harassment will not be tolerated.” This statement describes the views of Dana
College as explained in a newly developed sexual assault policy.
The new policy describes, in great detail, the college’s definition of sexual
assault as well as the actions that will be taken in the event of such an |
occurrence. The new policy was on the agenda for the Wed. Oct. 30 cabinet [
meeting. An final approval was expected at this meeting.
“Credit would have to be given to Linda Walz,” said Dan Travaille, Vice
President for Student Affairs. Campus Pastor Walz, initiator of the policy, |
began developing the policy last spring. “The beginning of the policy brought
about a lot of discussion,” Travaille said. |
The two primary reasons for the development of such a policy are “the [
growing problem of such assault on college campuses, plus the fact that we [
had no specific policy in place”.
While the final copy of the policy has not yet been printed for distribution. [
to the student body, the guidelines of the policy are in effect in dealing with E
such a case at the present time.
“This is an interesting policy. It has been in the works for a long ume said f:

The new policy provides guidelines and steps to follow for those who have
been victims of sexual violence. The policy also describes the rights to a |
victim of sexual violence. Such rights include the right to be believed. This
involves Dana College and its agents to make every attempt possible to pay |
attention to your situation.
Yet another right is the right to safety. The policy promises that Dana
personnel will work with the victim in order to ensure their safety at all times. [
The policy also states that a student will not be academically penahzed
because of the condition.
The most important part of the policy states that all victims have a right 1o
confidentiality. All matters are assured to be handled in a confidential
manner.
Because instances of sexual assault are becoming more of a problem on
college campuses, the new policy stresses the importance of safety for all
students. :

October is over and the Dana Col-
lege Care and Share program ‘is
moving along very smoothly. The
October report for the program
lists two halls with all of their Care
and Share money totally intact.

Argo and Blair Halls still have
$15 for each individual resident.
The other two halls, Mickelsen and
Holling, however, have in some
way managed to deplete their funds.
Mickelsen Hall has $14.46 left per
person while Holling Hall has main-
tained $14.36.

Care and Share is a program
devised by Dana College Director
of Residence Life Darryl Shelton.
The purpose of the program is to
repay students for keeping their
respective dormitories in adequate
shape. Funds are extinguished
through the destruction or deface-
ment of school property in the
residence halls.

However, the money taken away
from Care and Share because of
damages can be replaced if the
persons responsible for the dam-
ages agree to pay for the damages
themselves. This obviously has not
been the case so far in Mickelsen
and Holling Halls.

Shelton said he feels that the
program is going according to
schedule, and he hopes that a fur-
ther depletion of any funds does
