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Dana Enrollment Increases for 1992-93

Enrollment is up at Dana Col-
lege for the 1992-93 academic
year. :

According to official enrollment
statistics, the number of students
currently attending Danais 572.
That represents an increase of
more than 70 students over last
year’s total head count.

Despite this statistic, freshmen
numbers are down this fall.
Dana’s director of admissions,
John Schueth, commented, “We
just didn’t have a good year in
freshmen enrollment.”

The number of new students
for the 1992-93 year, including
freshmen and transfers, is 166.
That figure compares with the
187 new students of a year ago.

Schueth remains optimistic
however. “What’s excitingfor me
~ is that, even though our fresh-
men numbers are down, other

schools are also down. We do
celebrate the overall head count.
It shows the school is on the
grow.”

That sentiment is echoed by
the vice president for student
affairs, Dan Travaille, “The num-
bers this year are very encourag-
ing, considering we’re up in total
enrollment.”

According to Travaille, nearly
61% of last year’s freshman class
has returned to Dana this fall, a
figure which seems to be consis-
tent in other colleges our size. “If
we compare ourselves with
schools like us, we do as well as
theother schools. Of course, we’d
like to do better.”

One area of retention that has
improved is seen in the numbers
of this year’s upperclassmen.
“We're still a bit shaky when it
comes to [retention of] first- to
second-year students,” says
Travaille, “but we’re doing bet-
ter in our retention of sopho-
mores and juniors.” Numbers

show that over 81percent of last
year’s sophomores have re-
turned, while 95 percent of the
junior class has come back for its
senior year.

Schueth believes there is a rea-
son for the college’s increased
retention rate. “We have more
satisfied students returning to
Dana. I think that’s a direct re-
sult of some of the improvements
the college has made in services
and physical plant.

“We have a better service ori-
entation toward the students
from the college’s faculty and
staff and an overall more posi-
tive attitude from the students
themselves.”

In keeping with the college’s
theme for the 1992-93 year, “Cel-
ebrate Dana,” this news is very
encouraging.

“But we’re not stopping here,”
says Schueth. “We're looking at
waystoimprove and there’s more
to come. We have nowhere to go
but up!”

From the Desk of...

Vice President for Academic Affairs,
Dr. Bernie Matthies

By now new and returning stu-
dents alike are aware that a
sweeping curricular change is
being implemented this fall se-
mester in the form of a new gen-
eral education program, The Lib-
eral Arts Experience. The name
is significant. This program of
required and self-selected
courses is multifaceted. While
the actual content of the liberal
course of study may be some-
what varied for each student,
the program is rooted in the be-
lief that Dana graduates need to
be well-schooled in the liberal
arts. Historically, Dana’s claim
to be a “liberal arts college” has
had an almost self-evident qual-
ity to it. As students being ex-
posed to this new curriculum, I
invite each of you to challenge
this claim and reflect on what a
liberal education really means.

No simple definition of the lib-
eral arts will do, and I will not
attempt one. I will say that I
believe the liberal arts are about
three things primarily: libera-
tion, structure, and values. The
liberal arts embody a way of
knowing and thinking about the
world. They are “liberating.” To
have multiple ways of represent-
ing subject matter, to have more
than one example or metaphor,
to have more than one mode of
explanation requires a high or-
der and demanding form of sub-
ject-matter knowledge. That is
the outcome of a liberal arts edu-
cation.

The liberal arts also provide

structure. Students confront a
massive amount of material in
the college curriculum. While
some amount of rote memoriza-
tion may be necessary, we know
that the human mind cannot

memorize very much material |

by rote, in fact probably not much
more than a half-a-dozen unre-
lateditemsat atime. When learn-
ing occurs effectively, even the

marginal student finds a way to |

impose some structure, some or-
ganizational scheme, on the ma-
terial. The question is never
whether or not there was some
organizational scheme, but only

whether the scheme was good or |
poor. The liberal arts embrace |

such a scheme tested by time.

Finally the liberal arts provide 5

values. To be a college graduate

is, hopefully, tobe well-informed. |
That is, to have been exposed to |
a broad segment of the mush- |
rooming knowledge in the world ||
today and to have acquired at |
least some of that knowledge for
one’s own. But there are many |
ways of becoming well-informed, ||

and being well-informed is not
the same thing asbeing liberally

educated. They are about differ- |

ent things—the first is about
having good and dependable in-
formation, something available
tousthrough avariety of sources;
while the second is about know-
ing what the point of something
is and what is worth knowing
and doing, a set of values avail-
able only through a liberal arts
education. '

On the young season, Carubba is completing 66.1 percent of his
passes (37-of-56). He has thrown six touchdown passes this
season and just one interception. He is averaging 210 yards per
game passing in two outings. His quarterback rating is a lofty

160.9 through two games.

Carubba is a 6-0, 190-pound senior quarterback from Hamilton,
Ontario, Canada. He is a two-year starter for Dana.

Mary on Wednesday.
