Students receive prank phone calls;
Blair police and security investigate

P’ rank calls seemed to plague
Dana’s campus early Monday
morning.

Several Dana students have re-
ceived phone calis by a person pos-
ing as a Blair police officer. The per-
son claimed to be investigating situ-
ations including vandalism, hit and
run accidents or illegally parked cars
and asks the person to come to the
parking lot to look into the situation.

Dana day security guard Gene
Nielsen said security received about
five to six phone calls, all from
women on ¢ampus, who received the
calls between 2:30 and 4:30 a.m.
“One of the girls was told she was
parked illegally and there was a vis-
ible can of beer in it (the car). An-
other girl reported that she didn’teven
own a car, so that’s when we knew
the calls were prank,” said Nielsen.

Another woman who received one
of the calls said she and her room-
mate had received prank calls before.
None of the calls had ever occurred
after midnight like this one, so they
let the answering machine take the
call. “The person identified them-
selves as Officer Sanchez from the

Blair Police Department and said that
my roommate’s car had been broken
into,” said the woman, who wishes
to remain anonymous. She said the
person left a phone number for them
to call, but when they looked the num-
ber up, it did not match the officer’s
number. The caller also said her

roommate’s full name and hometown,

indicating the person had access to
that type of information

Blair resident Christie Nielsen said
she was listening to her police scan-
ner that night. When she heard they
had a call from Dana she called the
police. "Since the students' phone
numbers aren’t listed in the Blair
phonebook, it had to be someone who
had access to the student directory,”
she said.

Blair police officer Shawn Thallas
said the only time a police officer
would ever call anyone at that time
of night would be if they were work-
ing on a warrant, and that it was un-
heard of for them to do anything such
as this.

“By posing as an officer, that most
certainly carries a penalty from a high
-grade misdemeanor to a low grade
felony,” said Thallas.

A spokesman for the Dana secu-
rity department does not believe this
person has lured anyone out of the

residence halls and Dana security
guard Reverand Bill is checking into
the situation.

Although they have no leads yet,
police can set up a telephone trap to
insure the prank caller will get caught
if he repeats the actions. Thallas said,
“This type of incident causes us a lot
of concern and we are here to help
students 24 hours a day. If someone
does call you, don’t go out there, call
security and they will take care of the
situation from there.”

Dana has a special re-
lationship with the Scandinavian
countries having been established 109
years ago by Danish Lutheran pio-
neers.

All of the events of the day, with
the exception of an afternoon and
evening Scandinavian smorgasbord,
are offered at no charge. Last year
more than 1,000 people took advan-
tage of the smorgasbord offering.
Reservations and advance payment
for the smorgasbord are required and
are available by contacting the pub-
lic relations office.

The day begins at 10 a.m. with an
ecumenical worship service and ends

at 7 p.m. with a reenactment of the
Swedish Santa Lucia Ceremony
around the Christmas tree in the
campus center. Repeat perfor-
mances of a variety of holiday dem-
onstrations, exhibits and activities
are held throughout the day.

At 3:30 p.m. the Dana College
Chorale, under the direction of Dr.
Richard Palmer, and the Dana Col-
lege Concert Band, directed by Dr.
Michael Gill, present a concert of fa-
vorite Christmas music in a setting
of evergreen trees, poinsettias and
lighting.

Open throughout the day will be
an exhibit of hand-painted Christmas
china in The Forum, a student art ex-
hibit and sale in the Thomsen Gal-
lery of the Madsen Fine Arts Center
and an exhibit of Royal Copenhagen
and Bing and Grondahl Christmas
Plates in the Heritage Room of the
Library. Also located in the Heri-
tage Room is a complete collection
of Danish Christmas seals from 1908
until the present.

The assassination of Rabin:
What happens now?

I n the Nov. 3 issue of the Hermes
editorialist Eric Einertson ex-
pressed his opinions on the recent
referendum in Quebec, Canada. I
feel his views are limited and terri-
bly narrow-minded, possibly be-
cause the United States receives little
information of its northern neighbors
from the news media. But does he
really know how Canadians feel?

Having spent the majority of my
life in the Great White North, it
would indeed tear my heart out if
Quebec left my home and native
land. I would not “love to see them
go if it weren’t for the economics,”
as Mr. Einertson states.

Canada would lose one-sixth of its
area, one-quarter of its population
and land contact with the Maritime
provinces (not providences, Mr.
Einertson) if Quebec had separated.
And, yes, the economic situation

would suffer because of an incred-
ible loss of industry and natural re-
sources. The hardest blow, however,
would be a vast cultural void.

The French way of life greatly in-
fluences Canadian culture. While it
may not be evident in the western
provinces, Eastern Canada benefits
greatly from the contributions of
Quebecers (not Quebecians, Mr.
Einertson) to Canadian politics, lit-
erature, music and sports. The Ca-
nadian education system also has a
high French content, requiring stu-
dents to learn the French language.

