Letter to the editor

As representatives of the “dissent-
ing opinion” in the recent prayer de-
bate in Senate, we would like the stu-
dent body to have an accurate, unbi-
ased and professional portrayal of the
incident at the April 17 meeting,
which was not the case in Jon
Burleson’s article.

There was no contest by the oppos-
ing senators that Dana was indeed a
Christian school, with the realization
that it is also a school that actively
recruits students of all denominations
and encourages the exploration of all
personal faiths and beliefs.

The proposal that prayer would pro-
vide “guidance and truth in the same
manner as those proposing and sup-
porting prayer. There are a number
of organizations that provide an out-
let for the examination and practice
of the Christian faith at a personal
level. We need to balance these or-
ganizations with those that are invit-

ing and comfortable to everyone,
Christian or not.

Burleson’s story presented only
one side to this issue and even ven-
tured so far as to support it (see para-
graph seven). He needs to realize that
media is not a forum for self-expres-
sion, but structures to present facts
(editorials go on page two). Media
is also responsible for gathering the
facts through accurate contact, which
does not include mass e-mail inter-
viewing. Which leads us to our final
point...

It is highly unprofessional to hold
students up for humiliation by listing
them as unwilling to offer response.
In the future, in order to maintain the
standard the Hermes has worked hard
to establish, we would like the con-
tent of stories to be more objective
and reliable.

fter this weeks play Dana’s
baseball team is 26-15 on the
season and still leading the confer-
ence with a 12-2 conference record.
The Vikings lost to Wayne State, split
a doubleheader with Rockhurst and
lost to Bellevue.
Wednesday on a windy afternoon

- Dana dropped an 18-17 decision to

the National Collegiate Athletic As-
sociation Division II Wayne State
Wildcats. In the top of the 10th in-
ning, Dana ‘was in position to win
with a 17-14 lead. However, in the
bottom of the 10th the Wildcats
scored four runs to get the win. The
runs came from two walks, a hit bats-
man and three singles.

Matt Rega led the hitting for Dana
against the Wildcats, as he had five
hits, including two home runs, a
double.and five RBIs. He went 5-
for-7 at the plate which ties a Dana
school record. Rega was also the los-
ing pitcher in relief.

Saturday the Vikings split a double-
header with Nebraska-Iowa Athletic
Association Rockhurst Mo. The Vi-
kings won the second game, 7-4, af-
ter losing the opener, 16-6.

- In game one, Rockhurst took ad-
vantage of Dana’s pitching for 19 hits
and handed starter Mike Tupa (7-1)
his first loss of the season.

Rega’s three-run homer in the sec-

~ond inning highlighted the second

game. K.C. Tupa was the winning
pitcher and Clint Williams got the
save. '

Saturday Mike Gerson set a new
school record for single-season RBIs
as he drove in his 58th run of the sea-
son in the second game. The old
record of 57 RBIs in a single season
was set back in 1981 by John
Schnaible -

‘Sunday the doubleheader sched-
.uled against Mount Marty was rained
out.

Tuesday night the defending Na-
tional Association Intercollegiate
Athletics national champion
Bellevue beat Dana, 8-4 at Zorinksy
Park in West Omaha. Unusually, all
of the runs in this game were scored
on home runs. Adam Hurt and Mike
Gerson both hit two-run homers in
the fourth inning.

The Vikings continue action this
weekend against rival Northwestern
Iowa in a four-game set this week-
