The three counts of sexual assault
include: two counts in the third de¬

gree, because there was not sexual
penetration, and one in the first de¬
gree because one victim is maintain¬
ing there was penetration.

Travaille said that Dana College
is handling their own investigation
and will provide disciplinary action
separate from that of the Blair Po¬
lice Department. “The reason Th¬
ompson is in jail is not because of
what Dana College did. It is amat¬
ter between the individuals who re¬
ported the alleged assaults and their
reasons for reporting the matter to
the police,” said Travaille.
According to Travaille, Thompson

is not allowed on campus until he
talks to Travaille. The college is ap¬
plying “appropriate sanctions for the
situation,” said Travaille. The col¬
lege will not be making any deci¬
sions on the matter until all parties
can be spoken to and necessary re¬
ports discussed, he added.

All three victims have been
made aware of the support facilities
on Campus, such as the counselling
center and the pastor, to help them
deal w i th the s i tua t ion , added
Tr a v a i l l e .
