Dana student arrested in
connection with robbery

Dana College student, Chris
McCain of Gothenburg, was ar-
rested Feb. 25, 1997 on a Washing-
ton County warrant in connection
with a break-in at the Dana College
Bookstore May 15, 1996 according
to the Blair Pilot Tribune.
According to information in the ap-
plication for the arrest warrant, the
break-in occurred sometime between
4:30 p.m. on May 14, 1996 and 7
a.m. on May 15, 1996. During the
robbery $4,706 was stolen by cutting
open a bookstore safe using a
zawzall. A cellular phone and jacket
were also reported stolen from the
library.
According to that arrest warrant ap-
plication, the burglar gained entrance
to the bookstore by entering a tun-

after the library closed and entered

the bookstore through the ceiling. The
burglar then exited the library and
was allegedly picked up by McCain.

McCain reportedly did not actually
break into the bookstore, but is
charged with renting the saw which
was used in the burglary and picking
up the other person who was also a
Dana student.

McCain was charged with aiding
and abetting a burglary, a Class III
felony, and aiding the consummation
of a felony, a Class IV felony.

McCain is currently out of
Washingon County Jail on bond and
scheduled to appear in Wahsington
County Court for arraignment March
26 at 9 a.m.

No charges have been filed against
the other Dana student allegedly in-
volved in the incident because he has
since died.

changes from previous years are that
previous Homecoming King and
Queen’s are ineligible as Homecom-
ing candidates. Also, Winterfest can-
didates will only be nominated by
an organization that the candidate is
an active participant of and must
nominate only one person of each
gender.

Finally, the Senate ended with dis-
cussing their attendance policy for
members.

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For some, the reality of having

to find a job is approaching
quickly. The job hunting season
has already begun and where there
is possible employment, there is
usually an interview involved. In
order to polish up on job interview
skills, students had the chance to
take part in mock interviews Tues-
day sponsored by the Dana Busi-
ness Club.

The mock interviews are de-
signed to provide students with the
chance to experience a real inter-
view in a nearly identical setting.
4 Students dress in business suits,
complete resumes and prepare to
answer the interviewer's questions
as well as ask some of their own.

Practice and preparation are the
keys to success in interviews, ac-
cording to Dr. Robert Mousettis.
“Practice will make you perfect,
just like in sports, only interview-
ing is something you will do for a
lifetime,” said Mousettis. “Success
takes place in the first two minutes
of the interview. The interviewer
decides consciously or uncon-
sciously whether or not they are
interested.”

Tricia TeSelle found the inter-
views to be a good experience for
her as she is preparing to find a job
in the near future. “I thought it
would be a good experience for me
as I look for an internship or sum-
mer job,” said TeSelle, “I was

weaknesses, what was my greatest
accomplishment, where I want to
be in five years, it was very benefi-
cial.”

Freshman Lisa Decker decided to
get a head start on her interview
skills. Decker said the mock inter-
view really helped her prepare as
well. “He (Mahlendorf) gave me
some pointers and hints to improve
my resume,” said Decker, “he en-
couraged me to come in prepared
and said one good answer can an-
swer a lot of questions.”

One aspect Mousettis said is cru-
cial is to separate yourself from the
crowd. “When you go into an in-
terview, have something to make
yourself different or you don’t stand
achance,” said Mousettis, “let them
know why they should hire you.”

Business Club co-presidents
Leshara Means and Mark Nielsen
chaired the mock interviews activ-
ity. This is the third year that the
Business Club has offered the mock
interviews and has had increased
student participation each year.

Interviewers for this year’s mock
interviews were Mike Mahlendorf,
president of Washington County
Bank, Sandy Ellis, controller at Mid
America Computer Corporation
and Dr. Robert Mousettis, Instruc-
tor of Business at Dana.

Because the average person
changes their job six to eight times
in a lifetime, job interviewing skills
can be crucial. As Mousettis said,
“The only way to overcome the ner-
vousness is by practicing.”

“I think because it was a popular
movie that people had heard of, it
went over well,” said Michelle
France, junior, SAO president.

