Due to the overcrowding of class¬
rooms, increasing enrollment, more
faculty, and inadequate space and fa¬
cilities for the library, the Board of
Trustees approved funds for anew
administration and library building in
1946.

The architecture plans were com¬
pleted by William Ingemann who
adapted and modeled the building
from aScandinavian design. In 1947,
Korshoj Construction Company of
Blair began construction on the new
building. Then in October of 1948,
the $270,000 building was finished
and ready for occupancy.

Inside the new administration and
library building was alibrary area that
had space for 50,000 volumes, aread¬
ing room which seated 100 students,
and the archive room. This area to¬

day is used for admission’s offices
a n d t h e c l a s s r o o m k n o w n a s
Parnassus on second floor of Pioneer

Memorial. The building also con¬
tained all new administrative and fac

The book explains that Old Main
served the college as its sole educa¬
tional facility, housing all the class¬
rooms, science labs, alibrary, admin¬
istrative and laculty offices, music
practice nxjms, apost office, asmall
student canteen, and aplace for ar¬
chives.

Washington, California, and Mon¬
tana and eventually became legisla¬
tive secretary of the National Ameri¬
can Woman Suffrage Association.

Rankin served in Congress from
1917-19 and again from 194143 and
The New Encyclopedia Britannica.
Vol. 9. described her as a: “vigorous
feminist, apacifist and acrusader for
socia l and electoral reform.” Rankin

is probably best known for being one
of only 49 members of Congress to
vote against declaring war on Ger¬
many in 1917. In 1941 she became
the only legislator to vote against de¬
claring war on Japan after the attack
on Pearl Harbor and this is consid¬
ered the cause for the termination of

her political career.
Rankin was also very active in the

peace movement during the Vietnam
War. On January 15,1968, at the age
of 87, she led agroup of 5,000
women calling themselves the
“Jeannette Rankin Brigade” on a
march to Capitol Hill.

Rebecca Ann Felton (bom Latimer)
was bom in 1835 near Decatur, Ga.,
and died in Atlanta in 1930.

After being appointed in 1922, at
age 87, by Governor Hardwick of
Georgia to fill the Senate seat left by

t h e d e a t h o f S e n a t o r T h o m a s E .

Watson, Fe l ton became the firs t
woman to serve in the U.S. Senate.

Felton had graduated first in her class
from the Madison Female College in
Madison, Ga., in 1852 and married
William H. Felton, alocal doctor ac¬
tive in Democratic politics. She as¬
sisted her husband in his political ca¬
reer by writing speeches, planning
campaigns and drafting legislation.

According to The New England
Encyclopedia Britannica. VqI, 4,
Felton promoted women’s rights but
was also known for her prejudice
against blacks and Jews and for her
advocacy of child labor and lynching.

Mrs. Felton only served two days,
November 21-22, before being re¬
placed by newly elected Senator
Walter F. George.

Today, in 1997, the 105th Congress
has 53 members of the House of Rep¬
resentat ives that are women and the
Senate has nine female members. The
sta te o f Ca l i fo rn ia has bo th Senate

seats filled by women: D i a n e
Feinstein and Barbara Boxer.

1997 also marks the first time in
American history that awoman,
Madeline Albright, has been sworn in
as U.S. Secretary of State.

T he month of March is Nat ional

Women’s History Month and the
year 1997 marks the 80th anniversary
of the fi rs t t ime awoman served in

the House of Representatives. It also
marks the 75th anniversary of the
appointment of the first woman to
serve in the United States Senate.

Jeannette Rankin was bom in 1880

in California and died just afew days
before her 93rd birthday in 1973 in
Missoula, Mont.

Rankin became the first woman to
serve in either of the two chambers

of the U.S. Congress when she took
office in 1917 after being elected as
aRepublican representative from
M o n t a n a . M o n t a n a w o m e n b e c a m e
able to vote in 1914 and Rankin was

elected in 1916 just two years later.
It was not until 1920 that women in

the entire country could legally vote.
Rankin was agraduate of the Uni¬

versity of Montana and after complet¬
ing her college degree she began so¬
cial work in Seattle, Wash., in 1909.
During the next five years she cam¬
paigned for women’s suffrage in
