Honor bestowed on Dana
president from distant neighbor

ment of Dr. Myrvin Christopherson
as Knight of the Order of the
Dannebrog.

The Order of the Dannebrog is said
to have been instituted by Denmark’s

King Valdemar the Victorious in the
year 1219. In 1671 King Christian V
granted this honor for the first time
and only nobility could receive this
distinction. However in 1808 King
Christian VI decided that any subject
could receive the decoration. Her
Majesty Queen Margrethe II decided
to bestow knighthood upon
Christopherson.

A special meal was served prior to

the knighting ceremony in the
Lauritzen Theater. Professor Michael
Anderson played the trumpet to usher
in the audience. The Dana College
Chorale entered and took their seats
on the stage. Dr. Richard Palmer, cho-
rale director, then invited everyone to
sing along with the chorale in the
national anthems of Denmark and the
United States.

"Little Rock Nine” back to Cen-
tral High School in Little Rock, Ark.,
on Thursday to commemorate the 40
year anniversary of the day they
marched into the all-white school.

Governor Nelson’s letter
congratulated the Christophersons as
Sir Myrv and Lady Anne.

Freshmen and other new students
do not have as much trouble as those
accustomed to the old system.

Workshops are being offered to
help students adjust to the new sys-
tem.

individual help however,” said
Montira.

It is important for students to ad-
just to the new program because it
will soon be on all the computers on
campus.

“Our plan is to upgrade all the com-
puters next summer in preparation for
next year,” said Montira.

The next workshop session will be
held on Nov. 4 at 7:30 p.m. The topic
will be using Pegasus Mail for Win-

dows. On Nov. 11 at 7:30 p.m. a .

workshop on using Beginning Word
Perfect for Windows will be held. If
there is student interest other work-
shops can be planned.

The Windows 95 software was ac-
quired through a grant from
Microsoft. Dr. Jeff Solheim was in-
strumental in getting the grant ap-
proved.

K.E. Tygesen, Danish Ambassador
to the United States, began his speech
in good humor by noting that the
Christophersons will not need to be
addressed with the titles sir and lady.
He then related the history concern-
ing the Order of the Dannenbrog, the
order of Her Majesty Queen
Margrethe 11 and good news for Dan-
ish studies at Dana. The Ministry of
Education in Denmark will contrib-
ute partial funding for the teaching
of Danish for the next three academic
years. After much humor in reference
to the official titles, Tygesen’s speech
climaxed when Christopherson was
formally named Knight of the Order
of the Dannebrog. Christopherson
graciously accepted the honor.

Christopherson maintained that he
had dreaded this event a great deal.
For him Homecoming and Board of
Regents meetings were about all he
felt he could handle. He thanked his
family for being supportive in his ef-
forts. He took time to mention that
though his wife Anne is not Danish,
she is a fine Scandinavian woman
who worthy of the title Lady Anne in

his eyes. Christopherson said he does
not care to be called "sir" and he ex-
cused the need for people to bow
when passing him. He also sarcasti-
cally pointed out he had two hands
with rings available for kissing.

On a more serious note
Christopherson vowed to diligently
seek to be worthy of knighthood. His
speech also included amemory about
the knighting of a former Dana presi-
dent. The previously knighted presi-
dent had received a plaque from the
student body which displayed the
quote, “Once a king always a king,
but once a knight is enough!”

.After widespread applause
Christopherson stepped away from
the podium. To conclude the cer-
emony the audience sang “Hail
Dana” and a prayer was offered by
Pastor Richmond. A Danish chef
from Chicago, Claus Olsen, had pre-
pared many authentic Danish des-
serts. The audience was invited to
try at least one in the foyers of the
Madsen Fine Arts Center. As people
headed to the doors Anderson played
another trumpet fanfare.

O n Saturday the mep’s cross
country team captured
sixth place and the women’s
team took 24th place at the Uni-
versity of Minnesota Roy Griak
Invitational in St. Paul, Minn.

Thirty-six teams competed in
the men’s college division on the
8,000-meter course. The Vi-
kings, who are ranked fourth in
the nation, tallied 158 points.
Central Missouri State won the
meet with 79 points.

Senior Ben Sandy led the Vi-
kings with an eighth place fin-
ish. He completed the course in
25 minutes and 54 seconds.
Sophomore Scott Stanley placed
20th in a time of 26:22. Junior
Bob Spangler was the next Vi-
king to cross the finish line, plac-
ing 24th in 26:29. Freshman
Justin Christensen and junior
Matt Poulter completed the top
five scoring runners, finishing in
26:45 for 34th and 27:29 for
B4th, respectively.

The women’s race featured 40
teams on the 5,000-meter
course. North Dakota State won
the team title with 97 points.
Dana earned 594 points.

Senior Angie Sparacino was
Dana’s top finisher, placing 25th
in 19:11. Junior Amanda Buttry
finished in 83rd place with a
time of 19:56. Freshman Tiffani
Nielson was Dana’s No. 3 run-
ner, finishing in 20:21 for 146th
place. Sophomore Jennifer Wil-
liams ran the course in 20:45 for
187th place and freshman Jes-
sica Chambers finished in 21:30
to place 261st.

Both Sandy and Sparacino
have been Dana’s top runners in
all three meets this season.

