he Theater Department is prepar-
ing the year’s first production,

the Broadway comedy “Pippen.”

From the four directors’ stand-
points, it means cooperation to assure
continuity between the acting, music,
technical staging and dancing.
Leora Jaeckel commented on her
duties: “As stage manager, my most
important responsibility is knowing
everything. I keep notes of every
stage direction and every character
detail the director gives. That way,
anytime someone forgets what he’s
supposed to do, I can catch him up.
When the show opens, I use all of
those notes to run the show from
backstage. I also bring the cast their
dinners.” Jaeckel is referring to
bringing the cast sack lunches from
the cafeteria. on performance nights
to give them, more preparation time.

any changes were made this

summer to the Dana com-
puter system. Windows 98 has been
installed on both sides of the Dana
Classroom Center computer lab.

There are still four of the older
Windows machines in the computer
lab, as well as three Windows 95
computers in each residence hall,
two in the Learning Center, and one
in the Library.

According to Kat Montira, the
Windows 98 program was installed
because it is more stable than the
Windows 95 program. It took about
seven hours to install Windows 98
on the first computer in the DCC
lab. Due to the computers’ capa-
bilities of cloning, it only took about
a day to finish the installation.

Most of us probably know some-
one who has experienced the frus-
tration of losing a paper when the
network has gone down. Senior
Deena Knapp remembers the net-
work going down last interim dur-
ing her final. “I had just finished
my final when the computer froze,”

she said. “I was lucky; most of my
work came back up later.” One of
the advantages of the new system is
that if the network does go down the
computers will return your work as
you left it.

Frahm said, “Sometimes when you
try printing, the computer will lock
up. If you haven’t saved your work,
you will lose it.”

Another change that has taken place
involves saving your work. Students
who have always saved their files to
the hard drives in previous years will
have to invest in some disks. Saving
of files will only be allowed on floppy

disks, zip disks, or to your own
home directory on the network.

Network accounts are issued to all
students and members of the fac-
ulty and staff who accept the com-
puter use policy. These accounts
provide access to word processing,
spreadsheets, databases, presenta-
tions and graphics programs, as well
as to E-mail and Internet. Dial-in
accounts are also available to stu-
dents who have computers with
modems. Students are again al-
lowed to print 250 pages on the la-
ser printer free of charge. Any ad-
ditional printing will cost 5 cents
each, and must be paid up front in
the DCC computer lab or in the
Business Office.

The DCC computer lab opens ev-
ery day at 8 a.m. and closes at 11
p.m. Residence hall computers are
available almost 24 hours a day.
The network is not available from
3 a.m. - 4 a.m. every day due to sys-
tem maintenance.

If you have any questions or prob-
lems with the campus computers,
members of the Computer Services
staff are willing to help you. The
staff includes Carla Andersen,
Chuck Conlee, Duey Heffelfinger
and Montira.

ESL program will
benefit students

Both International and American students involved

ou may think that faculty mem-

bers would learn not to ask so
many questions. That is how Dr.
Sybille Bartels, professor of German,
got the job of heading the English as
a Second Language (ESL) program.
She asked too many questions.

The ESL program began with stu-
dents from Namibia, a little over 13
years ago. The German government
granted money to students from
Namibia so they could study at
Lutheran Colleges across America.
This money was to provide an oppor-
tunity for students to study when
higher education was not available in
Namibia. “[The program] exempli-
fied the outreach of the Lutheran
Colleges,” said Bartels.

Bartels began asking questions
about the students' skill levels in the
English language. So she was as-
signed to initiate the ESL program.

Twenty students at Dana College
this year come from other countries.
For six of them this is their first se-
mester here. There are four students
in the program from Japan, Taiwan,
and Bangladesh.

But not all of the international stu-
dents participate in this program.
The international siudents take the
Test of English as a Foreign Lan-
guage (TOEFL) and receive compe-
tency scores. Those with scores of
460-500 are placed in the ESL pro-
gram so they can improve their En-
glish skills while taking other regu-
lar classes outside of the program.
The goal is to get their TOEFL
scores above 500. Then they can en-
joy a full schedule of standard
classes.

There are two teachers in the pro-
gram, Trine Thiessen and Karl
Krueger. Both of them have experi-
ence in education in other areas of
the world, such as Europe, Asia, and
Central America.

Phillip Raleigh in admissions ex-
pressed how wide the Dana commu-
nity really is. He said we have stu-
dents from Taiwan, Japan, Hong
Kong, Canada, Bangladesh, Tanza-
nia, Namibia, England, Nepal, and
the Peoples Republic of China.

The objective for the American
students at Dana is to benefit from
the program as well. Bartels said,
“The hope is American students will
gain [a better perspective of the in-
ternational community] by the pres-
ence of students from abroad.”

Ethics of Senate's

decision questioned

Ethics, morality, an “above re
proach” mentality—these topics
are endlessly discussed in the national
media, local newspapers and college
classrooms. The most recent national
scandal is the usual example, but an
issue closer to home is causing de-
bate on campus.

Last week our Student Senate voted
to increase the salary for executive
officers by 50% this semester, from

- $200 to $300 for all four positions.
~ This increase came as part of the bud-

getapproval process during the regu-
lar Wednesday night meeting.

