1957, the North Central Association of
Colleges and Schools has deemed Dana
an accredited school.

If a school is accredited, it means it has
been accepted as a worthy institute of
learning by an association of colleges.

Every accredited college belongs to an
association, and Dana belongs to the North

Central Association of Colleges and
Schools.

The North Central Association of
Colleges and Schools, ‘or the NCA, is a
commission designed to evaluate colleges
and universities. %

The NCA judges the school based on
five criteria of education. If these five
criteria are met, then the school is deemed
accredited. A team is sent to the school
being evaluated when the time comes
around.

Dana’s evaluation occurs every 10
years, the last one being in 1992. March
