Furst's class used atextbook written
by aMinnesotan, videos, and folktales
to design literacy classes for the stu¬
dents at the school. "To gain anew pride
in the culture, the students learn their
heritage: drumming, dancing, and finally
apowwow in which everyone partici¬
pates," said Furst. The last day of the
school experience included the powwow,
and the students received gifts of mugs
and wild rice from the community for
their work.

The experience was characterized by
cold weather, said Furst, with the tem¬
perature hovering around zero degrees
