These and other incidents opened
our eyes to our own culture as much
as theirs. Noting this, the partner¬
ship program was begun. Each Chi¬
nese student was paired up with
American partner, the goal being in¬
tegration of the Chinese students
into campus life.

Each pair, or in some cases four¬
some, met for two hours aweek, with
activities with which they could par¬
ticipate in. Many days were spent
watching movies, playing ping pong
and racquetball, or just sitting
around exchanging card tricks.

There was alot to be learned from
the partnership program as cultures,
philosophies, and jokes were ex¬
changed. Dana had agreat opportu¬
nity in offering the Chinese students
the chance at an indepth study of the
English language, and all involved
were opened up to new cultures and
ideas.
