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Minnesota Scandinavians
Appraised hy Seabrook

Famous Writer Reports on His Inves-
tigation of States “Imported
Americans.”

A tribute to the Americanism of
Scandinavian-Americans, and a recog-
nition of their accomplishments in
helping to bring the United States
to its present position, is paid by The
American Magazine which publishes
in its current issue the first of a series
of articles by William Seabrook, re-
porter of world-wide experience, on
“Imported Americans.”

In introducing the article, the edi-
tor remarks that a favorite sport of
politicians lately has been pointing
with alarm to the so-called menace
of foreign-language groups in the
United States, who have been blamed
for the growth of dangerous isms and
un-American ideas. He explains that
Seabrook was assigned to travel over
the country investigating these
charges, and that in his first article
he takes up those Americans of Swed-
ish, Norwegian and Danish birth or
descent.

Seabrook spent ‘a month in Minne-
sota, talking with all sorts of people,
from Governor Petersen, Supreme
Court Justice Holt and Secretary of
State Mike Holm, to farmers and their
wives, chauffeurs, mechanics and po-
licemen. He stayed in their homes,
lived with them, talked with them by
the hour, and came away with a very
definite impression of what the Scan-
dinavian countries have given to the
United States through immigration
during the past century. At the con-
clusion of his article he says:

“I have not soft-soaped nor sought
to glorify the Scandinavian. Algo,
wwherever possible, I've called a Swede
;2 Swede, a Dane a Dane, and a Nor-
“wegian a Norwegian. I was warned
3in the beginning that they object to
being lumped, although they all be-
long to the Scandinavian group.

“What I have made put of them
after an intimate month or so be-
hind the scenes with the leaders and
Common People of this most robust,
substantial, hospitable and heavy-
weight race group, is that they are,
to give Gilbert and Sullivan a new
context, ‘the most ingenious paradox’
God has ever created in human form
on this revolving globe.

“They are heavy and dumb, yet gay
and extremely intelligent.

“They are stolid and phlegmatic,

yet full of fantastic imagination,
streaked with brilliant fire.

“They are the most glowering, pig-
headed people on earth, yet will later
acknowledge themselves in the wrong,
if wrong, with a disarming smile.

“To cap the climax, they are slow,
yet generally get there first.

“They crossed the Atlantic, every-
body knows, before Columbus; then
Lindbergh, of Scandinavian parentage,
flew it first; and it's my guess they'll
be the first to reach the moon.

“And all of them are Americans
now to the core.”

In his article Seabrook goes into
considerable detail concerning his
Minnesota experiences, mentioning by
name many of the people, both prom-
inent and otherwise, with whom he
talked and visited.
