Nelson: As much as I would like to
vote for this, as long as we do not
have the funds for it, I don’t feel
we should spend money we do not
have on hand for this.

Hansen: Before allowing any amount
of money, the committee of the
Eastern Lodges should state exactly
what the money is to be used for.

It is true that our By-Laws men-
tion that the executive committee
can spend up to $1500 for adver-
tising but the membership has not
made the money available.

Lawson: I would be very much in
favor of donating an amount to the
committees for both the New York
Exposition and San Francisco Ex-
position next year but we do not
have the funds available to draw on.
Our convention next year no doubt
will absorb all our funds in the
general fund, so for that reason I
feel compelled to vote against an
appropriation at this time.

Rasmussen: That $200 will be used
to advertise the Danish Brother-
hood at the World’s Fair in New
York, and the General Committee
of the Eastern Lodges take care of
same.

Christensen: I do believe that the
General Committee of the Eastern
Lodges is doing great work for
our organization. - Therefore, I will
recommend that we give them the
sum of one hundred dollars ($100)

. to help them advertise the Danish
Brotherhood here in the East.

Petersen: I am in favor of appro-
priating $200 out of the General
Fund for the purpose of represent-
ing the Danish Brotherhood at the
Denmark Day of the New York
World’s Fair.

Hansen, Viggo C.: I am in favor of
granting the request and hope that
the General Committee of the East-
ern Lodges will boost for the Gol-
den Gate Exposition Denmark Day
June 17, 1939.

DECISION: The board having voted
with a majority to allow a sum for
this purpose and the average
amount voted for being $100, that
amount is granted.

cago next year.

Dear Nels:

I am writing to you for your ad-
vice regarding the representation at
the Chicago convention by a delegate
from the new lodge in Long Beach.
During the preliminary work of or-
ganizing the lodge I made the promise
that the new lodge would be entitled
to send a delegate if a year old by
the time of the convention. (Sec. 41).

When I left Los Angeles with the
excursion (May 22nd) the work had
progressed so far that the first meet-
ing was to be held the following
Tuesday (May 24th) in Iong Beach.
After my return from Denmark (Aug.
28th) I was home only a few days
before leaving for the General Com-
mittee meeting in Solvang and short-
ly after returning from Solvang I

o

left for our fall-meeting in Omaha.

You will probably remember that we,

at the meeting, had an informal dis-

cussion about the delegate-matter
but as no decision was made, I sent

a telegram to Gothard Riis, president

of the General Committee of Cali-

fornia Lodges, asking him to install

the new lodge on the 15, 16 or 17

of September. If that had been done,

there would have been no need for
this correspondence as our convention
opens on the 18th of September.

The Long Beach group had arranged

for Grand Installation on the 24th

of September and would like to have
me present on that occasion. When

I returned from Omaha I found that

the lodge had not yet been formally

installed, so the lodge will be only

51 weeks old on the opening date

of the convention.

At .a recent meeting in Long Beach
I told the lodge how the matter stood
and promised to do what I could
for them if they were interested in
being represented at the convention
and I received the enclosed letter from
the secretary.

My question is this: Can I inform
the Long Beach lodge that they may
elect a delegate and assure them of
a seat at the convention in 1939?

If you do not care to decide in the
case, will you please forward the
enclosed matter to Omaha and have
Frank send it out for decision?

Hope to hear from you soon. Thank
you.

OPINIONS

Nelson: I am sorry the lodge was not
installed within the specified time
in our laws. :

The board does not, in my opin-
ion, have the power to authorize
the sending of this delegate. Only
the convention could do that and
I feel confident it would be in
favor of seating a delegate from
Nr. 329 at Chicago.

Hansen: Our By-laws are very defin-
ite in denying a lodge, less than a
year old, representation at the na-
tional convention. I do not be-
lieve that the executive committee
has the right and power to change
this clause in our By-laws (Sec.
41).

This question can, to my mind,
only be settled by the committee
mentioned in Sec. 40 and I am of
the opinion that this committee
would approve the credentials of
a delegate from Lodge Nr. 329,

Lawson: It is regrettable that Lodge
No. 329 was not installed within the
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time limited prescribed by our
by-laws; and in as much as Section
41 plainly states “no lodge shall

be entitled to send a delegate to *®

the convention before it has been
installed at least one year,” I am
compelled to vote against permitting
the lodge representation, as it leaves
no other choice to follow. The
lodge can go through the formality
of electing a delegate and such
delegate can present his creden-
tials to the convention, and I be-
lieve it is within the power of the
convention to accept or reject the
credentials presented to it, but this
power is not vested in the supreme
officers.

Rasmussen: I would suggest that
Lodge No. 329 can send a delegate,
with a recommendation from the
Supreme Officers, to the convention,
with the understanding that the
convention has the only power to
decide in this question.

Christensen: The delay in installing
Pacific Lodge No. 329 should not be
taken out on the members. There-
fore, I approve that they send a
delegate to our convention as they,
in my mind, are entitled to it.

