At the board meeting which was held from March 18 to
March 22, it was decided to inaugurate a membership campaign
on a plan as follows:

Each local lodge will hold five parties during
the coming season, commencing July 4th.

.On this date all lodges are asked to hold a
Fourth of July picnic.

This is to be followed by a Harvest party on or
about September 10. A President’s ball on October

For each one of these parties the board will furnish and
mail invitations to all members, as well as prospective members,
according to lists sent in to Omaha by the participating local
lodges without cost to the local lodge. »

For each event the secretary for the participating lodge will
be sent a booklet covering in detail every step that must be
taken in order to insure a successful party. The booklet desig-
nates the committees to be appointed and the chairman of certain
of these committees will receive additional help, such as publicity
for printing in your local papers. e

The lodge will receive for distribution at these festivals,
pamphlets setting forth the good points about the D. B. S. and
reasons why all Danes should join us. This folder will be in
three colors and will be very attractive.

In fact, this whole campaign has been worked out by the
board with the assistance of a professional advertising concern
that has been conducting similar campaigns successfully for other
fraternal organizations. .

It is a campaign worked out along scientific lines and no
detail has been considered too small to receive attention. In
other words, the plan is complete.

A great deal of-the preliminary work has been done, but
before the board can go any farther we must have a definite
expression from the lodges as to their willingness to cooperate.

Before the board can go ahead and spend the money for
art work, cuts and all the other items necessary and required for
printing, we must be sure that a sufficient number of lodges will
participate in, and use the plan.

Within the next few days, your secretary will receive a letter
asking definitely whether or not your lodge will participate.
Not in all five events, but in only fthe FIRST ONE. Your lodge
will be asked if it will want and use all the printed matter, cov-
ering the first of the events, namely the Fourth of July picnic.

The letter will require an unconditional ‘“yes” or “no” and
the reply must be mailed to me without delay. The letter will
contain a card or envelope addressed to me. The questions asked
should be answered and all your secretary has to do is to put it
in the nearest mail box.

From the response, the board will determine the future course
of this campaign. We must know definitely whether or not the
plan is one that you will help us carry out.

So, when this letter is up for discussion in your lodge, make
it a point to be present and express your views so that the of-
ficers in your lodge will know without a question of a doubt how
much cooperation they will receive in trying to put this member-
ship campaign over.

The answer to the membership campaign rests with you.
Let us know whether or not we can count upon your support.

. We, the members of Denmark
Loc.lge No. 37 in Bridgeport, Conn.
peheve that propaganda can be used’
in such a manner, that by present-
g our views on -certain subjects
apd then inviting criticism of thosé
views, they may be of benefit to the
Danish Brotherhood in America as a
whole.

_ With this idea in mind, Denmark
Lodge No. 37 has appointed a “Prop-
aganda Committee” to meet and pre-
pare articles to be printed in our
Brotherhood paper under the title of
“The Good of the Order” as outlined
by our supreme officers in the Octo-
ber, 1939, issue of our paper.

The committee of five members
has met for the first time and has de-
cided to have a round-table discus-
sion of each topic. The secretary of
the committee will take notes of the
discussion and then formulate a let-
ter or article on the topic, so that it
may be discussed and revised at the
next meeting of the committee, so that
the views expressed are the views of
the entire committee and not one
man’s opinions. - With this in mind
it was decided to send in this fore-
word of the committee’s aim. We
hope that other lodges will follow in
our footsteps and appoint committees
of their own, so that we can really
have discussions of true value.

In an organization such as the Dan-
ish Brotherhood, we must work under
the principle that the majority rules
and the minority must abide by any
decision made by the majority. This
does not prevent the minority from
working for whatever they think is
right, and presenting their ideas be-
fore the majority, and at some future
time presenting them as motions to
be voted on.

We believe that there are many
things that can be discussed openly
in our paper for “The Good of the
Order,” and it was with this in-mind
that our Propaganda committee was
appointed. Every four years the
members of the Brotherhood wake
up to the fact that we will soon
have a convention, and all sorts of
ideas and motions spring up, many
without proper thought. We believe
that the years between the conven-
tions is the proper time to present
‘our veiws and offer them for discus-
sion, so that we are fully acquainted
with them by the time the conven-
tion meets.

We intend to present articles to
the paper from time to time and
hope that the brothers will read
them in the same spirit in which they
are written, namely, for a bigger and
better Brotherhood, and so that when
Supreme President John Hansen
declares the convention closed in
Minneapolis in 1943, the delegates
can go home and report to their
lodges that something really was ac-
complished at the convention. Be-
fore the convention held last year
in Chicago, we all heard and read
that it would be the most important
convention in the history of the
Brotherhood.
