Anyone not knowing the roving nature o! the foreign Yachtsman will he inclined todoubt the practicability of asummer cruise to far off Danish waters, especially if
his own travels have only taken him across the North Sea in large, comfortable and
well appointed passenger ships. Hut those who have once caught the spirit that aniinate.s
the man who goes cruising in small ships and longs for tlie great open spaces and
what l ies behind them wi l l unders tand.

The North Sea has been crossed often, but not often enough, by large and small
yachts, in sail or sleam, from tiny cabin cruiser,s of from three tons, to well found

luxury yachts, and yachting litcialure abounds willi descriptions of succestully carried
out cruises by foreign yachtsmen to Danish waters and beyond. And indeed,' in these
veoturesome times of ours when yachtsmen go down to the sea in little sliips and circle
the globe, sometimes single-handed, like Voss, Slocum and Gerbault, the heaving moody
swells of the Nortli Sea, wlien judiciously navigated, offer the foreign vachtsman 'vith
limited holidays and alimited purse aunique opportunity to prove himself and his
craft. Hy crossing where the seas are narrow he can then pursue his winding way, coast¬wise and by the Kiel Canal, to the Baltic, and onwards to the tideless seas of the island
king om of Deninark. Here, indeed, is the yachtman’s Mecca. In early summer with
its shimmering light, when days are long and the nights are only nights in name, the
Danish waters are at their best. Studded with islands that seem to clamour for e.vpiora-
tion, indented with fjords leading to peaceful little towns, intersected by sounds and belts,
the Danish Seas provide anovel and very attractive cruising ground for tlic yachtsman

When entering the Danish waters from the Baltic
there is as often as not afavourable current imming northwards. .Although it may oc-
casionalh-, in the narrow straits, reach aspeed of 3—iknots, it is generallv far slower
and need only be considered as one of the ordinary factors to be reckoned with when
the yachtsman comes to solve the delightful jigsaw puzzle that makes up asailonuan’s
life. Other factors are the generally sandy shoals and the comparatively shallow watei-s
near the coasts , bu t these are e ffic ieu t l i ' marked by buoys and . .b rooms- , and when t l ie
peculiarl3' Danish sj’stein of marking is once grasped it will be found quite easy, both to
navigate in shoal water and to enter the man^- fjords that offer such delightful e.’C-
ploring grounds as are to be found aiu’where.

Otherwise it is plain sailing both through the deep waterway’s between tlie islands
and in Kattegat itself. \glance at the Chart will disclose the position of the main
Danish Sea, the Kattegat, which is bordered on the one side by .lutland and on the
other by the largest of the Danish islands, I'unen and Zealand, and further to the east,
by the coast of Sweden. Unless one particularly delights in night sailing, to which tlicre
can be no objection whatsoever on nautical grounds, there is no need for it.
Cosy little harbours and sheltered anchorages are to be found everj-wliere within a
day’s or even within afew hour’s eas\' sailing. But the Danish summer nights are often
fine and have such acharm of their own that the temptation to make full use of the
gentle nightbreezes is sometimes quite irresistible.

In fact and fancy, there can be no more delightful experience for ayachtsman than
to pass awarm summer night amongst the Danish islands. Wafts of fragrant scents
from wood and meadow mingle with the salty ozone-laden air of the sea. Lighthouses,
distant and near, flash their poignant messages, and sometimes tell you in unmistakable
language of your whereabouts as come within the orbit of their multicoloured rays. In
places the sea is alive with fishing boats. The chug-chug of their paraffin driven inotors
is heard from afar, and sometimes when y-ou come too near to feel quite comfortable,
their lights, all of asudden, seem to shoot at you with incredible speed and from all
directions, much like taxicabs at night in abusy' sejuare; they seem to perform the
craziest antics when shooting their nets, and just as you feel that only amiracle can
save you from inglorious death by' collision, they’ sort themselves out and leave you,
alittle breathless, with traces of perspiration on your brow. Peace again reigns in
your cockpit and the short summer night enfolds you anew in its cloak of friendly
silence, interrupted only and at times intensified by the little sounds of the moving
boat and the ripples of the sea. It only seems such ashort while before the dawn is
heralded. The stars begin to pale and the appearance of the land, which has been
strangely deceptive in the hours of darkness, and has filled you with vague misgivings,
now begins to take shape, serenely and with well defined contours. The faintest of
chills creeps across the waters, the shrill cry of aseabird and an eerie feeling of absolute
solitude makes you shudder alittle and long for the warmth of the cabin, asinging
kettle and the company of your lellowmeii.

But the foreign yachtsman in Danish waters will not want to loiter, and there is
much to do and not overmuch lime to do it iu. Without exactly lidding abrief for
the strict adherance to any' cut and dried plan it is nervcrtlieless advisable to liave
some sort of an idea of what y'ou want to do; for Denmark literallv is jue.shauslihle
in Its possibilities for awell spent yachting liolldav.

