SOREN KIERKEGAARD,
THE DANISH
PHILOSOPHER

In order to be able to understand the
human side of Soren Kierkegaard, known
as the father of existentialism, one must
know a little about the period in which he
was born. He was born in 1813, the same
year bankruptey took over in Denmark,
following six years of hopeless war with
Britain as a forced ally of Napoleon. The
period following the war and bankruptcy
were the poorest in Danish history and it
was these years that provided the setting
for Kierkegaard’s life.

In such a setting a man of feeling can
react in one of two ways: he can acquience
or he can rebel. Kierkegaard acquieced,
and turned from the affairs of the world.
One might say that it’s not right for a man
to turn away from political problems but it
should be noted that a man named Karl
Marx, who stepped into politics, was
writing his communist manifesto at
exactly the same time Kierkegaard was
writing “The Works of Love,” his religious
manifesto.

Kierkegaard's life was uneventful but to
the ethical and religious personality it is
not events which matter. He experiences
and is moulded by the few events, and
makes an indelible impression by his per-
sonality on those whom he comes in
contact with. Two of the people whom
Kierkegaard came into special and vital
contact with were his father, who made
him a believer; and Regina, the girl to
whom he became engaged, who made him
a poet.

Peter Michael Kierkegaard, Soren’s
father, was a well known figure, and his
house was the meeting place of some of
the City’s intellectuals; for though he had
no formal education, he was able, thanks
to his keen mind combined with a lively
imagination, to debate on equal terms
Page 4

with university men. His son inherited his
father’s logical mind and imagination, as
well as a deep and inveterate melancholy.
As a general rule, they would argue and
converse like two good wits. Why? The
father had aimed at bringing the child up

as a thinker, a writer, an ethical man and
most important a Christian.

What it was that his father did, no one
can be sure of, but certainly, however, the
revelation was a mental shock to the son,
shaking-his former, absolute confidence in
his father. More than that, his whole
moral outlook was affected and he plunged
into a period of dissipation, in which he
completely neglected his theological
studies at the University. However, he
had acquired from his father a religiosity
which he never lost. When his father died,

the event stimulated Soren to pull himself

together. He saw that he had been wrong
and felt he owed it to his father to keep his
promise and pass his examinations. This
he did in the course of the following two
years.

At the same time he became engaged to
a 16-year-old girl of the Copenhagen upper
classes, named Regina Olsen, whom he
had known and been attracted to for a
year or more. Scarcely, however, had the
engagement taken place when Kierke-
gaard realized in short that he could not
overcome . his melancholy and he felt
unable to confide in the girl what he
believed to be the cause. The figure of his
father barred the way; and the tradegy of
the family curse was a thing that could not
be revealed. Two months later he had

made up his mind that he would not be

justified in attaching this light-hearted
girl to himself. To save Regina’s face he
decided to take all the blame on himself,
and in such a way it would be apparent to
everyone that it was she who had broken
off the engagement, and could hardly do
otherwise. Two weeks after he broke off
with Regina, he travelled to Berlin, and
took up writing. It came over him like a
torrent driving him ceaselessly on during
the next ten years — the most
concentrated period of output ever
displayed by a Danish author, and surely
one of the most compact in world litera-
ture.

During this period he published his
longest and one of his best known works.
It is significantly entitled “Either/Or”;
and it leads straight into the world of
Kierkegaard’s thoughts. It is his meaning
to force the reader into making a decision.
He must decide how he wants to live out
his life, instead of simply passively
drifting down the river of life. Hopefully
when one reviews these outstanding
characteristics of Kierkegaard's life they
can better understand why this man was a
supreme individualist, bent at all times on
isolating the individual with his responsi-
bility.

Kierkegaard employed a crystal-clear
dialectic which can very well be
transplanted to other languages. Because
of this, his works will remain, and his
meaning can never be in doubt; using the
subtlest weapons of logic and philosophy,
he achieved the feat of demonstrating the
impotence of logic and philosophy to face
the supreme problems of existence.

