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DANISH FOREIGN EXCHANGE

STUDENT GIVES VIEW'S OF LIFE
I N U . S . A .

Copenhagen

Franz Etzerodt is aDanish foreign
exchange student attending high school at
Thomas Jefferson High in Council Bluffs,
Iowa. He came to the U.S. under the
auspices of the A.F.S. Student Exchange
Program in late August, 1973, and will
return to Denmark after the school term
in June, 1974.

Franz is a19-year old senior —atall,
brown haired, blue-grey eyed, handsome,
rather reserved young man. He seldom
smiles, but the twinkle in his eye belies an
altogether serious attitude. This writer
was impressed with his humanitarian
attitude and obvious pride in his native

of American foods such as hot dogs, etc.,
he told me, almost apologetically, that
Denmark had better. After tasting
various Danish sausage, Iwould have to
agree with him.

Franz volunteered that his family was
“very big” for aDanish family, which led
m e t o a s k i f t h e r e w a s a p o p u l a t i o n
p r o b l e m i n D e n m a r k . H e s a i d , “ O u r
population growth is very, very little. I
don’t know exactly how much it is, but it’s
v e r y , v e r y s m a l l . B i r t h c o n t r o l i s
widespread —it’s supported by the
government with free clinics, and so on,
and has been for along time.”

Naturally, Iasked him what differences
he noticed particularly between Denmark
a n d t h e U . S .

“Wel l , the so-ca l led ‘ f reedom’ here , ” he
m u s e d . “ A t h o m e i t ’ s a d i f f e r e n t k i n d o f

freedom, adisciplined personal freedom.

There is very much left up to the
individual to handle. The laws there are
more for not bothering somebody else. We
do not have as many restrictive laws, I
don’t believe, as you. And Ithink that, at
home, not from disinterest, but from old
custom, people do not really ‘put their
noses in other people’s business’ as they
d o h e r e . ”

I

“And, Idon’t know how much it is here,
since I’ve only seen part of your country,
but Isee that here there is avery big gap
between the so-called ‘respectable people’
and the rest. .and it’s just too big.”

Iwas alittle unsure of Franz’s meaning,
so Iattempted to clarify it further by
asking, “In other words, too big a
difference between the rich and the very
poor?”

c o u n t r y .
Franz comes from alarge (by Danish

standards) family. He has three brothers
and four sisters. His father, Ejvind, has
been in the dairy industry, does some
construction work and is also working on
the restoration of an old church. He was
also running for alocal government office
in Franz’s home town of Kalundborg on
the island of Zealland when Ispoke with
Franz. Franz is majoring in political
science and his interest in that field might
have been sparked by his father.

Franz’s mother, Karen Elizabeth, is a
busy housewife and mother, but Franz did

that the atmosphere around then-
house was much more relaxed than what
he has observed of American family life.
He also confided that she is agood cook
(what Danish woman isn’t?) and that he
really missed the native smorebrOd
unavailable outside Denmark. The open-
faced sandwiches and, he guessed,

his favorite Danish

“Not even that,” Franz replied, “just
between the respectable bourgeoisie and
the poor. Any social help to people —
that’s already taken care of in Denmark.
There are institutes for helping say the
old people. ..and medical care, $6 to $8 a
month pays for any and all medical
expenses. Even if you’re in the hospital for
half ayear, everything is paid for.”

Ithink that Franz compares our welfare
system rather unfavorably with Den¬
mark’s, and when Iasked if he didn’t think
our “welfare lag” was due to the fact that
we are ayoung count ry, compared to
Denmark, he said, “Perhaps, but it’s also
the idea that in the U.S. every man seeks
for himself. Imean, that’s one of the basics
here. Every man is to himself.”

Franz hasn’t really been in our country
long enough to know about our various
social agencies, both government funded
and privately funded and our self-help
programs, etc., but I’m sorry that he
somehow got the impression that we are
an unfeeling, self-seeking people.

Ihad to ask Franz what he though of the
current craze of “streaking.”

