Inflation and Your Life Insurance Planning
us beat inflation when our family needs it
t h e m o s t : w h e n w e d i e a n d o u r i n c o m e

stops. Only l i fe insurance can provide our
dependents with that protect ion.

But inflat ion erodes the purchasing
power o f l i f e i nsu rance do l l a r s j us t as i t
d o e s a l l o u r o t h e r d o l l a r s . C a r e f u l ,
c o n s i s t e n t p l a n n i n g t o k e e p o u r l i f e
insurance program in l ine with inflation has
t a k e n o n s p e c i a l s i g n i fi c a n c e i n r e c e n t
y e a r s .
L i fe Insurance and Financial Secur i ty : The
Buddy System

The problem is we buy life insurance to
take care of our financial security needs
and, dur ing per iods of inflat ion, our needs
can quickly slip beyond our life insurance
program’s ability to cover them.

To d a y, e v e n i f o u r p e r s o n a l c i r c u m ¬
s t a n c e s s t a y e x a c t l y t h e s a m e , a l i f e
i n s u r a n c e p l a n g e a r e d t o o u r c u r r e n t
fi n a n c i a l s e c u r i t y n e e d s c a n b e c o m e
obsolete just afew years later. And the
p r o c e s s o f b e c o m i n g u n d e r i n s u r e d i s
accelerated every time the cost of living
g o e s u p a n d w i t h e a c h i n c r e a s e i n o u r
salary or wages.

Our financial security needs and our life
insurance program are l i ke two swimmers
in alake. When life insurance first jumps in,
they’re both safely treading water near the
dock. But soon our financial security needs
begin to swim out into deep water. Our
needs soon are moving further and further
out into the lake, leaving our life insurance
behind, splashing around in one spot near
shore. That’s hardly what you’d call making
good use of the Buddy System, and it’s no
way to run alife insurance program these
days either.
W h a t t o D o ?

The first thing you should do is recognize
the relationship between l i fe insurance and
inflation, to understand the problem just
d e s c r i b e d a n d t o b e c o m e c o m m i t t e d t o
doing something about it.

The next step is to sit down with your
fraternal life insurance representative to
l o o k a t y o u r p r e s e n t fi n a n c i a l s e c u r i t y
needs. This will involve figuring your cash
and income needs based on today’s dollars,
and determining how they will be taken care
of by your existing life insurance and other
benefit programs, such as Social Security.
F o r t h o s e w h o h a v e n ’ t d o n e t h i s f o r s o m e

time, it can be an eye-opening exercise.
Take Mr. and Mrs. B, for example. Seven

years ago, Mr. Bearned $15,000 ayear. He
bought $75,000 of permanent and term life
insurance with the idea this would give his

surviving family five years of his income if
he died prematurely. (The American Council
of Li fe Insurance recommends, as arule of
t h u m b , a b r e a d w i n n e r s h o u l d h a v e l i f e
insurance equivalent to five years’ income.)
T h e B s r e a s o n e d i t w o u l d t a k e M r s . B a b o u t
t ha t l ong to re -en te r t he j ob marke t and
begin earning an adequate income. The life
i n s u r a n c e p r o c e e d s w i l l m a k e t h i s a
comfortable period of adjustment for the
f a m i l y.

But let’s say that Bhas gotten acost-of-
l i v i n g r a i s e i n d e x e d t o t h e i n fl a t i o n r a t e
e v e r y y e a r f o r s e v e n y e a r s . To d a y, h e ’ s
earning around $30,000, and, instead of
providing five years of income replacement
as planned, B’s l i fe insurance now covers
only two and one-half years.

Here, the combined effects of asteadily
increasing income and r ising cost of l iv ing
have turned the Bs’ life insurance plan into
adinosaur a lmost overn ight .
Mak ing Ad jus tmen ts

Yo u r f r a t e r n a l r e p r e s e n t a t i v e c a n h e l p
make sure that, in spite of inflation, your
family wi l l cont inue to have adequate
income even if you're not there to earn It
yoursel f . Inflat ion adjustments can be
made in several ways, but to Illustrate just
one simple approach, let’s go back to our
friends, Mr. and Mrs. B.

Mr. B's annual cost-of-living raises have
done areasonably good job of keeping the
family income up with inflation. But he
c o u l d h a v e d o n e t h e s a m e f o r h i s l i f e
insurance by planning to increase his
coverage every time he got an increase in
his salary. Those would have been the
times for Mr. and Mrs. Bto have met with
t h e i r f r a t e r n a l r e p r e s e n t a t i v e t o r e a f fi r m
the i r bas ic goa l , to rev iew the i r financ ia l
security needs, and to make the necessary
adjustments in their life insurance plan.
Just by increasing his coverage every year
at arate equal to his cost-of-living raise, B
would have had $150,000 of l i fe insurance
protection today. Enough to provide the five
years of income replacement in the event of
h i s p r e m a t u r e d e a t h , a s o r i g i n a l l y
i n t e n d e d .

H a d t h e B s d o n e t h i s , t h e i r f r a t e r n a l
r e p r e s e n t a t i v e c o u l d h a v e d e s i g n e d t h e
p l a n s o t h e p r e m i u m s f o r t h e i n fl a t i o n -
a d j u s t e d c o v e r a g e e a c h y e a r w o u l d fi t
comfortabiy into the family budget. So, not
only would th is approach have been
effective in terms of protecting the Bs’ life
insurance from inflation, it could have been
done In away the family could easily afford.

