Charitable Giving
a n d t h e F r a t e r n a l F u n d

This month Iwant to cover, in brief, some of the exciting ways for our members to take part in fund
raising for our Fraternal Fund. In future months Iwill discuss these ideas in some detail. You may be pleas¬
antly surprised at some of the programs now available through the Fund, and you might find them interesting
enough to want to take part in them.

Americans, including Danes, of course, are very charitable minded, giving atotal, in recent years, in
excess of $100,000,000,000 annually to awide variety of charities. Our members, and our lodges, are no
exception. Fund raisers, grants, scholarships, community assistance programs, etc., are regular fare in most, if
not all, of our lodges. In addition, many or our members make regular individual gifts and also leave substan¬
tial amounts of money through their wills to various charities.

The U.S. Government, through its tax laws, encourages charitable gifts. It recognizes it cannot meet all of
tlie needs of the people, and it needs the help of foundations, churches, volunteer organizations, fraternal
societies, etc., and is willing to make tax benefits available for those who wish to give. President Bush talked
of volunteer efforts needed by the country in his “Thousand Points of Light” emphasis some time ago.
