The name o f Henr i k de Kau f fmann, Ambassador
to the United States frorri Denmark, is so well known
among our readers and people of both nat ions that
he needs no introduct ion. However, much of his l i fe
and accompl ishments a re no t so we l l known, so i t
should be interesting to all of us to learn more about
the greatest and most unassuming representative Den¬
m a r k h a s e v e r h a d a s i t s a m b a s s a d o r i n t h i s l a n d .

He was born August 26, 1888 in Frankfurt am
Main, Germany, the son of Aage Kauffmann, Count
Chaniberlain to the Danish King. His mother was
Mathilda, nee van Bernus. His father was son of
aDanish General who signed the treaty that lost
Schleswig and Holstein for the Danes in 1864.

As aboy, Henrik’s family traveled considerably
in France, Switzerland, Italy and Germany, but his
parents wanted him brought up as aDane and sent
him to Denmark for his schooling. He studied at the
university of Copenhagen, Oxford and Geneva and
was graduated in law at the University of Copen¬
hagen. He became proficient in several languages
and reads and speaks Chinese and Japanese.

After graduation he entered the Danish foreign
service and was appointed as Secretary in that serv¬
ice in 1911 to 1912 until he entered the Danish Guards
Regiment in 1912. In 1913 he was selected as Vice
Counsul in New York and served there until 1915
when he was transferred back to the Foreign Office
in Copenhagen as Secretary. Later he was sent to
Berlin as Secretary of the Legation, where he served
from 1916 to 1919. In 1920 he was Chief of Section
in the foreign office in Copenhagen until he
appointed Minister of Denmark to Italy, served ttcre
from 1921 to 1923. He again was transferred m1924
as Minister to China and Japan and in 1928 this POst
also included Siam. Then in 1932 he ^as chosen
as Minister to Norway, which position he °fnen-until 1939 when he was chosen as Minister of Den
