Under present law all aliens, with few e ;
who are in the United States on Januaryxiiftggéi
year must report their addresses by the end of
that month. Only the following classes of aliens are
excused from this requirement: (1) Accrediteq Diplo-
mats; (2) Persons accredited to certain international
organizations; and (3) Those admitted temporarily
as agricultural laborers. - :

Form 1-53 on which to make this report may be
obtained from any post office or immigration office
during the month of January.

The statute provides severe penalties for failure
to comply with this reporting requirement.

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Saga of the Tower

Miss Ida Johnson of Brooklyn, N. Y., a former
Dana student, once penned “A Tribute in Verse”
to Dana college. She described the tower, ever
pointing toward the heights, as “a perpetual paean
of praise, a tribute in prayer, a symbol of worship.”

When the chapter titles for SAGA OF THE
TOWER were selected, they were taken from the
lines of Miss Johnson’s tribute — phrases such as
“tower-crowned walls,” “Not with force, but with
faith,” ‘“endless vistas,” and others.

It was in 1884 that the newly formed Danish
Evangelical Lutheran Church Association in Amer-
ica appointed a committee to plan a seminary. The
history of the institution that grew out of their
efforts has been a dramatic and often turbulent one.
The early leaders at times carried on the work al-
most singlehanded, and as the crises of depression
and war threatened the existence of Dana college
and Trinity seminary in later years, men of vision
and faith struggled against great odds to enable
that work to continue.

SAGA OF THE TOWER tells the story of this
struggle in a style that is both scholarly and read-
able. It has captured the spirit and the drama of
Dana college and Trinity seminary through 75 years.

THE AUTHOR

William E. Christensen grew up in Columbus,
Nebr., and graduated from Columbus high school
in 1944. He served with the navy in World War II
and was later recalled to active duty during the
Korean War. He attended Midland college in Fre-
ment; Nebr., from which he received the BA degree,
and the University of Nebraska, where he earned
his master’s degree in history. X

While a student at Midland, he was elected na-
tional president of the Association of International
Relations clubs. In this capacity he spent a year
in New York city with a fellowship from the Car-
negie Endowment for International Peace. In the
spring of 1956 he taught in the history department
at Dana, filling the vacancy created by the death of
In 1957 he served as
Director of Public Relations at Dana. He has also
taught at Midland college.

Mr. Christensen has had close contact with a
community which figures prominently in this his-
tory — Elk Horn, Iowa, early site of the college
that merged with Trinity seminary at Blair in 1899
and became Dana college. For many years, Mr.
Christensen spent his summers with relatives in
Elk Horn.
