An American in Denmark
By VAL PETERSON

Former U. S. Ambassador to Denmark

The following interesting story on Denmark by
Val Peterson is taken from a recent issue of The
Danish Brotherhood News, official publication of
Lodge No. 4, Racine, Wisconsin.

Denmark was one of the first foreign lands I learned
about as a child. My father, born near Vejle, had joined
the stream of emigrants who during the 1890’s left Europe
to find new homes in America. But while he settled and
grew roots in Nebraska, he never forgot his native land.
He talked about it often and affectionately, describing to
us midwestern children the beauty of the Danish woods,
the lakes, the heather, the proud cliffs and sandy beaches,
and the towns nestling along the fjords. Not knowing any
of this from our own experience, we sometimes suspected
Father of exaggerating. We were wrong.

Following these early childhood days in Nebraska, I
have visited Denmark many times; and since 1957, I
have resided here as Ambassador of the United States. I
have toured the country from Gedser to Skagen, from
Ronne to Thule, by car, on bicycle, by airplane, ship and
helicopter. I have been on most of the inhabited islands,
including Bornholm, the Faroes and Greenland. From
what I have seen, experienced and learned, I know that

my father’s description contained no exaggeration. If °

anything, they were understatements.

Continental Denmark is less than one-fourth the size
of my home state of Nebraska, but I have never ceased
to marvel at the variety of beauty offered by this country.
Riding through the heath and the reclaimed lands, walk-
ing in the shady beech forests,- standing on a vantage
point overlooking Vejle Fjord, or climbing through the
ruins of Hammershus castle on Bornholm: Wherever one
goes in Denmark, there is a different cast to the land,
a different attraction, and it is all appealing.

Conscious of the Good Things

And what about the people? During my nearly three
years as Ambassador, I have met the people of Denmark
in much the same manner as I met the people of Ne-
braska when I was a public official there. I called on them
at home and at work, informally, as a keenly mteres_ted
visitor rather than as the representative of a foreign
government. I talked with workmen in plants and with
school children in classrooms, attended church services
in small villages and chatted with fishermen and house-
wives. Wherever I went, I met with open-hearted friend-
liness and gratifying frankness. I was thrilled with the
way a Jutland farmer looks one squarely in the eye with
all the pride of a free man, the fierce pride in land
ownership after centuries during which the small farmer
gradually gained his freedom. In fact, the native gracious:
ness and outgoing hospitality of the Danish people re-
minded me of nothing so much as of the Scandinavian-
Americans of my own home town of Oakland, Nebraska.

These are hardworking people, aware of the chal-
lenges posed by geographical limitations, and by the
numerical odds facing the citizens of a small nation who
seek to rise in their society. They are also conscious of
the good things in life, and they work with skill and de-
termination to attain them for themselves and their
families. There are few other places, indeed, where I
have seen so many instances of notable successes achieved
by self-made men within a single generation. These
men and women who started ‘“from scratch,” and who

found their places in business, industry, agriculture,
science or the professions through single-minded deter-
mination and with the application of native ingenuity
which is outstanding and which finds its expression in
many of the things for which Denmark is justly famous
throughout the world.

Hard work, yes, but not all work. The Dane likes to
relax. He enjoys good food, good drink, good theatre and
music, a hard-fought sports event, or a tranquil picnic on
a Sunday afternoon. Above all, he likes the company of
congenial people, the members of his close-knit family,
his neighbors and friends. He is gregarious and likes con-
versation. He likes to sing. And yet, while the good light
Danish beer is the country’s most popular beverage, in-
toxication is amazingly low. Laws covering driving “under
the influence” are among the toughest in the world. Ju-
venile delinquency is insignificant.

In order-to attain their high standard of living and to
evolve their admirable culture, the Danes have developed
a social structure which in many ways is different from
our own. I have studied it closely and I often sum up my
reaction when talking to American visitors who come to
my office in Copenhagen: “We may well have some
reservations about the Danish social system; I do, but it
is difficult to quarrel with many of the end products which
I will not enumerate but which are evident to even casual
observers.”

