There have been some news i t ems i n ou r magaz ine

d u r i n g t h e p a s t y e a r a b o u t o u r 9 6 - y e a r - o l d m e m b e r s .
S o m e b o d y m a d e t h e s t a t e m e n t t h a t i t s e e m s l i k e w e
sometimes l ive too long, or not long enough. The refer¬
ence about l iv ing too long means that sometimes people
out l ive their money. This cannot happen on al i fe income
s e t t l e m e n t o p t i o n . A s a n e x a m p l e , i f a m e m b e r h a d
■$10,000 cash reserve on his certificate at age 65 and he
chose alife income option, he could get back $24,515 in
income by the t ime he was 96, and i f he l ived another
10 years, could collect another $7,908 or atotal of $32,423.
If he lived beyond age 106, his income would still con¬
tinue to him. Something to think about, isn’t it!

The beneficiary of acertificate could, in the event of

future. By us ing the same calcu lat ion, the net ga in be¬
tween the 16 and 17 year is $166.30 on the same certifi¬
cate and the same age.

At age 45 on ordinary life, the net cost for the year
would have been ninety cents per thousand. That’s
pretty hard to beat. In the 16 to 17 year anet gain
w o u l d b e s h o w n . I t w o u l d s e e m t h a t t h e r e c o u l d n o t
be too much opposition to this kind of property. These
are values guaranteed by contract, not something specu¬
lative. If a$1,000 certificate is good for you or apro¬
spective member, then a$10,000 certificate should be
10 times as good.

There is no question but what some of you will increase
your own insurance program this year, or be starting
plans for your children.

Another entry on our records shows a$600 payment
rnade to acomparatively young man, who also was ob¬
ligated heavily by hospital bills. His disability may
prove serious enough to qualify him for Social Security
disability income. Perhaps this payment would not can¬
cel all hospital bills, but there should be no question
as to whether this help was appreciated.

Here are two cases again where our more fortunate
members have been able to help our Brothers in need
This is part of our fraternal program or fraternal benefits.

Have you emphasized the importance of this in talk¬
ing to aprospective member? Mil l ions of dollars are
spent by people every year for protection to help in the
event of financial emergencies. The few dollars involved
in insurance assessm^'-nts in the Danish Brotherhood
could be very welcome someday if the need arose for
special aid. And if the need doesn’t arise —well, would
you object to getting your money back after afew years?

Social Security statistics show that about one-sixth

(16V2%) of all older couples have no assets of any
kind or practically none, also that Social Security is
the only source of income for about one-third of all poor,
aged beneficiary families, and for one-half of all poor,
aged beneficiaries living alone. This is tragic, because
there is nothing so heavy for an older person as an empty
pocketbook.

Now granted, some of ths lack of assets in older
age is due to misfortune and hardships beyond the con¬
trol of the individual. But in most cases it is caused by
the attitude of people toward retirement. No doubt you
have heard the comment by people, “Oh well, I’ll let
the government take care cf me.” The government does
take care of people up to apoint, but unless some pro¬
vision is made for extra income by the individual, the
c a r e i s l i m i t e d .

It is doubtful you could find very many people today
able to live on government benefits exclusively. Some
people say they can’t get along without the money that
would be required to finance aretirement program. It
will be paid for whether you have it or not, because if
