1am not attempting to speak with any certainty
upon these things, hut it seems to me that past hi.story
shows us that there is aconnection between prosperity
and generosity. He that sows sparinyly shall reap Spar-
inyly. When Jesus spoke tliese. words, He took afact from
the material woidd and applied it to the realm of spirit.

M}' conclusion is that the events which we call calam¬
ities in nature are permitted to happen every now and
t h e n t o r e m i n d u s t h a t w e a r e n o t t h e I j o r d s o f H e a v e n
a n d e a r t h .

On the coast of Cornwall, England, stands the famous
Eddystone Lighthouse. I t was first bui l t in afanci ful
way by the learned and eccentric Winstanley. On its
sides he put various hoastfid inscriptions. He was very
proud of his structiure and from his high balcony he
used to defy the storm, crying: “Blow, ye winds, rise, oh,
ocean, break forth, ye elements, and try my work.” But
one fearful night the sea swallowed up the tower and its
b u i l d e r .

Friday night as 1lay down to rest, one thought after
another came flowing in upon me about the events that
had lately happened in nature. And the experience of
Elijah, the prophet, when he attempted to flee from all his
troubles and from God, came to me with anew meaning.
When things happen over which we have no conti'ol. we
have little time for God, and yet he is in our minds, or
rather the queer twists of Providence will not leave ns
a l o n e .

B u t i t i s d i f fi c u l t t o fi n d G o d i n t h e m . T h e r u i n a t i o n
cau.sed by strong winds, by water, by fire, by eai'thquakes,
has caused many to wonder: Why do these things happen?

As Itried to rest Friday night, .1 could .still hear
the roaring waters, 1could see the lo.ss of life and all the
ugiine.ss of the thing before my eyes. There are some
who are incl ined to .scoff at God at such t imes, and to
say mean things against God. Those things, Jesus said,
should be forgiven ns as long as we did not resist the
Holy Spirit. But it is still true that we cannot see God
i n i t .

When we awake the next morning and we see the day
grow brighter and more beautiful, the skies become clear,
the birds sing becau.se Nature has adorned herself in all
her beauty. Over the radio come the most wonderful har¬
m o n i e s o f m u s i c . W e a r e r e m i n d e d t h a t l i f e i s a m i x t u r e
o f s h a d o w a n d s u n s h i n e a n d t h a t w e c a n n o t l i v e w i t h o u t
either of them. Again we begin to hear God in the still
small voice. And pei’haps, as silence enwraps us, we may
admit that these things have ameaning. When we begin
to grant that, we cannot tuni to the future foi' apossi¬
ble explanation, but we turn to the wisdom of the ages
and find that men of old found amanifold meaning in
the things that happened.

Let ns read afew verses fi 'om P.s. 107:21-48. Who¬
ever wrote that poem was sure that God was never re¬
mote from anything that happened in the world. And
w e w i l l n o t i c e t h a t h i s fi n a l e x h o r t a t i o n i s : W h o s o i s
wise and will observe these thinys, even they shall undetr-
stand the. hviny kindness of the Lord. It is easy enough
to I'enounce God, l)Ut when we do that we say that we
a7-e at the mercy of blind force, and that is the most
f o o l i s h o f a l l .

The l ighthouse was In i i l t asecond t ime of wood and
stone, by Rudgard. The form was good, but the wood
gave hold for the elements, and the builder and his .struc-
tni'e perished in the flames.

Next, the great Smeaton was called. He raised acone
from the .solid rock upon which it was built, and riveted
it to the rocks, as the oak is fastened to the earth by its
roots . From the rock of the foundat ion he a lso took the
I'ocks for the superstruetui'e. Pie put upon it no boa.st-
fnl inscriplions like those of Winstanley, and on its lowest
(xnirse he ]}ut these words: E.cccpt the Lord build the
house they labor in vain that huHd it, and on the key¬
stone above the lanteiai the sinqile tribute, Laus Deo,
praise God. Pdie .structui'c .still stands, holding its beacon
high to storm-tossed mai ' iners.

Chi-ist, the light, must be held up high before men, or
they perish, and we cannot place Him upon any supei’-
structure of our own device. Let ns take Smeaton’s hum¬
ble inscription and put it above our life structure—and
we may be sure that the structure will stand.

