But the heart may grow hard by disobedience or by
refusing to respond to God’s call. Sin hardens us within.
That is the most tragic result. We often forget that, when
we think of the consequences of sin. We may go wrong
and no bad results may follow, so far as we can see. But
in the heart within there is always disaster. The feeling
foi' goodness, the power to see it, is being lost. The same
thing happens in time when we contiiine li.steniiig to fine
appeals and clo nothing about them. It may come also
through becoming absoihed in the material side of life.
Money blinds the eyes. Sensuality coarsens the soul.
The heart within becomes dead.

To be able to feel keenly is not avery happy thing

in some waj's. It may bring us agood deal of pain. But
without that , we are cut out of the finest exper iences in
life. AVe can neither love people nor feel their love. We
cannot know the tnie joy of friendship. We cannot be of
m u c h u s e t o o t h e i - s i f w e a r e n o t s e n s i t i v e t o t h e i r t r o u b l e s
or needs. But, above all, we cannot fully know the fellow-
shiij of God. The great secret of Christ’s power to help
m e n w i t h h i s s e n s i t i v e n e s s . H e w a s a i d e “ t o b e t o u c h e d
with the feeling of our infinnities.

To lose his sensitiveness and to become hard within,
or cold and uni'csponsive, is one of the saddest things that
can happen to us. It is like having awireless instrument
with adamaged valve. The most exquisite music is fil¬
ling the air. Messages are coming in from the other side
o f t h e w o r l d t h a t w o u l d t h r i l l u s . B u t w e c a n n o t h e a r
them. That is the kind of thing that happens when our
hearts become what the Bible calls “stony,
was so afi'aid of this happeiuug that in apoem he asked
God to make him sensitive at all cost.

Lord, thy mo.st pointed plon.sure take
And stab my spirit broad awake.
Or, Lord, if too obdurate I,
Choose thou, before my .spirit die,
Apiercing pain, akilling sin,

The tragic thing is that this may happen and we may
not know it. In Mr. H. G. Wells’ “Country of the Blind,
no one knew that he was blind. Many are in that position.
Their hearts are dead to God’s love, and they do not
know their loss. But, on the other hand, we may be aware
of it. We may feel it coming on. Then we can take our¬
selves in hand or a.sk God to do it. Agreat saint used to
pray that he might be “baptized into asense of all con¬
d i t i o n s .

been less philosophical without losing any of its beauty,
1still reca nimend this book for .study group.s. Those that
are afraid to scale the heights will do well to get compe¬
tent guides before starting out. Excellent maps, statistics
of population anti areas, in the l)aek of the book, will be a
constant help to the reader. The large list of other avail¬
able books will undoubtedly send those interested to public
libi-aries tor more reading on Africa.

The study of races does always have its liberalizing
influence upon us. What is there brewing in this vast
jungle continent of Africa? Well, what there is to know
about Africa is amazingly interesting, and for those who
cannot read many hooks on racial questions this little
book will give afairly roiTude.i view of the African re¬
l a t i o n t o t h e w e s t e r n w o r l d .

American capitalism is no longer allowed to ship the
Idack Afi-ican to oui- shores, as if he were just so much
beef. But there are other ways of exploitation, there is
the industrial and the scientific (in the Lands of selfish
interests) and these are eagerly sought by financiers from
all over the world who care nothing for the souls of men.
But the Afiican is essentially aspiritual being, he ‘‘does
nothing apart from aspiritual authority.” The material
front of Western greed will di.sillusion him unless the mes¬
sage of Christ comes to the rescue. Some of the nations
that hold African posessions, as well as many indu.strial
companies, have seen this and have acted accordingly;
but we have in every cont inent the se lfish man and the
selfish group; their nets are set in many places.

These various struggles for the black race are told by
aman of informed insight in the pages of this book.

