Jesus is speaking to His disciples; and this story is

Aman travel ing to afar
country called his own servants.” Jesus often spoke words
that apply also to others besides Christians; but this pai'a-
ble Avas directed to those who are and profess to be
C h r i s t i a n s .

This parable was spoken during the last Aveek of Jesus’
earthR' life, AA’hile He Avas in Jerusalem, in the Temple.
Many things He spoke there; but especially tAvo things
seem to haAm been on His mind: H is second coming and
the fate of His disciples Avhen that end shovild come. He
spoke much about the Day of Judgment; but He also
spoke of His kingdom and hoAv His disciples should live
in this kingdom. To elucidate this He told the parables
of the Tavo Sons, of the Wicked Husbandman, of the
Royal Marriage Feast, of the Pig Tree, of the Ten Virgins,
a n d o f t h e Ta l e n t s .

Acompai'ison of the parable of the Ten Virgins and
that of the Talents reveals anumber of similar traits. Both
of them emphasizes faithfulness; both of them lead up to
the second coming of Christ; both of them describe atest
of those Avho profe.ss to be His folloAvers; and both of them
indicate that some will pass the test Avhile others Avill not,
and that those who are faithful Avill go in Avith Him to the
glory of His Father Avhile the others Avill he put out in the
darkness outs ide. B iAt the i ’e is th is d i f fe rence betAveen
1hem that the parable of the Virgins describes ate.st of
the reality of the inner life and that of the Talents deals
Avith faithfulne.ss in doing the Avork of the kingdom, in
other words, the first of these tAA'o paral)les is concerned
Avith the invisible l i fe of the heart and the .second Avith
the visible outAvard activity of the life of the Christian,
A v i t h “ C h r i s t i a n A v o r k .

reckoned as making us more or less able to do Avork in
His kingdom.

Of each He expects results in proportion to his ability.
But in one respect He expects as much from the least
efficient as from the most capable: in faithfulness there
s h o u l d b e n o d i f f e r e n c e . H o A v e v e r m n c h w e h a v e t o w o r k
Avith, we can no more than be faithfiAl, and even the least
endoAved can be just as faithful. It is strange that in the
parable the one Avho Avas unfatihfnl Avas he Avho had been
e n t r u s t e d t h e l e a s t . T h i s d o e s n o t m e a n t h a t m e n a t t h i s

end of the scale arc more given to faithlessness than
others. It does mean that even Avith the disconragement
ir may be to have small endoAvment there is no exciAse for
l a c k o f f a i t h f u l n e s s .

Those who have only one talent can be just as faith¬
ful as those with five if they have faith in the Lord. This

wicked and s lo th fu l ” servant had no fa i th in h is lo rd ’s
goodness; ho Avas afraid of him on his return because he
thought of him as stern and lAujust in his demands. And
all the time the lord AAms considering his lesser ability and
t h a t i f h e d i d n o t k n o Av h o Av t o m a k e h i s t a l e n t u s e f u l h i m ¬

self, he could entrust it to those Avho could guide him to
use it to advantage.

Noav, is that not exactly Avhat we do, or ought to do,
in the church of God. Paced Avith the great work God has
entrusted to us, Ave all feel our own smallness. J\Iost of ias
feel that Ave can not alone go out and do the gi’eat work
of God’s kingdom. So Ave go together Avith others, we
come together in the Christian fellowship Avhere Ave tiy to
do the Avork of God for oni’scRes, for each other, and for
those who are not yet of the felloA\-ship.