Some notable French-Canadians
who have made lasting impressions
in Canada and the world are Olym-
pic medal winning speed-skater
Gaetan Duschense, former Prime
Minister Pierre Trudcau, comedian
Andre Philiip Gagnon, singers
Celine Dion and Alanis Morissettc

and hockey star Mario Lemieux.

The answer to the problems lies
hopefully in recognizing Quebec’s
unique culture, not “treating them
like...a bunch of stubborn, snobbish
brats,” Mr. Einertson’s solution. Ac-
tions like that would only result in
tempers flaring and violence, as it
did, unfortunately, between separat-
ists and federalists after the election
results were announced in Montreal.

Canada’s labor minister says the
government is ready to offer consti-
tutional changes to meet the needs
and aspirations of Quebec. 1 hap-
pily welcome these changes in or-
der to avoid another ugly confron-
tation between people in my home-
land so we can live united under one
flag.

Rabin death enhances peace movement

O n Saturday Israeli Prime Minis-
ter Yitzhak Rabin was assassi-
nated after a peace rally in Tel Aviv
atage 73. Aright-wing Israeli, Yigal
Amir, was taken into custody after
confessing to the shooting. He said
he doesn’t regret the deed.

The rally had people speaking and
singing the praises of peace in an ef-
fort to show the public support for
peace remains strong.

After decades of fighting, Arab and
Israeli leaders came to the conclusion
that there was a distinct need for
peace on both sides. Rabin had be-
come a leader of a new era of peace
in an effort to bring true security for

the reborn Jewish state.

Amir said to investigators that he
justified the shooting because Rabin
had no right to restore occupied land
to the Arabs. Rabin’s assassination
may now lead to more questioning
over the idea of giving up land for
peace purposes.

In the last three years, Rabin, For-
eign Minister Shimon Peres and Pal-
estinian Liberation Organization
leader Yasser Arafat put aside their
rivalries and shared the 1994 Nobel

Peace Prize. Rabin said at the peace
rally, “I believe there is a chance for
peace and we must take advantage of
i.”

Rabin’s devotion to the good of the
country is admirable and he had the
determination to achieve it. Although
his death was a victory for support-
ers of terrorism and hatred, it also
will hopefully strengthen the Israeli
people’s struggle for peace.

Minutes before his death, Rabin
told the crowd, “people really want
peace.” What seems to be the scari-
est part of the entire situation is that
the greatest opponent Rabin had was
someone from his own country.

Vikings give away 31-0
win to Northwestern

P ost-season play hopes were
squandered by the Dana Vikings
football team when they were
trounced 31-0 by the visiting North-
western Red Raiders at Viking Field
Saturday.

Dana had a chance to play in the
Wheat Bowl in Ellinwood, Kan., if
they won. The loss evens the Vikings’
conference record at 3-3, good for a
third-place tie with Doane and Mid-
land. Dana finishes the season with
a 6-4 overall mark.

Turnovers were the nails in the Vi-
kings’ coffin; Northwestern scored 24
points as a result of Dana miscues.
The Red Raiders built a 10-0 first
quarter lead, scoring a touchdown and
a field goal resulting from a Dana
fumble and interception, respectively.

Northwestern scored a touchdown
early in the second quarter fora 17-0
advantage. They widened the score
to 24-0 before halftime with a touch-
down, the spoils of another intercep-
tion.

The Red Raiders capped the scor-
ing after recovering a Dana fumble
at the Vikings’ 35-yard line. Their
touchdown with 1:54 left to play fin-
ished the scoring and Dana’s quest for
a bowl bid.

Jeff Lutt led the Vikings’ running
game with 87 yards on 12 carries.
Wade Daggett caught three passes for
72 yards. William Collins was the
defense’s tackle leader with 14. Zach
Carle made his only interception of

the season and Jeff Jones and Jeremy
Jones (twice) recorded quarterback
sacks.

It was the final game in the scarlet
and white for seniors Dave
Henneman, Daggett, Mike Tupa,
Lutt, Nate Larsen, Andrew Weibel
and Scott Wilty. Mike Haddock, Tim
Misfeldt and Joe Stretch were seniors
sidelined by injuries.

Head coach Jim Krueger says it was
exciting to have something to play for
in 1995. He feels this year’s team
gained confidence when they won
football games and earned respect
from other conference teams.

He says players will step up to re-
place this year’s seniors. “We have
players on the team who will fill their
shoes,” Krueger says. “We need to
look at improving as a whole team,
not just one position. There are ath-
letes on this team, with a little more
work and development, who will fill
the gaps.”

During the offseason Krueger will
work on recruiting and implementing
weight-training and conditioning pro-
grams for the players returning next
fall.

He was pleased with this year’s
team as athletes and individuals.
“I’ve said it before and I'll say it
again: this was a great group of
young men to work with,” says
Krueger. “This team is an honest,

hard-working, unselfish bunch of
football players and a pleasure to
coach.

“As far as winning and building a
consistent program, I think they’re
right on track.”