On Feb. 26, Lori Nielsen and SAO
members held a disabilities aware-
ness workshop where various activi-

. ties simulated what it is like to have a

hearing loss, visual impairment, and
learning and physical disabilities.

“I wish we could have gotten more
professors to have gone to the work-

" shop. It taught about accommoda-

i

tions that more professors should
have been there to hear,” said Jenni-

fer Moores, junior, SAO member.
“Leamning about the different accom-
modations that can be made for the
disabled to help them was very im-
portant,” said Moores.

The last event for the awareness
week was a disabilities awareness
panel that contained students, faculty,
and the public who shared their ex-
periences of their own disabilities.
The panelists spoke about how their
own disabilities can be barriers and
how it is possible to cvercome these
barriers and lead a well-rounded life.

Nielsen, learning center coordina-
tor, said she thought the panel was
very educational. “It showed the
similarities between disabled people.”

Brenda Eckhoff, a junior special
education major, attended the discus-
sion panel and thought it was a great
learning experience. “I thought it was
a good experience to hear a person’s
own point of view on coping with his
or her disability.”

Nielsen came up with the idea to
host a Disabilities Awareness Week
because she didn’t think Dana previ-
ously had any events like it in the past
and felt it was important to learn more
about disabilities. “We need to know
more and be more aware,” said
Nielsen.

Next, Nielsen asked SAO to help

sponsor the events to connect it with
a well known organization on cam-
pus. SAO members, Dr. Schnieders,
and Nielsen brainstormed for event
ideas and got idea assistance from an
organization called AHEAD (Asso-
ciation on Higher Education and Dis-
abilities.)

Deneen Schriver, a sophomore
SAO member, felt that the week was
very beneficial. “We take for granted
our skills and don’t always think
about people who don’t have it as_
easy.”

Nielsen said she hoped that Dis-
abilities Awareness Week could be-
come an annual event at Dana.
“People with disabilities are a group
that are misunderstood and stereo-
typed and we encounter disabled
people everyday whether we know it
or not.”

“Hopefully next year we can get
a whole week of events and make
them bigger and better,” said France.

This encouragement for events next
year could be from the attendance
turnout this year. Every event had at
least 15 students or faculty in atten-
dance which pleased both Nielsen
and SAO.

“The participation was really
good,” said France. “We were sur-
prised."

he Dana Vikings competed at
the NAIA National Indoor
Track and Field Championships
held in Lincoln last weekend.
The Vikings had nine men and
two women participating at the
national meet at the Devaney
Sports Center, and Ben Sandy ac-
complished the best individual ef-
fort for Dana. Sandy slipped into
the finals of the men’s 3,000-meter
run, with an 8:44.84 time on Fri-
day to claim the 12th slot in
Saturday’s finals.

Sandy tried to keep the pace with
a field dominated by Kenyan run-
ners, but the Dana standout re-
mained in the 10th place spot for

the entire race. He also improved
his time by over five seconds from
the previous day with a time of
8:39.77 on Saturday.

The Viking men also competed
in the finals of the distance medley
relay (DMR) and finished with
third place in its section and 11th
overall with a time of 10:23.76.
Jason Mitchell raced to an unoffi-
cial split time of 48.9 seconds on
his 400-meter leg of the DMR,
which came after a49.3 split as the
achor leg for the Vikings’ 4x400
relay team for a Saturday afternoon
preliminary heat in that event.
Dana set a school record in the 4x4
with a time of 3:27 flat.

The meet started with both
Mitchell and Dan Formo being dis-
qualified from their individual
events on Friday. Mitchell ran in

the men’s 400 and Formo in the
600-neither were in contention to
move into the finals based on their
unofficial times.

For the Viking women, Amanda
Buttry and Andrea Spreen both
made their second straight appear-
ance at nationals. Spreen threw 41-
5 1/4 in the 20-pound weight throw
preliminaries, but did not go into
the finals. Buttry ran a solid
2:23.33 in the preliminaries of the
women'’s 800 meters.

Max Grady finished with fourth
place in his section of the men’s
800 on Friday, with his time of
1:57.26. Grady received seventh
in the finals of the 800 one year
ago.

Will Hardin, a first-year long
jumper, gave a best effort of 21-6
3/4 at nationals.