The next competition for the
men’s and women’s teams will
be on Saturday when they com-
pete in the Hastings Invitational
at Hastings.

defeated York 4-1 in Saturday’s
Homecoming match-up. The victory
was the first time the Lady Vikes have
stopped York in their past four games
against them.

Rachel Herman of Blair got the
Vikes going with two goals in the first
half. She made the first goal early in
the match at the 5:51 time mark. Then
York came back and scored their only
goal of the game to even the score 1-
1. However, Herman scored again on
a penalty kick at 30:07 to put Dana
back in the lead.

In the second half two first-year
players kept the score rising. Molly
Fuxa from McCook Lake, S.D.,
cashed in on a rebounded shot off the
cross bar to head in a goal at the 64:16
mark. At the 79:40 mark Amanda
Stoffel scored a goal to insure the vic-

tory of 4-1.

Goalie Sara Duff of Omaha pro-
tected Dana’s lead by facing 29 shots
by York and allowing only one goal.
Dana had 16 shots on goal; Fuxa had
five, Stoffel had three and senior Car-
rie Knapp of Lexington had three.

Tuesday the soccer team took on
Doane in an away game, losing 5-1.
Knapp had the only goal for Dana that
occurred when a Doane player’s pass
deflected off Knapp and went in the
goal for Dana.

The team took to the field in Or-
ange City, Iowa, to play Northwest-
em Friday night losing 5-2. The Vi-
kings scored their only two goals in
the first half, leading the Red Raid-
ers at half time. The goals were scored
by Herman and sophomore Michelle
Schriver of Albion. Northwestern put
on the heat in the second half, out
shooting Dana to get the win.

The Vikings are 2-5 overall and 0-
2 in the Nebraska Iowa Athletic Con-
ference.

Football team
misses win by
a few inches

tisoften said that success in sports

is often achieved or denied by a
matter of inches, that one or two plays
or decisions can be the difference be-
tween winning or losing. That was
the case during the Homecoming
football game Saturday at Viking
Field.

With less than a foot between them
and the winning touchdown, the foot-
ball team ran out of time, losing 12-
7. The Vikings narrowly missed up-
setting the 18th ranked and defend-
ing conference champion Red Raid-
ers of Northwestern, lowa.

In the first half both teams gained
many yards on offense only to see
their drives stopped at crucial times
due to penalties, costly turnovers or
defensive sacks of the quarterback.
Dana finally broke through to score
when quarterback Michael Babbitt
found Jason Mitchell on an inside
slant that went 84 yards for the score.
With a Joel Krominga extra point
Dana led 7-0 midway through the
second quarter.

Northwestern had ample opportu-
nities to score, often finding them-
selves inside the Dana 20-yard line.
But twice cornerback Matt Kern
picked off the Northwestern
quarterback’s passes to stop Red
Raider scoring attempts. Senior
Grant Dose also stopped a Red Raider
march by picking off his second pass
of the season.

Northwestern finally got on the
scoreboard inside the final minute of
the first half. However senior Tony
Weers prevented the Red Raiders
from tying the score by blocking the
extra point attempt and preserving
Dana’s lead.

The second half was similar to the
first with both teams moving the ball
but having their drives stopped.
Northwestern took the lead on a draw
play with 49 seconds to go in the third
quarter. Nathan Massen took it in
from 11 yards out to make it 12-7.
Trying to regain that extra point that

was blocked by Weers, the Red Raid-
ers went for two. They were denied
by the Dana defense, meaning a
touchdown could win it for the Vi-
kings.

With 1:13 to play junior strong
safety Biff Schofield made an open
field tackle on a fake punt by North-
western, giving the Vikings the ball
back on their own 42-yard line.

With only one time out left, Dana
started the drive with a screen pass
to Mitchell that gained 23 yards and
a first down on the Red Raider 35-
yard line. Following three straight in-
complete passes Babbitt found Brent
Jensen down the sideline. He made
the grab while falling out-of-bounds,
bringing the Vikings within four
yards of the winning score. An
offside penalty brought the ball to the
two-yard line where Marlon Pierre
tried to power it into the end zone.
The Red Raider defense was in no
hurry to get up and the referee
stopped the clock with 15 seconds to
go in the game. Pierre tried again on
second and inches but was again de-
nied the touchdown. The officials
gave no signal and the final six sec-
onds drifted away along with Dana’s
hopes to gain their first win of the
season.

Babbitt finished the day with 13-
33 passing for 279 yards, one touch-
down and one interception. Mitchell
had seven catches for 144 yards and
one touchdown as well as four car-
ries for 38 yards on the ground. Brent
Jensen caught three balls for 80 yards.
James Nelson contributed as well
gaining 49 yards on two catches.
Pierre was the leading rusher on the
ground with 49 yards on 18 carries.

Four of the top five tacklers were
defensive backs. Safeties Schofield
and Ben Tams had 14 and 11 stops,
respectively.

Dana, now 0-3, will travel to Storm
Lake, Iowa, this weekend to take on
the Buena Vista Beavers in non-con-
ference action on Saturday. The ac-
tion will be live on KDCV JAM 91
as well as simulcast on DVTV Chan-
nel 5. Pre-game begins at 1:20 p.m.
and kick-off is at 1:30 p.m.