The merit of a pay raise is certainly
not an issue for me. If that were the
case, all strong campus leaders would
be given a stipend for the work they
do. As a Senator for two years, I
know that the executive staff spends
much time working for students.
However, the circumstances sur-
rounding the vote are questionable.

The facts are these: 17 voting mem-
bers (plus President Kern, who votes
in a tie) were present during budget
presentations. The usual $800 figure
for staff salaries ($200 per position
for fall semester) was included in the
budget, but an amendment to the bud-
get by Wray Wright and Mark
Knudsen proposed a $100 increase
per position. This sparked consider-
able discussion, as well it should
have.

The eventual role call vote let to
nine yays and eight nays, with all
xecutive officers votin

Has anyone heard of abstaining
from a vote for conflict of interest?
This means that the officers could
have abstained from voting because
of their closeness to the situation and

* interest in personal gain. Had the

three officers chosen this option, I can
assume that the vote would have been
8-6 and NO pay raise would have
occurred. Maybe the three officers
could have left the room to avoid as
much intimidation as possible. As a
freshman or friend of an executive
staff member, I may have been afraid
that my “nay” vote would be taken
personally. Inarole call vote, the sec-
retary reads each Senator’s name in-
dividually, and the Senator indicates

his/her vote aloud. For last week’s
vote, the freshmen Senators were first
on the roll call list—lucky them. '
Other circumstances surrounding
the vote call the results into question. -
The three upperclassmen Senators I
spoke with were led to believe that
the executive staff members are each
required to spend 20 hours per week
attending to Senate business. This is
a misrepresentation of the bylaws.

. The actual requirement is that the four . . |

executive officers spend a combined
total of 20 hours per week working
for students. That is a huge discrep-
ancy! The Senators I spoke with
about this believe that other Senate
members were misled as well.

The 27th Amendment to the U.S.
Constitution prohibits Congress from
voting itself a pay raise. Salary in-
creases at that level are voted on, but
do not take effect until the next Con-
gress takes over. I can only assume
that amendment was proposed and
passed to maintain the integrity of the
establishment. After last week’s Stu-
dent Senate meeting, I question the
integrity of that organization. I can
only hope that something will be done
next week to correct this ridiculous
mistake. If that does not happen, I
have serious concern that the same
thing will happen next semester....and
what happens after that? Will the sti-
pend continue to rise?

Student Senate has been known to
scrutinize budgets carefully, and
some organization members dread the
budget meeting for this reason. Like
I said, I was a Senator for two years;
I have defended Senate strongly. But
last week, some requests were denied
for various reasons. I cannot fathom
voting myself a pay raise while de-
nying other students money to par-
ticipate in various activities. What
else could we do with $400 this se-
mester, or $800 this year to benefit
all students?

One other interesting note. In 1993,
executive staff members received
$150 per semester for their work. In
1998, each staff member may receive
$300. Any economist will confirm
that this definitely beats the inflation
rate.

Many of you are upset about this.
Contact the Senator nearest you to
find out how they voted...and may I
remind you that Senate meetings are
open to the public.

The Dana men, facing 14 nation-
ally-ranked NCAA teams, placed
tenth of the 31 teams entered. The
women’s squad, still running without
two of its best athletes, placed 29th
among 35 teams.

Tiffani Nielsen, a second-year run-
ner from Neola, Iowa, ran her best
collegiate race to date with a sterling
19:27 clocking over 5000 meters.
She earned 57th place among 401 fin-
ishers. Blair’s Jennifer Williams, a
third-year student, was 163rd with a
time of 10:29, her best of the season.
Sarah Klein, a third-year student from
Sioux City, Iowa, was Dana’s third
finisher, running 21:37 for 279th
place.

Also competing for Dana were Kate
Zadina, a second-year student from
Omaha, who placed 339th in a time
of 22:57. Emily Nessen from
Woodbridge, Va., placed 354th in a
time of 23:32. Amy Carlson from
Hawthorne, Calif., placed 387th in a
time of 24:47. Chris Moberg from
Woodland, Calif., finished 392nd in
a time of 25:40.

“It was by far our best performace
to date,” said coach Jay Birmingham.
“Nielsen has become a tough com-

petitor and our team is running ag-
gressively.”

Freshman Derek Fey from Omaha
led the Viking men over the 8000-
meter course, placing a sterling 28th
in 26:40. Scott Stanley, a third-year
student from Malvern, Iowa, placed
39th in the 300-man field despite a
sprained ankle in a time of 26:53.
Matt Poulter, a third-year student
from Essex, Iowa, was 15 seconds
back in 53rd, running 27:08. He was
followed by teammate Justin
Christensen, a second-year student
from Schuyler, and Allen Wagner, a
first-year student from Kona, Hawaii,
who placed 62nd and 63rd with times
0f 27:17 and 27:18. Aaron Schlote, a
second-year student from Plainview
placed 90th in 27:45, and Evan Bees,
a fourth-year students from Oakland,
Iowa, was 97th in 27:50.

“Our 5-man pack time of 38 sec-
onds is national class,” said Birming-
ham.