Petersen: In as much as the lodge
would have been more than one
year old before the next conven-
tion if Viggo C. Hansen had been
able to execute his official duties
at the proper time, I feel that the
lodge is entitled to representation
at the next convention; hence am
in favor of granting them permis-
sion to elect and send a delegate
in the official manner.

Hansen, Viggo C.: I believe that the
last three lines of Article III, Sec-
tion 41 in our By-Laws are intended
as a guard against the possibility
of a number of new lodges being
formed immediately prior to the
time for holding a convention.

As I sincerely believe that the
new lodge in Long Beach (329)
would have been installed early in
the summer if the majority of the
board had not taken part in our
Denmark Excursion, I am in favor
of granting the request of the lodge
to send a delegate to our 1939 con-
vention. !

DECISION: The board can not legally
authorize sending this delegate
though it is the concensus we would
like to see that one was sent, but
it would be subject to the approwval
of the convention.

Grunden til at Vaerelserne
maa reserveres saa tidlig er den, at
paa Grund af Udstillingen kan Hotel-
let ikke garanterer at de vil have
Vearelser efter ovennmvnte Dato.
Man bestiller Veerelse ved at tilskrive
Konventionskomiteens Sekreteer, Fru
Minne Kjer, 446—36th Street, Oak-
land, Calif., som ogsaa vil veere rede
til at give alle Oplysninger angaaende
Priser paa Hotellet og lignende.

Da der sikkert er mange af vore
Medlemmer fra andre Stater der vil
vaere her i Kalifornien paa dette Tids-
punkt, indbydes de herved paa det
hjerteligste til at overvare Konven-
tionen. Kom og vaer sammen med
Landsmand for nogle glade Dage,
de vil ikke fortryde det.

I have just attended the Illinois
District meeting and was glad to
meet both old' and new friends. For
years my own lodge belonged to this
group, but for some reason or another,
withdrew to my sincere regret, as
I still believe these meetings stim-
ulate interest and respect for each
other. The D. B. S. was built as a
chain and should be kept 'so. In
time the chain will get short, but let
us not break it in two pieces. I
mean: Oppose each other at all times,
just for the sake of an argument,
or to be contrary. For 20 years, if
I am not mistaken, questions on dis-

tricts have been brought up for con-
sideration at our national conven-
tions and undoubtedly will be again
this year. What will the outcome be?

It is my belief, that at least all
the small lodges will favor the sys-
tem as it is at present because they
feel that is the only direct contact they
have with supreme officers and head-
quarters, and the only place where
they can cast their individual vote.
I disagree with them on the last
remark, because: Suppose members
in a lodge differ on a question about
50-50, how can the delegate cast a
vote which would express the indi-
viduals’ wishes? It simply can’t be
done, and I think it was a great mis-
take to take away ‘“the referendum
vote.”” Why not put it back? It
may give extra work and expense,
but would it be so great that we
should forget it, and do an injustice to
the individuals? >

Now on the other hand in regard
to districts: Will it be more or less
expensive? And how much? Did
anyone ever give facts and figures
on these questions? An old member
of the D. B. S,, respected from coast
to coast as a sincere member, told
me that he did not believe it would
be any cheaper, but just the same,
thought it would be for the best and
a few more cents a month per mem-
ber would be well invested. I ‘also
believe in that, but what about the
member who has a hard time to
pay his dues as it is today? Is he
willing to go into greater expense,
trusting his lodge to keep him in good
standing until he some day can hope
to repay his debt, or perhaps in de-
spair, drops it all? It is a gloomy
picture, but I believe in many cases
true.

One more question of great im-
portance, at least to members in
Illinois, is our former sick benefit
which we by state laws were com-
pelled to give up under our present
system. As I understand it, the state
considers it a kind of insurance and
as such must be controlled for the
protection of the members by a
centralized body, governed by uni-
versal rules and by laws. That
sounds like real business and without
a doubt will be universal for D. B.
S. wherever we are; but it also means
that we will have to start from
“scratch,” because I don’t believe
very many lodges would be willing
to turn over their funds to any
elected or appointed body. Let’s
hope something definite will be settled
on that question by convention time.

Another question seems likely to
be brought up at the national con-
vention in Chicago, and that is about

* an ‘“organization department.”—Emi-

gration to U. S. A. we know has
almost stopped, but we also know that
here in America are thousands of sec-
ond and third generations of Danish
descent, who, if they were approached
in a business like manner, would be
interested in coming into our order.
We are not all salesmen, at least
we don’t produce as such for the
D. B. S, so therefore the idea of
engaging a deputy or deputies to
work from and under the supervision
of headquarters may do some good.
I should be in favor of giving same
a trial for a certain time and per-
haps have a certain amount of money
put aside for such purpose to start
with. Have just received a copy of
“Nye Forslag og Forandringer,” and
hope as many as possible will read
them and discuss same at meetings;
it will stimulate interest and give
delegates an idea on how to act on
behalf of their lodges. Time does not
permit me to read them at this time,
but in the next issue of this paper,
if space is available, perhaps you
will find my viewpoint on some of
the questions.

In closing I wish you all good
health and happiness and thanks to
the Rockford D. B. S. and D. S. S.
lodges for all they extended to us
all while visiting there.