There is Copenhagen, the beautiful capital, willi its Iiospilable yachlclubs, of which
tJie Royal Danish Aacht Club and the Copenhagen Amateur Sailing Club are the most
prominent Here, as is the case with the many provincial yaclitelubs, the foreign yachts¬
man will be sure of that kind hospitality and helpfulness which comes so naturally to
tle yachting fraternity. As acity Copenhagen has more to offer than can easily be
imagined; It is vibrating with life and gaiety, it lias art and artistry’, charm, dignity
and abandon. Its many beautiful towers preside over abustling community of people
", sight of the essentials of life but always seem to find time for the
pleasant inessentials as well. From the yachtsman’s point of view Copenhagen must be
experienced rather than explained. Its very approaches wliet the desire for closer
acquaintance. Sailing along the sound the coast of Zealand presents an unforgettable
picture of p l̂easant, peaceful harmony in colour and composition. The wliole strip of

Yachting in
Denmark is not merely arich man’s pastime, it is almost anational sport enjoyed by
p e o p l e o l a l l c l a s s e s a n d a l l v o c a t i o n s , a n d a p o w e r f u l l e a v e n i n g f o r g o o d a n d t r u e
sportmanship. The beautiful little mermaid who watches over the domains of the Copen¬
hagen Yacht Clubs is not only afigure out of Hans Andersen’s tales but she is asymbol
of the sea and i ts a l lurement , and a joy forever to every t rue sai lor hear t .

What wonder, therefore, if Copenhagen, and indeed all Denmark, has asoft spot for
the visiting foreign j'achtsinau? Me can choose his pick, and Denmark will ])rovidc
m o s t o f h i s w a n t s .

Tlien there are the islands of the Danish Archipelago, hundreds of them, and many
<iuile uninhabiled save by the wild creatures who have found asanctuary tliere. Take
the small Islands to the northeast of Samso in Kattegat, Vejro, Liudholm and Kyholm,
they are called. Each provide sheltered anchorages and each is an e.vperience in itself.
●On Vejrn something very like aSouth Down dew pond is found in the middle of the island,
surrounded by dense thickets. Kyholm, now descried and overgrown, is aliny island
that was once the fortified outpost against foreign invaders, and later the quarantine
s ta t i on and bu r ia l g round fo r t he p lague s t r i cken . Na tu re l i as s ince se t t o work and
eliminated all traces of war and pestilence liy spreading down acarpet of her own
wonderful weaving, and Kyholm is now the most wondrous little island wliich anybody
would like to call his own, if even for auiglit and aday. It is yours for that period
if you will, only, you must first proceed to the little harbour of Langor, amile or so
nway, and ask permission from the local inspector to take temporary possession of
this and the other treasure islands in the beautiful Stavnsfjord, where some of the
rarest specimens of the Danish fauna and flora are to be found. But be sure to ask at
the same time on which of the islands the angry old bull now has his lair.

On the other side ol Samso, between it and the mainland of Jutland, is another
island with aspecial appeal to the cruising man. Tuiuj it is called. Along narrow stone
reef is projected from this lovely little island, but tlie surging and breaking of the sea
makes the submerged part clearly visible. Coming from Ihc northeast the entrance to
the snug little harbour is found shortly after rounding the reef. Tiino is inhabited, but
does not suffer on this accoimt. Passing tlirougli the (luaiut village street with its low,
half timbered houses there is suuuy solitude awaiting vou amidst an idvll of sucli
peacefulness that later on, in times of stress, the very thought of it is balm’to the soul.

Hut these glimpses of the islands arc only aforetaste of what the rest of the Danish
Archipelago has in store for you.

Though it is difficult for asailor not to become obsessed bv islands, there arc
many other places with aperfectly good claim to vour attention. There are the great
inland waterways of the Isseljord and the Limfjord‘which cut deeply into Zealand and
Jutland. They are not unlike the Norfolk Broads, and this is parlicuFarlv the case with
the Lssefjord which, changing into the Roskilde and Holba?k Fjords, takes
very heart of Zealand. Sometimes you sail over lakelike expanses of untroubled sea, and
sometimes j'ou meander in narrow, riverlike waters, almost brushing the grassv slopesunder the towering beeches. He must be avciw restless man who can refra'in from
tying up Ills boat amongst the woods that border Boskilde Fjord

All along these Danish Broads there are little towns like FredcriksvrPi-k, Frederiks-
suiul, Roskilde and Holbzek, each ahaven of refuge and good to know.

Cruising down the coast of Jutland awhole series of remarkable fjords, bavs and
inlets, leading to the towns that give them name, and leading the seafarer‘'to the
realisation of many of his most treasured dreams, await his enterprise according to

rorder from the North there is Hobro, Manager, Randers,
peltoft Aarhus, Horsens, Veile, Frcdericia Kolding. Haderslev, Aabenraa and, at the
beautiful AIs Sound, the town of Sanderborg. They all have their special attractions
ami they offer such aliospitality as becomes an uugriidgiug host. Largest among them
is Aarhus. From the liand of nature this city is haudsomelv endowed with all that goes
to loake aperfect yachting centre. It is easy of acces aiid lhe port caters uncomuiouly
Nvell for the needs of yachtsmen. Here, too, is the King’s summer residence, the Marse-isborg Castle. King Christian liimself is the first vachtsman in Denmark and sailing is

of blissful harmony of which one is aware when regarding the landscape or speaking
to the people.