Glance Back

~and -
Look Ahead

(Concludeq)

Can we now turn and look ahead? Yes,
we can and we should. I personally think
we have no right to try a forecasting of the
future for American Danes, nor do I see
much sense in seeking a specific future for
the Brotherhood and the culture itself if
we fail to understand and accept some
basic facts about ourselves and about the
states, provinces, islands and territories
that are America.

First: We Americans are the most
mobile, the most ambitious, the most
restive people on Earth. We are not yet
truly a nation. We are still one large
amalgamation of humans.

Second: We are the only large country
in the world whose peoples do not stem
from just one or a few ethnic sources. We
are from many, many cultures. We never
were a “melting pot.” We are a meeting
place. Perhaps the biggest and maybe
even the best one. We are United
certainly, but unified? No!

We are tribes, councils, assemblies,
federations, societies, conferences, con-
gresses, leagues, synods and brother-
hoods. We are senior citizens, we are the
new Left and the new Right. We are
blaclgs. We are a hundred minorities! We
are liberated women, we are stirring and
stirred up college kids. We are Knights
and we are Shriners. We are many, many
other things, yet aren’t we all seeming to
seek our identity? Are we not, seemingly,
seeking and wanting a way out — rather
than finding the way In — and Together?

Now, if this sounds like sermonizing and
moralizing to you, you are going to read
wrong what I next write. Either that, or I
am writing poorly and badly. Maybe I can
come across more clearly if I try to
recollect the meaning and properly
paraphrase the words of Chester Graham
as he spoke to a group of youngsters years
ago at Ashland People’s College (a folk
school in the thirties, near Grant,
Michigan). I don’t believe Chet is a Dane
and I understand he is now back in
Muskegon, Michigan. Listen to what he
Page 12

tried to say: “We Americans are Scot,
Finn, Bahamian, Slav, Aleut, Dane and
Welshman. We, are Swedes, Germans,
Africans, Irishmen and Jews. We are
Polynesians, Chinese and Japanese. We
are Red Indians and Asians. We are Pole,
Greek, Latin and Frenchmen.”

“We are in 3,000 different churches and
temples, we are in more than 20,000
different organizations.” Now Mr. Graham
was no fatalist and no pessimist. He would
rather have been run over and cut up by
the sharpest sod-busting John Deere,
harrow and dise, than to be labelled a
cynic. Critic? Yes. Thinker? Yes. Dissent-
er? Again, yes.

He continued: “We are not really
Americans. We are just American citizens

payers and voters (though, sadly, here, by
a ratio of two to one)”

“We profess to be Americans and we
honestly })elieve ourselves Americans. In
war and in peace we would and could ‘up
ang lick anyone who says different.’ "

No,” he went on, “we are a combined
bunch of people, a combination of many
cultures. This isn't necessarily bad — in
fact it's probably all to the good — but as I
see it, we will be many decades if not a
century getting to be truly an American
People.”

Then this crusader and pragmatist
came to th.e point (and I too, finally come
to the point of this long story) “Your
heritage, your root-stock, your parents
and grandparents’ culture is the most
important thing in your possession —
second perhaps only to the success-victory
of the Revolutionary War, the Declaration
of Independence, and the Bill of Rights!”

“Danes — all the Scandinavians for that
matter — are pretty damn good people
generally. Their contributions to the
building of America are well known and
fully recognized, but many other kinds
and colors of people had so much to do
with this country’s power and greatness.”
No one place of origin did any more for
Freedom than the rest. etc. ete.

There was much more of course. Even
though Dr. Graham was not born Danish,
he was possessed with the talents of both
organizational skill and prophecy. He
correctly foresaw great growth and
broadening for both the USA and Canada,
and I would bet a solid gold statuette of
King Canute that he also foresaw great
wars and great upheavals ahead for a
world and country moving onward in the
20th century’s years to come.