He thought aminute, then said, “I don’t
iknow. I’m not sure they would do it at

home, because it’s alittle too ‘popular’ and
there’s too much of this crowd idea. Like if

iyou can just get enough people excited,
then you can get them to do anything. But,
well, in Denmark we just don’t have many
student demonstrations, at least not the

III kind where anyone would get hurt, or the
1*1 police would drag anyone in. Like at Kent
pState —it was an accident. I’m sure, but it

was atragic accident and it shouldn t
)ljl happen. For one thing, the police officers

don’t carry guns at home. That’s very
ygood, Ithink, because carrying guns isactually aprovocation to the people.

Are there gun laws in Denmark?
“Oh, it’s almost impossible to buy agun

in Denmark," said Franz. “You can buy
them underground on the docks in
Copenhagen, but they’re very hard to get.
In fact, two years ago they passed a
stricter gun law, and they declared an
Amnesty Month where anyone who had

n; weapons, like alot of people had them
fl)' from World War II, could go and turn

them in and no quesitons asked.

When Iasked Franz what he thought
abou t d rugs and i f t he re was ad rug
problem in Denmark, he replied, “I would
like to know more about drugs —what
they can do to you. Ibelieve the use of
drugs is much more over here. At home,
when drugs are used, it’s almost always
hashish.” He then volunteered, “There is a
lot more drinking in Denmark. Lots of
people are almost taught to drink. ..it’s
something you get at your lunch table
from the time you are small —beer.”

Is there an alcoholism problem in
D e n m a r k ?

“I wouldn’t say so —people are not
drunks. They drink when they eat, and
m u c h s l o w e r. T h e y d r i n k m o r e t h a n
maybe alot of people. We are second to
France in the consumption of alcohol, per
capita, but Iwouldn’t say we have alarge
a m o u n t o f a l c o h o l i s m . ”

Franz said that only about one Dane in
five owns acar, but that almost everyone
has abicycle, and that the very small
motor bikes are becoming very popular.
He said that you could purchase the small
motor bikes when you are only 15, without
alicense, all you have to do is insure them
for $5.00 ayear. Gasoline costs about $1.50
per gallon in Denmark.

Franz would like to see Denmark “get a
little closer to our Scandinavian brothers
and sisters.” He also allowed that this
would require everyone shifting alittle,
politically.

Since that time the conference has met every two

years and has been active in giving attention to matters
that pertain to the background and heritage of Danes in
America. At its biennial meeting in the fall of 1972, the
conference took the lead in the observance of' the
centennial of the Danish Lutheran Church in America.

While the Danish Interest Conference has most of its
roots in the AELC and has atheological background that
is oriented toward the views of the Danish bishop, NF.S.
Grundtvig, it is by no means exclusively Grundtvigian
All who have an interest in the Danish-American heri¬
tage, or whatever orientation, are welcome to attend and
take part in the meetings.

F rom i t s incep t ion , the con fe rence has been
responsible for the publication of the bi-monthly and
bilingual paper, "Kirke og Folk." Actually, "Kirke og
F o l k " w a s e s t a b l i s h e d b y t h e A E L C a s i t s D a n i s h
language organ, but since the merger it has been carried
on by the conference as abilingual endeavor. Ably edited
by Dr. Johannes Knudsen, the paper had become aprime
medium for the dissemination of articles and items of
interest to those of aDanish-American background. The
paper knows no geographical, theological or ideological
barriers and subscriptions from all quarters
w e l c o m e .

One recent project of the conference was the publica¬
tion of arecording, in the English language, of
wel l -known t rans la t ions o f n ine teen Dan ish-Amer ican
hymns and songs. Called "A World ot Song," because the
numbers recorded were taken from the songbook of that
name, the recording was made by the Grand View
College singers. At this writing the supply of records is
v i r t u a l l y s o l d o u t .

The conference will meet again this summer at Grand
View College in Des Moines. The specific dates are June
28-30. The program this year centers on the Danish-
American heritage with particular emphasis on its
relevance to our own time. In atime of accelerating
interest in ethnic studies, the heritage and the contri¬
butions of the Danish immigrant deserve more than a
simply nostalgic considerat ion.