T h e l a t e s t w o r d f r o m t h e p e o p l e w h o
keep track of such things is that inflation
h a s c o o l e d o f f s e v e r a l d e g r e e s r e c e n t l y.
The overall rate in 1981 was 10.2%, but in
1 9 8 2 i t c a m e d o w n t o 3 . 9 % . Y o u c o u l d n ’ t

p r o v e t h a t b y m e , h o w e v e r. I d o n ’ t k n o w
a b o u t a n y o n e e l s e , b u t I h a v e n ’ t n o t i c e d
much o f a l e t - up i n p r i ces a t t he g roce ry
s t o r e a n d c e r t a i n l y m e d i c a l c o s t s a n d
natural gas costs cont inue to soar. No, in
s p i t e o f t h e g o o d n e w s f r o m t h e
e c o n o m i s t s , i n fl a t i o n i s s o m e t h i n g w e ’ r e
probably going to have to live with for some
time. This means that we’re going to have
to stay at our Inflation Battle Stations for a
while longer —not that such news is going
to come as much of ajolt to anybody.
B e s i d e s , w e ’ r e g e t t i n g p r e t t y g o o d a t i t :
b u y i n g o n l y w h a t w e n e e d , s h u n n i n g
personal credit left and right, and conserv¬
ing energy like nobody's business.

But as effect ive and necessary as such
measures are, they’re essential ly defensive
tact ics. The only offensive weapon each of
us has in the inflation fight is our income.
As long as we have an income, we at least
h a v e a p o t e n t i a l h e d g e a g a i n s t t h e r i s i n g
cost of living.

This fact makes it especially important to
have adequate l i fe insurance during a
period of long-term inflation. Life insurance
protects our income. You might say it lets

A m u s e u m f o r t h i s p u r p o s e I s n o t a n e w
thought. The first call was believed to have come
through the pages of the Danish language news¬
paper, Dannevirke, in 1898. The years that fol¬
lowed brought additional calls for action, inter¬
rupted by two world wars, the great depression,
the Korean conflict, the opening of the space
age, and Vietnam. Danish Americans played a
part in all of these events.

Still, no official action was taken to establish a
facility where collected information and artifacts
could turn family history from recollections into
arealistic picture of immigrant life.

Charged by the Danish American Heritage
Society, acommittee investigated the feasibility
of such anational museum project. After recom¬
mending the project, the original committee was
dissolved and anew committee was charged with
laying the foundation and to see development
through to completion.

Nine people presently serve on the committee
from the Danish American mainstream: Signe T,
Bets inger, (chai r ) . Univers i ty of Minnesota;
Norman Bansen, Dana College; Otto G. Hoi-
berg, Professor Emeritus, University of Ne¬
braska; Thorvald Hansen, Grand View College;
Harald R, Jensen, Professor Emeritus, Univer¬
sity of Minnesota; John Mark Nielsen. Dana

Co l l ege ; Dona ld K . Wa tk ins , Un i ve rs i t y o f
Kansas; Hans T. Nielsen, Honorary Consul for
Denmark, Denver; and Diane Doyle, Danish
Brotherhood in America. On February 12 the
Danish Immigrant Museum Committee met near
Elk Horn-Kimbal l ton, Iowa, to research the
possibility of locating the museum in the well-
k n o w n D a n i s h A m e r i c a n s e t t l e m e n t s .

E n t h u s i a s m f o r t h e D a n i s h I m m i g r a n t
Museum in this area was high and shown early by
literally hundreds of letters sent to Dr. Betsinger
a s c o m m i t t e e c h a i r m a n . T h e r u r a l c o m m u n i t i e s
had demonstrated their interest and pride in their
Danish heritage years earlier by atremendous
v o l u n t e e r e f f o r t t o s u c c e s s f u l l y b r i n g a n
a u t h e n t i c D a n i s h w i n d m i l l t o E l k H o r n . S i n c e

then many signs of developing an attractive
program had appeared , such as the Hans
Chr is t ian Andersen Park in Kimbal l ton, the
Danish Inn, Danish names for many streets and
businesses in the villages.

When the committee arrived in Elk Horn they
were greeted by Danish flags and signs bidding
“velkommen.” An impressive young man main¬
tained his post as “royal guard” outside Town
Hall throughout the afternoon. Members of the
E l k H o r n a n d K i m b a l l t o n c o m m u n i t i e s w e r e
assisted in making their bid for the museum by
the State of Iowa, through the Iowa Develop¬
ment Commission, the Cooperative Extensive
Service, and through the presence of Governor
and Mrs. Terry Branstad. Atruly remarkable
afternoon and evening were spent acquainting

the committee with the possibilities of Elk Horn
and K imba l l t on .

Ithen whip this mixture into
about acup of commercial mayonnaise and add sour cream if
a v a i l a b l e .

Vi cup green mayonnaise on lettuce
Shell the hard-cooked eggs and cut them length¬

wise.
Remove the yolks and mash them along with the

cod, mayonnaise, and lemon juice to asmooth
paste. Salt and pepper.

Stuff the eggs with the mixture and set on abed
of green mayonnaise and lettuce.

Garnish with more fresh herbs such as tarragon,
anise, chervil, and parsley.