I spoke earlier of the ingenuity displayed by the Danes: .
Curious about the world and a seafaring nation since
V@king days, Danes have built up close and cordial links
with nations the world over. With few raw materials of
their own, they must live by ingenuity in meeting the
world’s competition, and they are doing it with singular
success. Danish engineering, Danish craftsmanship, Dan-
ish design have earned a rating of ‘““top quality”’ which
keeps the export trade humming. Excellent schools pro-
vide trained people. A small nation has found quality to
be an effective stock in trade.

A Western Nation

Inevitably, the events of the 20th century have brought
with them a political coming-of-age for Denmark. Its
long tradition of neutrality was shattered when Hitler’s
troops marched into the country in 1940. The end of World
War II found in Denmark a new recognition of the need
for defense and thus the need for allies. In 1949, Denmark
became a charter member of NATO.

In my many conversations with Danes of all walks of
life, I still find a certain naivete toward the issues de-
termining the fate of mankind. So many of the events
are so far away, so remote from the borders of a nation
which has only half the population of the City of New
York. But this attitude is changing. I firmly believe that
in the minds of its citizens, Denmark increasingly is not
only a Northern but also a Western nation; and that, re-
gardless of the number of its people, it will continue to
grow in importance as an ally, a partner, and a friend.

I’s wonderful to be an American in Denmark!

Danish-American Axel Lindvang was knighted March
10 at a ceremony at the Danish Consul General’s home,
according to a proclamation issued by King Frederik
IX of Denmark.

Axel Lindvang received the Knight’s Cross in the
Order of Dannebrog for his
many activities in the Dan-
ish colony of southern Cali-
fornia.

A native of Denmark who
has lived in Los Angeles
since 1925, a retired realtor
and insurance broker, Lind-
vang was singled out for his
many civic, religious and
humanitarian activities. He
is one of the founders of the
Solvang Lutheran Home, a
home for elderly people; has
been on the church board of
the Emanual Danish Lutheran church in Los Angeles for
over 30 years, and is also a member of the Board of
Social Ministry for the Pacific Southwest Synod of the
Lutheran Church in America. He has also been a mem-
ber of the Los Angeles Lodge No. 126 of the Danish
Brotherhood since 1925. .

INSURANCE - A Risky Business

High-risk insurance was pieneered in the U.S. by
Ph}ladelphia’s Insurance Co. of North America, which
paid off every cent on a $3,000,000 ‘‘catastrophe” policy
when the Boy Scouts’ 1935 Jamboree was called off
beqagse of a polio epidemic. The business of writing
policies on highly unlikely contingencies, however, for
years remained almost totally dominated by Lloyd’'s of
London. No longer. Highrisk insurance is becoming an
increasingly important part of the U. S. insurance busi-
ness, and the dozen or so American firms that now
specialize in it already account for fully a third of the
$300 million in highrisk premiums written around the
world each year.

The risks of being in high _risk are sizable. The death
of. Tyrone Power while filming ‘‘Solomon and Sheba’” cost
Fireman’s Fund Insurance Co. of San Francisco $1,350,000.
WS, companies that had insured the manufacturers of
thalidomide suffered losses when the drug proved harm-
ful to the unborn. Insurance Co. of North America wrote
$7,800,000 in premiums on aviation insurance in 1959, but
lost money because of a rash of air crashes that year.
Other high-risk insurers paid off nearly $1,000,000 on the
gas explosion under the stands at Indianapolis’ State Fair
grounds Coliseum, and a host of companies are stuck with
as much as $25 million in claims resulting from the burst-
Ing of California’s Baldwin Hills dam last December.

fl‘he giant of the industry and its current pacemaker is
Chicago’s Continental Casualty Co., whose high-risk pre-
miums have tripled to $21 million in five years. Contin-
ental got into the business in 1954 by hiring away a
Lloyd’s expert named Vincent S. McKerrow, who now
heads Continental’s special-risks department, which hag
branches in 16 cities. Under McKerrow, Continental has
insured a railroad against any harm that might be caused
by two Siberian tigers being shipped to a St. Paul 200,

also insured members of a private New Orleans club
against excessive bodily harm caused by the Mardi Gras
festivities. Luck and nerve as well as experience are
important, but Continental generally shuns such risks as
traveling carnivals, stunt pilots and amateur parachutists.
“We don’t make snap decisions,” says McKerrow. “We
sit here for hours and discuss how to fix a rate, how to
determine the hazards, and what our competitors might
do in the same situation.”