To t h e e d i t o r o f “ L u t h e r a n T i d i n g s ” :
Your editorial in the April i.ssue engages my atten¬

tion. It seems to be directed to the young people of our
.synod, and as Ibelong within that category, Ifeel urged
to try to answer some of your questions. Ibelieve you
have asked those questions in aspirit of kindliness, and
shall therefore try to disclose how at least one young man
feels about what you mention in your pertinent com¬
m u n i c a t i o n .

You apparently would like to have ns young people
go to the convention and share in its exercises. Ihave
been to several of our conventions and have no desire to
attend another one at present. My imi^ression of our
church conventions is that of alarge, group of lay-dele¬
gates who come with the sole purijose of doing .something
for the good of the .synod, l)ut who seldom really attain
fulfillment of the motives with which they arrived—as
we l l as ag rea t number o f ] ) i ‘ cache i ‘S who f a i l t o show
any evitlence of love for their synotl by fighting for its
welfare. Thei-e are too few members among those who
conti'ol the affairs of oui' assembly who are genuinely in¬
terested in all the phases of oiii' synodical program.

My di.seouragment regarding our church keeps on
gi'owing as Irealize how we are going backward. Our
larger individual congregations are perhaps not going
backward to any alarming extent, but as asynod we are
failing. This is made evident by the fact that our synodi-

Softly the young mother tip-toes across the floor to
the child’s cradle. He is still sleeping. She falls to her
knees and leans over her child trembling with anxiety.
She touches his little hand; it is burning and hot. 0, God !
How the l i t t le bosom rises and fal ls, struggl ing foi-
bi’eath! Wil l he survive, the crisis? For the flr.st t ime she
has let her mind hold that thought; for the first time .she
has thought of the possibility that .she might lose him.
Up until now that has not l)een possible; she would not
let the thought enter her mind, for sui'cly, the. Lord would
know that she could not l ive i f He took her chi ld. At the
thought she felt her heart tighten and strain as if .she
might die on the spot. But if that happened! How many
mothers had not, just as .she, agonized in prayer in ordei'
that they might keep achild whom they had loved just as
dearly; how many mothers had not bowed them.selves in
the dus t be fore the One who ru les over l i fe and death ,
and who, nevertheles.s, had .sent death! God! Almighty
God! She folded her hands and began to pray the prayer
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cal board within tlie past winter has turned over to an
outside organization our mission field in Canada. This
indicates that we not only are not progressing, but that
we are failing uttei'ly in that most important part of all
church programs—the mission work.

Not that it was ii-revocably necessary that we should
quit on this vital phase of church work. There would have
been funds enough to keep our Canada mission work
alive, if we did not have awhite elephant in the form of
Grand View College, which swallows up most of the an¬
nual resources which could keep other synodical projects
from being put aside.

You may wish to suggest here that Grand View Col¬
lege, our seminary, represents amost worthy endeavor
in our church work and deserves all the support we can
give it. This might be time if it were not for the fact that
there are no theological students at the seminary; and I
fail to recognize any readily perceivable benefit to the
synod in developing students in commercial subjects at so
great an expense to our combined interests. Our semin¬
ary, instead of being the heart of our synod, the source
of inspiration as well as actual benefit to our congrega¬
tions, has turned into the creature which can devour i ts
own creator—verily awhite elephant.

Achurch without missions is either acompletely
selfish or adying congregation, and young people today
are not drawn to tliat which is unprogressive. There are
those who might wish to interpose that it may be the
fault of the young people that it is not more progressive,
but that is adefeatist’s viewpoint, since the young people
have had little or nothing to do with shaping the de.s-
tinics of our synod, as far as regmlating its policies is
c o n c e r n e d .

Of late there is arising more and more agitation to¬
ward joining our church with the United Danish Church.
Amoderately discerning eye will recogmize that sugges¬
tion in many of the communications to our synodical pub¬
lications. Our own Seattle congregation has even sent
in amotion to our ne.xt convent ion to the effect that our
church should woi-k toward acloser relationshiij with
other Lutheran .synods (see “Dannevirke,” Apidl 22, p.
3). In 1934 the president of the United Danish Church
even .suggested openly in his greetings to our church con¬
vention at Des Moines, Iowa, the union of the two
churches, so we know that such acombinat ion wou ld be
favorable to them; and Ido not know that his presump¬
tion was relinked to any degree (see “Aarsberetning foi’
1934,” p. 63).