Important questions of universal consequence will
arise in the mind of the reader and his listener while he is
made to feel the pulse-beat of the sons of Africa. Ques¬
tions like these may arise: half acentury ago African and
EuroiDean communities had their own settled loyalties,
they had their humanitarian enthusiasm for fighting one
evil after anothei-. What is taking place now is that the
African as well as the European, and American, may be
freed from .some of his superstitions, but this may also, as
indeed it has already in many cases, cause his dissolul ion.
He knew what to do with his old cvil.s, but he is confound¬
ed as he faces the importations of the west. Can we, con¬
quer the Jiew evils by our ignorance of them or by ignoi'-
ing their existence?

The best and the brightest thought
born in our b ra ins is no th ing mc j re than ady ing s ta r ; bu t when
this thought puts itself at the disposal of God, dedicated to His
fatherly purpose, it does not sink ilown dead, but is imbued by
what i t lacked and revea ls i tse l f as a l iv ing th ing.

Ihave just recently taken leave of agroup of splendid young
men and women, who have l ived together awhole year. I t was a
year full of riches, and my heart is full of gratitude for all we
have been permitted to experience together. Also this year good
work has been done b\' many. It is my hope that during the year
they have experienced some of the joy in work. They are not to bo
fi l l e d w i t h d r y f a c t s o r w i t h o u r o p i n i o n s , b u t t h e y a r e t o b o
strengthened to struggle ahead by hard work to amature inde¬
pendence, to be given astart so that they can live themselves into
something really their own. For that purpose wc meet in our
classes and in the daily lecture hour. We desire to encourage each
other through discussion, singing, games and sport, and in that
fellowship which is our dearest possession.

Iwish to re i terate for emphasis what Ihave sa id before, that
we must r isk what is ours as Danish people by making use of i t
in cooperation with our young people in the midst of this people
which is ours; this will become ours only as we dare to use it and
carry i t into our l i fe in fel lowship with those with whom wo come
in contact. Wc must live more forcefully and more fully in those
life currents which stir in the American people. Ibelieve that the
more deeply our jmuth is imiu'essed and carried along by the best
i i i o vemen ts o f Amer i can l i f e , t he more ean ies t l y t hey w i l l seek
what wo cal l our Danish heritage.

I d e s i r e f r o m m y h e a r t t o p r e s e r v e t h i s r i c h l i e r i t a g e . W e
have much to learji from the American people, anil we have much
to con t r i bu te 1o t hem. Each t ime I expe r i ence anew g l impse o f
the Aimodcan mind, my ho[)e of pri!serving the Danish is strength¬
e n e d . I r e - e x p e r i e n c e t h a t w h a te v e r o f D a n i s h s p i r i t u a l l i f e a n d
Danish mental i ty has beconu' invaluable to me is in in t imate re-
laticmship wilh what the bt>st of the American ])eople aia* striving
for. Onr relati<inshi]) with |)cople must be spontaneous and active.
Our youth must become folk conscious, and this consciousness is
to bo exper ienced in the Ainer icat i peoj i le . Onr youth must br ing
with them the peculiarities of folk life and Christian faith wliicli
they possess as Danish pctople into this new experience and into
the daily fellowship they share with their American friemis. It
will thereb}' be presinweil and become aliving contribution.

Tlu! semimiry has not been closed. Its doors are ttiways open
1.0 llujse. whom the church calls in there as pastors. It is my sin-
cerest hope and prayer that we of the .Danish Church may ha\ e

strength to live so in truth and fullness that life itself will call
onr young people to a.service of the Word among us. There has
been one student this year in the seminary.

T h e c o m m i t t e e w h i c h l a s t y e a r ’ s c o n v e n t i o n a p p o i n t e d t o
prepare and present to this convention aplan for the education of
pastors to serve in our synod held i ts meet ing at the col lege in
March. I ts report and proposal wi l l be presented to the conven¬
tion by others. The dean of the seminary and the president of the
co l l ege pa r t i c ipa ted in the work o f the commi t tee and approve
of its proposal.