And there is something for all to do in the church.
There is jao person Avho can not do some task. “They also
senn Avho only stand and Avait,” says Milton. We can, at
least, serve Avith our presence in the Christian congregation
Avhen it meets to Avorship God. Let us not fool ourselves,
going to Avorship is more than apersonal matter Avhich Ave
may do or leaA’e undone according as we feel di.sposed of
aSunday morning. It involves aiiAimbcr of subtler fac¬
tors. By our presence at Avorship Ave bear witness to our
stand Avith respect to the church, Ave make choice of the
fcllowshiiA AA'e Avant to be in, Ave put oiAi'selves under the
iiiRnence of the forces which are dominant in the congre¬
gation, Ave join our forces, great or small, to those of the
congregation to do that for AAliicli the congregation meets
in Avorship, Ave help make our pAiblic Avmrship more effee-
tiA^e for others. Hoav mneb better it is, other things being
equal, to Avorship in achurch filled Avith prayerful people
than in one Avith afcAv scattered here and there in the
peAvs.—Keeping in mind that this is spoken to Christians.
—And Ave can all do this much. Most of us can also take
active part in the different acts of our sendees, the sing¬
ing, the prayers, the responses, the Communion, etc. Most
of us can support the church Avith our money. Here is a
place where most people have agoo(j deal more ability

Thanksg iv ing Day

Thanksgiving Day, in America, is the name of ana¬
tional holidajq which originated in New England. After
the first harvest of the New England colonists in 1621
Govenior Bradford made provisions for aday of thanks¬
giving and prayer. In 1623 aday of fasting and prayer
in the midst of drought was changed into thanksgiving by
the coming of arain during {he prayers; gradually the
custom prevailed of appointing tlianksgiving annually af¬
ter harvest. These appointments were made by aprocla¬
mation of tlie Governors of the several New England
colonies. During the Revolution aday of national thanks¬
giving was annually recommended by Congress.

In 1817 New York adopted it as an annual custom,
and it. .spread through many of the States by the middle
of the 19th century. In 1864 President Lincoln appointed
aday of thanksgiving, and since then the presidents have
issued aThanksgiving proclamation generally designating
the last Thursday of November.

Thanksgiving in the form of sacrifices and of bless¬
ings on the Lord for His goodness and mercy were offered
frequently in the days of the Patriarchs, the Judges, and
the Kings. References to them are numerous in Holy
Writ from Genesis to Zechariah. Delivered from the flood,
Noah built an altar to the Almighty and thereon offered of
every clean beast and every clean fowl burnt offerings
uirto the Lord in thanksgiving. Among the Aircierrt He¬
brews blessings of prayers of praise and thairksgiviug
k i r o w n a s “ b e r a k o t ” w e r e c o m m o n .

T h e fi r s t o f fi c i a l T h a n k s g i v i n g , o f f e r e d f o r d e l i v e r ¬
ance from air enemy, solemnized in England, was solemn
Thanksgiving offered at St. Paul’s Cathedral in gratitude
for the defeat of the Spanish Armada on November 24rh
of the year 1588. It was attended b}' Queen Elizabeth in
person. Later the British people observed solemn Thanks¬
giving for special occasions only.

It is for the superior members of the colored race that
my heart aches.

So ii iueh attention lias been paid to the
religious situation in Gerniany, that that in
Italy has passed almost unnoticed. Never¬
theless, so far as liberty of worship is con¬
cerned, matters there are even more threat¬
ening t l ian in Germany.

Under the law promulgated in 1929, the
fo l lowing re l ig ious organizat ions were re¬
cognized by the state and allowed to con¬
duct their worship in their own way: first,
the I toman Catho l ic Church, w i th spec ia l
privileges as the National Church, then, in
addit ion, the Waldensian Church, the Me¬
thodist Episcopal and Baptist Churches, the
Friends, the Seventh Day Adventists, Ply¬
mouth Brethren, the Salvation Army and
the Spezzia Mission. No other denomina¬
tions whatever are al lowed in the country,
acircumstance which has borne very hardly
on many independent works.

It is amatter of common rnmor in Italy
that the Vatican helped to finance the Aby-
s i n n i a n w a r . I n r e t u r n i t s e e m s t o h a v e
d e m a n d e d t h a t t h e c i v i l a n t h o r i t i e s s h o u l d
aj iply the screw to al l Protestant denomi¬
n a t i o n s . T h e fi r s t r e s u l t w a s t h e ' l i s a p -
pe:'iranee of many independent Missions and
churches, which were extinguished in con¬
formity with the law. Of late particular
attention has been paid to one independent
work with only avery loose organization,
but estimated to number some 50,000 ad¬
herents. This has been aparticularly ag¬
gressive and successful Evangelistic niove-
ment, and one which was spreading rapidly.