On this happy isle man works and plays with many things. He has rational agri¬
culture, scientific engineering, and aschool of modern painting.

When nearing the many little seaside towns it becomes quite evident that small
boatsailing is not the least of the accomplishments of modern Danish youth. You see white
sails run to and fro over the blue waters, and in the little straits between Kouen and
the smaller islands, like F.xna, j-ou watcli the most curious mameuvres being e.xecutcd.
Here the waters are very deep, and more chain is needed for anchoring than is
usually possessed by the average small yacht. Also there runs afast currant which
makes' short work of any attempt to run aboat up in the wind, and fish with your
anchor for aseemingly non existent holding ground. So if you are in asmall yaclit
there is nothing but to emulate the local sailing men: choose alikely looking
landing place and sail j'our boat straight in as though you intended to ram one of the
big beech trees growing down the steep slopes right to the water’s edge which, indeed,
is what you ought to do! It looks terribly dangerous until you find the speed of your
boat suddenly arrested by the agency of asoft mud bank which grips your keel gently
but firmly, leaving no more space between the stem of your boat and the shore than
can easily be negotiated by animble sailor; and prompK' the deed is done, and you
can now fi.x your mooring rope round the trunk of one of the firmly rooted beeclies
and be quite sure that your boat is as safe as in her home moorings. The get away is
an easy matter. Alittle pushing and shoving, and you simply slide off the loose mud
into deep water.

On Funen the principal cit3' is Odense on the Odense Fjord which narrows into a
very picturesque canal before the towm is reached.

Svendborg, on the south coast, is aptly described in abeautifully illustrated booklet,
written in English, to which the British Minister in Copenhagen, Sir Thomas Hohlcr,
has written an introduction. ’’The Cruiser ’s Paradise*', i t is called and it can be obtained
by writing to the Svendborg Turistforening. In it full particulars are to be found about
this wonderful sailing district where the waters are sheltered and everything seems as
though particularly arranged for the sport of yachting.

The cruising man who is also interested in fishing will find plentj' of sport. Big
game fish like the tunny is frequently caught, particularly off Zealand's Odde wliere
the little harbour called Odden Havn affords asplendid base for operations. —Apart
from the tunny wliich is hardly of interest as far ns your boat’s larder is concerned
the sea is fullj' capable of supplj'ing afreshly caught meal. Sea angling, in asmall way
is, in fact, both adiversion and an independent source of supply. Agood bait which
can be obhilned in most places is lugworm or mu.ssel, but failing that abit of awhite
or red rag on ahook trailing in the wake of the boat will generally, if the speed does
not exceed 3-4 knots, catch mackerel.

Before embarking on acruise in Danish waters it will be wise to communicate with
the secretary of one of the Copenhagen Yacht Clubs.

The Ro\'al Yacht Club has its beautifully built clubhouse at the Langelinie, Copen¬
hagen. Sailing directions in English arc available together with much other usefull and,
indeed, indispensable information.

Tlie Copenhagen Amateur Sailing Club has its own clubship, the old Brig ”T]alfe‘‘
which is moored outside Langelinie.

In both clubs, as has already been stated, the foreign j'aclitsman will l)e sure of
that hearty hospitalitj’’ which is one of the special attributes of all followers of the sea.
When, in time, he returns to his owm shores, after having completed his cruise in
Danish waters, he will perhaps, in acontemplative mood, take stock of his experiences
and find that it is good sometimes to go beyond the beaten track. There may be little
left in the world to discover from apurely geographical point of view, but, all the
same, are we not all explorers at heart?

The paramount event was the official opening of the Archives the 3rd

of July; amongst those present were the Danish Premier, Mr. Th. Stanniny,
and the American Minister to Denmark, Mr. F. B. Coleman, Dr. J. Chr. Bay,
Chicago, Redakfer Roger Nielsen, Copenhagen, Dr. Max Henins and rej)resen-
tatives for most of the leading American and Danish newspapers, and many
prominent men from both sides of the Atlantic.

In the past year the whole building has been thoroughly repaired from
spire to basement, acentralheat plant has been installed, and rows of book¬
shelves put up to accommodate the ever increasing flow of incoming material
for the Archives and the Library.

Our collections contain now around 5500 volumes and pamphlets, and
200 library-boxes filled with manuscripts, collections of letters, newspaper-
clippings, etc., etc. Very seldom aweek goes by without some material is
coming in.

The Kn ighs o l , , the Sword“ in t roduced,
into Linovia by Albert III, Bishol of Riga, being in 1219 hard pressed by the heathen
Estonians sougth the aid ol Waldemar II, King ol Denmark, but in the ensuing battle,
being on the point ol yilding to the onslaugth of the combined Russians and Estonians,
suddenly ared flag bearing awhite cross, appeared in the heavens and so received their
courage that, rallying, they finally vanquished the enemy.