More to come — more to do — more to

DB Board Announces
18th Consecutive Refund

A very tangible benefit of your membership in the
Danish Brotherhood makes itself known this month as
the National Board of Officers announces the 18th
consecutive refund of gains and savings to insured
members of our fraternity. .

The refund will be applied this year to all benefit
certificates on the anniversary date of each certificate.
All certificates which have been in force for three full
years including fully paid-up certificates, except those
carried on extended term insurance and ‘‘term to age
16,'" will share in the 1974 refund.

Members have the same options for receiving or
applying the refunds that they have had in the past.
These options are as follows:

1. They may be used to buy additional paid-up
insurance. This means that there will be no monthly
assessments to be paid on this additional insurance
which the dividend will buy. This additional insurance
will be payable at the same time and under the same
conditions as the original certificate. This additional
“’paid-up’’ insurance is allowed regardless of the age,
occupation and state of health of the member and, as
mentioned, no additional payments of assessments on
account of this additional insurance are required of the
member.

2. They may be left on deposit with the Brotherhood to
accumulate at interest, compounded at a rate to be
determined by the board.

3. They may be withdrawn at their cash value on the
anniversary date of the certificate, the month of issue, or
effective date of issue. (Consult your benefit certificate.)

Each member is permitted to choose either of the
mentioned optional uses of his refund.

If a member exercises no choice, his dividend will
automatically be used to buy additional ‘‘paid-up’’
insurance to which he will be entitled.

In all such choices the member need not do anything at
all. The insurance will automatically be added to his
present amount of insurance on the records at the home
office. However, any member can receive payment of
the cash value on the paid-up additions, or payment of
the refunds on deposit, whenever he wishes to do so by
making a written request to be sent to the home office.

Your officers believe that the members will welcome
the opportunity to use the refund to purchase ad:itional
Insurance, fully paid-up, without the necessity of iving
evidence of insurability and regardless of age and state
of health and without the payment of monthly
assessments on the additional paid-up portion. In the
interest of the member, this is the use of the dividend
which your officers recommend.

. While the amount of insurance thus purchased t:r one
dmde_nd payment is relatively small, if the dividends are
used in this fashion repeatedly, the total amount of
additional insurance will be sugstam‘ia| in time.

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Your November magazine was very
interesting to me. Especially the Grund-
vig and “Glance Back and Look Ahead”
articles. About 10 years ago I started
writing a book about the experiences and
stories of the old Rosendahl family which
runs through my family tree. Do you
suppose your readers might give me some
information about my ancestors, the
Rosendahls, through your magazine?
They seem to have originated in Middle
Jutland and neighboring cities and
countries about the Olgod area. Might
they also tell about their families
experiences just as author Rasmussen has
done in “Glance Back”?

My father was born July 4, 1870 in
Jutland and came to America in 1888. My
grandfather Nels Peter Hans Madsen was
born June 3, 1844, in Rosendahl Aadum
Sogn. He had five sons — Nels, Peter,
Mads, Christian (my father), Hans and
Thomas. Also two daughters, Anna and
Dora. He had several brothers who called

themselves Rosendahl, Madsen, Nielsen,
and Christensen (who went to sea and was
never heard from again). The Rosendahl
brother was probably Hans Rosendahl
(1839-1921). He was a folk school principal
and active in the Grundvig persuasion era.
In 1867 he established the Vingling Folk
School near Vejle. He was also principal of
the Grundvig folk school in Lyngby.

My father has a cousin named Nielsen
Rosendahl, a Methodist minister in
Denmark. He was active in the Scandina-
vian Seminar (1950-1960). He -came to
Racine, Wisconsin to visit my father in the
late 40’s, I believe.

In the mid 1920’s I organized the
Danish-American cycle club in Chicago. In
one of those clubs we had a nice young
fellow named Rasmussen. Would your
columnist Paul A. Rasmussen know of
him?