The surge in high-risk insurance stems from many
factors, nearly all of them connected with the pace of
modern living. Faster air travel, more complicated ma-
chines and greater mobility have made Americans more
conscious of the need for greater protection. In fact, the
very technological advances that bring convenience into
people’s lives also bring added risk—and added business
for the insurance men.

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Fellowship Announced

Establishment of a Helen Lee Lassen Fellowship in
International Journalism has been anonunced by the
Columbia University Graduate School of Journalism.

The fellowship, in the amount of $3,000, is to be
awarded each year to ‘“a promising journalism student
from FEurope, preference being given to citizens of
Denmark.”’

The fellowship is being established through the Henry
L. and Grace Doherty Charitable Foundation in the name
of its president, Mrs. Emil Lassen. The Foundation and
Mrs. Lassen have been instrumental in establishing a
large ‘number of international fellowships and scholar-
ships for exchange study between the United States and
Denmark, Spain, Chile and other South American coun-

tries.

At the same time, it was announced that the first
winner of the fellowship is Palle Rasmussen of Kalund-
borg, Denmark. Rasmussen, 23, is a reporter on the
Kalundborg paper, Sj=zllands Tidende. He has been in
journalism in Denmark since 1959, except for seven
months of last year, when he attended the Ecole Super-
ieure de Journalism in Paris.

In announcing the new fellowship, Dean Edward W.
Barrett of the Graduate School of Journalism said: ‘“This
fellowship represents a milestone for this institution.
We have many fellowships for American students and a
few for students from Asia, Africa and Latin America.
This, however, is the first of what we hope will be a
number of fellowships for particularly deserving young
Europeans. For it we are deeply grateful to Mrs. Lassen
and the Doherty Foundation.”

Mrs. Lassen maintains a residence in Denmark.

The following article, taken from the Air Force
~Times, concerns a member of DB Lodge No. 190,
Schenectady, N. Y., Tech Sgt. Hans S. Terkelsen.
Because of its general interest, it is being repub-
lished in the Danish Brotherhood Magazine.

ORLANDO AFB, FLA. — The name “Traveling Man”
might well be given to T/Sgt. Hans S. Terkelsen, MATS
NCO Academy student. He has served as an able-bodied
seaman for Danish Merchant Marine and Navy, Nor-
wegian and Swedish Merchant Marines.

He sailed under the Panamanian flag and was a stow-
away on a Finnish ship. As a landlubber he served in
the Nazi labor force, Todt.

Terkelsen, a native of Ribe, Denmark, began a sea
career with the merchant marine of his homeland. On a
run to South America in 1940 he jumped ship at La
Platta, Argentina. After working several months as a
carpenter he stowed away on a Finnish ship, with the
knowledge of its captain, and returned to Denmark.

For most of the war years Terkelsen sailed in the
Danish navy. He signed with the Nazi labor organization
to get out of occupied Denmark and was sent to Italy.
He escaped by literally jumping into the Po river and
joining the advancing American armies. \

After being released by the allies he joined the Nor-
wegian merchant marine. Later he sailed under the flag
of Panama on a ship manned with a Greek crew.

His home in 1946 was with the Swedish liner “Grips-
holm.”” While the liner was in port at New York city he
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jumped again and went to South Dakota and worked as
a carpenter and electrician.

The army air corps offered him employment in 1947.
He jumped again in 1948 — into the air force when it
became a separate service.

"His air corps and air force career has included as-
signments as interpreter, truck drive, aircraft and flight
mechaniec, instructor and now a flight engineeer.