If ever our church is joined to the United Danish
Church, many of us will have to look elsewhere for a
c h u r c h h o m e . I f o r o n e h a v e h a d a t a s t e o f t h e U n i t e d
Danish Chnrch, and should nevei- be able to accept it as
my own. Iam familiar eiiough with the histoi'y of our
own church to realize that such aunion as suggested
would lose for me my church home, and the heritage from
my forefathers should have been desti-oyed.

In your editoi'ial you ask whether the young.people
are not willing to steji into the active service of oui’
church, whether they are not capable of shouldering the
I’esponsibility of shaping its policies, whether they are
1o bo t rusted to d i rect the dest in ies of our chui 'ch. and
moi'e of similai- ordei'. To all this Ican only answei’—
what good would it do, even if the young peoiile were
(jualified in every way? At our bust convention, in Texas,
acommittee composed of six of the most re.spected and
worthy memlters of oui’ .synod, the Committee for Con¬
sideration of the College Pre.sident’s Report, introduced
the following recommendation. ‘‘The committee does not
believe that we, as asynod, are true to the Lord’s Gospel,
if we, at the expense of our mission work, apply so large

apart of our resources to the management of the eollege,
whi le smal l congregat ions die.

Not the .s l ightest comsiderat ion has been shown by
the synodical board toward the above recommendation,
except to do just the opposite, by proposing this year to
award out of our annual budget twelve thousand dollars
($12,000.00) to Grand View College, as against three
(,$3,000.00) to mis.sion work.t If the recommendation of a

There is aconstant .struggle between the different

vai-ioties of small birds; but they fly and fight together
against the big hawk. As 1see the little fellows chase
the big one in the air, Iget agood picture of what busi-
ucss cooperation is. One man, or acorporation, of men,
runs alarge factory. They abuse the rights of the work¬
ers, and the workers cannot fight back unless they do it
collectively. Therefore, they develop astrong sense of
comrade solidarity. The big packing hou.se has become
so acquisitive that it is blind in regard to the conditions
of producers and comsumers. The only available method
of fighting the packers is the producers’ and consumers’
cooperat ive business.

Di,stress teaches the naked woman to spin. It also
teaches the small workers to cooperate against the big
fellow. We don’t do it because we like it. The old system
of independent farm and bu.siness is our favorite. Nor do
we cooperate because we deeply love each other. No,
but there is uo other thing to do. It is expedient under
the present circumstances. We realize that we must fight
the big fellow in the economic field. He is ruining us
economically. He is bringing us back into peasantry and
forward into war cata,strophe. Wo don’t want arevolu¬
tion, and we are politically helpless. We can, however,
if we de.sire that our children shall progress, establish
cooperative stores, creameries, canneries, gins, etc. It
is not our intention to abolish private business, for we
would then run into communism and stifle personal ini¬
tiative. We can’t .spare competition just now when the
United States is .starting to really do something; but the
present mode of competition mu.st be socially controlled.
No other agency can do that as well as cooperative bu.si¬
n e s s .

To the article “Communication” by Arthur Jcuhcu
in this i.s.sue of “Lutheran Tiding.s” 1would like to com¬
ment briefly.

1understand Mr. Jensen’s grievance very well . I
think there arc many who hold them against our church.
They are not altogether unjustified. There are grievances
and they will have to be redressed soon for the good of
o u r c h u r c h .

His attitude of impetuous dissatisfaction is character¬
istic of youth and is one of the greatest assets of youth. It
is the hope of our church. This straining against the
hesitancy, inactivity, and callousness of age, which has
been agreat hindrance to the progress of our synod,
should be set free. AVe look backward more than forward;
we have more reliance on the past than hope in the fu¬
ture; tradition is dearer to us than life, language more
precious than thought. AA’’e must be dissati.sfied with that.
But to go to the exti'eme of saying that now wc will have
no more to do with our synod, as Mr. Jensen docs in ef¬
fect, is not looking to the future. It is not of the real
spirit of youth, neither is it manly. No, the spirit'of youth
looks forward, wants pi'ogress, wants to tear down what
is outwoiai, and puts theory into practice. To quit the
church because there is something wrong will accomplish
nothing but the decay of the church. Stay, work, make
yourself felt, join with those who have the same senti¬
ments as you have and tight for them as long as they are
your convictions; but guard yourself against becoming
opinionated.

A^our opinion about oui- sistei' synod is apiece of bad
tradition. The contempt’which your article expresses, be¬
tween the lines, is ]iai'row-minded and unjustified, as well
as uncal led for. Thci-c are di fferences l )etween them and
us; and yet thci'e is no other synod .so near to us in most
things. 'Their ideology—“lingo”—is not the same as ours,
but their undeidying thoughts and feelings are not .so very
different. And whal is more, we are ))ecoming more and
more alike year by year.