I b e l i e v e t h a t G r a n d V i e w C o l l e g e m u s t c o n t i n u e n o t o n l y
in its endeavor to educate pastors and teachers, but it must serve
also the whole of onr youth and through them our whole people.
W e h a v e b e e n m u c h c o n c e r n e d w i t h d i s c o v e r i n g a m e t h o d o f
procedure by which this could bo accomplished practically. The
school opens its doors to all Danish-American men and women
without regard as to whether or not they wish to prepare them¬
selves for fur ther study.

Iknow well i t is not enough to say that the school opens i ts
doors to al l these young people. It is perfectly clear to me, as I
have said before, that the school must also adjust its methods of
wo rk and a r range i t s pedagog i ca l p rocedu re so t ha t t he re a re
specia l considerat ions to be taken for those who desi re to pre¬
pare themse lves fo r fu r ther s tudy and tha t the methods o f j j ro -
cedure in such cases d i f fer in some respects f rom the methods
which charac ter ize the work not a imed a t such prepara t ion . But
Istill believe that all true education is really folk education,
tha t th rough the mu l t i p l i c i t y o f l i f e flows aun i t y wh ich we have
in common, and that the task of education in its inmost and deep¬
est aspects is not dictated by the external aims sought.

Therefore the Junior College department and the different
classes are not only open to all, but the working plan and the ped¬
agogical procedure aim toward the purpose of providing areal,
common fo l k educa t i on . Th i s means tha t t he wo rk o f t he da i l y
c l a s s j i e r i o d s i s p l a n n e d n o t o i d y a s a p r e p a r a t i o n f o r f u r t h e r
study, but that the demand for examinat ions, grades, credits, and
a l l t h a t w h i c h o f t e n i s a h i n d r a n c e i n t h e t a s k o f e d u c a t i o n d o e s
not characterize the daily classes or overburden the progress of the
w o r k . T h e p r o c e d u r e i n r e g a r d t o t h e d i f f e r e n t s u b j e c t s i s , o f
course, determined by the nature o f the subject , but the a im is
the same. Wo shall continue to call upon all our young people t.)
share the l i fe of the whole year with us and to seek to arrive at
those working methods which may serve st i l l bet ter the real pur-
])use of the college department.

T h e c o n v e n t i o n a t K i m b a l l t o n l a s t y e a r r e c o m m e n d e d t h e
idea of anormal training course and expressed the hope that thi.:
m i g h t b e r e a l i z e d . I n o r d e r t h a t t h i s m a y b e d o n e , t h e J u n i o r
Col lege department must be fu l ly accredi ted first . In v iew of th is
and for other reasons, among them that the school thereby would
bo enabled the better to serve those of our young people who seek
advanced school ing, the board and the facul ty have decided that
the Jun io r Co l lege depar tment shou ld seek Wbecome accred i ted
by the school year of 1938-39.

Consequent ly wo are now seek ing to fu lfi l l the requ i rements
to be met in this respect. The school is already in aposition to
meet must of the requirements. It is required among other things
that the instructors in the college must have a“master’s” degree
from arecognized graduate school and may give instruction only
in the field of his graduate major or in the field of his gnuluate
minor, consisting of at least 10 semester hours of graduate work”.
Those instructors of the college who at present are not able to
meet this requirement are now doing advanced study so that this
recpiirement may be imp by the school year of 1938-39. Further¬
more it will bo necessary for the college to improve its physics
laboratory and to add to the library in certain subjects. It is my
hope that th is arrangement wi l l enable the school to extend and
s t r e n g t h e n i t s s e r v i c e s t o o u r c h u r c h a n d t h a t
c o m ] ) l i s h e d i i i s u c h a w a y t h a t t h e p u r p o s e a n d i d e a l s o f t h e
school and its requirements in regard to the teaching staff may

It has been recommended by the Iowa State Board that Graiul
V'iew College discontinue its high school course, which this year
ends its I’oth year of service.