Afew weeks ago no less than 1,000 of
them were jilaced umler what may bo
termed “house arrest,’’ that is to say, they
are not allowed to leave their village or
town, and are obliged to report themselves
daily to the police.

passing, it may be said that in Italy today
t h e r e i s n o l a w a s w e u n d e r s t a n d t h e t e r m .
The country is really governed by Fascist
regulations, which are issued- in accordance
with the e.xigencies of the moment. These
regulations may or may not be in conform¬
i ty w i th the o ffic ia l law, bu t in any case
are put into force as interpreted by the lo¬
cal Fascist author i t ies. The lat ter are not
in f requen t l y much under the influence o f
the priests. It thus comes about that, in
spite of the law, all Evangelical work in
Italy stands in jeopardy at the present time.

G r a v e D i f fi c u l t i e s

Turning, then, to the guaranteed denomi¬
nations, the Methodist ship is in such grave
fi n a n c i a l d i f fi c u l t i e s t l i a t i t t h r e a t e n s t o
founder al together, whi lst the Bapt ist
Church is likewise encountering very heavy
weather. It ap])cars to be thought that
these two denominations, if left more or less
alone, will soon disintegrate of themselves.
The Friends, on one ])retext or another,
have boon practically squeezed out of exist¬
ence, ami in any case their known pacifist
doctrines would render them highly objec¬
t i o n a b l e t o t h e . s t a t e .

The Seventh Day Adventists received
dors to close their stations, but have been
temporari ly spared through the intervonrion
of ahigh foreign official and personal
friend of the official charged with carrying

ou t t he wo rk . The f a te o f t he P l ymou th
Brethren is at present hanging in the bal¬
ance. The Spezzia Mission still carries on,
but i ts activit ies, too, are curtai led.

principally directed against three organiza¬
tions—the Waldensian Church, and especial¬
ly its mission, the British and Foreign Bi¬

s a i d t h a t t h e s e a r e m a r k e d f o r e x t e r m i n a ¬
tion. The Salvation Army had received or¬
ders to cease i ts activi t ies, but had been
saved througli the intervention of the gov¬
ernments of several Protestant powers, but
is confined to social work, whilst Great
Br i ta in has been ob l iged to in te rvene to
prevent the wrecking of the Bible Society’s
w o r k .

I t can be readi ly umlerstood, therefore,
t h a t t h e W a l d e n s i a n C h u r c h i s n o w e n ¬
counter ing greater d i fficul t ies than at any
t ime s ince the emanc ipa t ion o f the Wa l -
denses in 1848. Especially at the times of
s a n c t i o n s d i d i t s e e m a s i f s o m e d r a s t i c a c ¬
tion would be taken by the Italian govern¬
ment. This threat has, happily, now receded,
b n t t h e w h o l e c h u r c h c o n t i n u e s t o l i v e u n ¬
d e r s e v e r e t e n s i o n . B o t h t h e n a n d s t i l l

continuing is agreat press campaign against
Evangelicals and their works. Nevertheless
it must be recorded that this campaign ap¬
pears to have fai led of i ts purpose. Eela-
t i o n s b e t w e e n Wa l d e n s e s a n d R o m a n C a t h o ¬
lics are e.xcellent in the Waldensian Valleys,
whilst the Protestant foreigner is greeted
in all parts of Italy with the utmost friend¬
l i n e s s .

s e n t t i m e . E v i d e n c e o f t h i s i s t o b e s e e n
even in the Roman Catholic churches, which
are crowded with people seeking the Bread
of L i fe . Th is they fa i l t o ob ta in , and so
it is that numbers are frequenting Walden¬
sian churches because they say they hear
there what they never hear in the i r own
churches, and as aresul t many are being
brought out of darkness into the truo light.

N o w , t h e n , i s t h e t i m e w h e n e v e r y s o ¬
ciety working in Italy needs support more
thau ever, and when greater spir i tual re¬
turns may be expected than ever febore.