Let us discuss our affairs, but let us throw no stones.
AVe have need of all our effoiT and all the strength and
understanding God can give us in soh'ing our own prob¬
l e m s .

The 1936 Conven t ion

As already announced, the annual convention of the
Danish Evangelical Lutheran Church in America will
take place at the church at Kimballton. It is the hope of
this church that many of our friends from other churches
will come to participate in the work and the Christian
fellowship of the convention. In order that the task of
caring for such guests may be lightened Iwill ask them
to enroll by sending their name to Mr. T. G. Jensen, presi¬
dent of our church, or to me, before very long.

The last convention that our synod held at Kimball¬
ton was in 1907, just ahalf year before the farmer-built
and operated Atlantic Northern Railroad reached the
town. This same railroad .suspended operations January
first this year. It seems to be the fate of Kimballton to
have no ra i l road fac i l i t ies when needed for church con¬
v e n t i o n s .

Perhaps this fact makes very little difference to the
great majority of those who plan on attending the con¬
vention. Since the paved State Highway No. 7, one of
two direct routes connecting Omaha and Des Moines, was
laid right by our door, the services of the railroad have
diminished in importance until they are hardly missed.
AA^e expect that most of our guests come by car and will
have no difficulty in locating Kimballton. As already in¬
dicated, State Highway No. 7, terminating at Council
Bluffs and Des Moines, comes right to our door. From
the north, follow U. S. 71 to Hamlin, thence 10 miles west
to Kimballton, or U. S. 50 to Harlan, thence 14 miles east
till you drop into our hillside abode. Bring your tiro
chains along!

Iwould advise tliose coming by railroad to let us
know whether they come to Harlan by the Great AAT’Stern
Route (running lietween Omaha and Minneapolis twice
daily) or to vAtlantic by the Rock Island Route (running
between Chicago, Des Moines and Omaha four times
daily). This last town is 17 miles di.stant by diid road.

The Interstate Ti'ansit Company bus serves Kimball¬
ton. reaching our town 9:40 each forenoon from Omaha
and 8:20 each evening from Des Moines.

A W a y t o L i f e ”
By Ernest Fremont Tittle. Henry Holt and Co.,

New York , $1 .75 .
It is as hard to classify this book as it is to classify

life itself. Anything beaming with life is quite beyond
classification. Organic l i fe is always refufsing to be
pigeonholed.

Let not anyone begin to read this book expecting, by
the sugge.stive title, that he will find ‘‘precepts upon pre¬
cepts” which can be classified and put into handy com¬
partments from which he may pull them out when needed.
There are, indeed, plenty of principles in these .six lec¬
tures, originally given at the Roehester-Colgate Divinity
School and at Grinnell College; the careful young reader
will find that the author has been very modest in calling
these lectures ‘‘an attempt.” The author is not searching
for anew philosophy; each generation may rediscover life
in the Christian religion. It is asquare reckoning wfith
persona l and soc ia l app l i ca t i on o f fa i t h , an hones t and
sound plea for better cooperation among Protestants, a
recapture of lost convictions. AAGiere have we read any
challenge more clearly stated than this one: ‘‘AA^e pay for
our social cruelties by the loss of our religious convic¬
tions. AA'^e pay for our slums, our drab and smoky mill
towns, by the obscuration of our vision of God. AAT pay
for our trust in ‘‘reeking tube and iron shard” by a
growing blindness to those spiritual realities which have
been the vision of seers, the expeidence of saints, and
which alone have power to help us when our hearts begin
to ache. All of which is to say that the divorce of re¬
ligion is fatal not only to civilization, lint also to religion.
Shut up in churches and inner chamber.s, forbidden to
enter the city hall and the market place, religion ean
neither redeem society nor keep its own soul alive.

Speculative philo.soiihy finds no place in ‘‘A AA^ay to
no matter how interesting it may be. Ghri.stianity

has proven—if we want it pimven—and is still capable of
cei'tifying the challenge of Christ, that it is the supreme
and only way to life. All of this is beautifully stated iu a
language that any man can read.

Tnu^ reforms are slow in their process,
fo r human minds are bound by t rad i t ions
and prejudices; but Dr. Tittle believes it
possible, in spite of many handicaps, to
transfer public sentiment, so that honor
shall be accorded only those who serve.
