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the protection of-Pope Pius XII from the bombs of
20 th Centu ry War fa re .

Thus man’s worldly triumphs make mockery of
Him who died on Calvary.”

On Nov. 11, 1940, at 11:00 A. M., guns boomed
and whistles tooted and screamed. It was Armistice
Day! But only in name, even for our own land.

It is afine predicament that our world is in, a
world that has been proud of its achievements. It has
thrown out its chest and said: “See, what Ican do!”
It has spanned the oceans in fast and luxurious liners.
I t t ravels over the countryside in vehic les that are
keenly sensitive to any irregularity in the road, lest
the body be indiscreetly jarred. It produces boats
which are more at home under the water, than above
it. I t takes to the air with the grace of abird—and
carries its food with it. It lifts an instrument and al¬
most momentarily, it contacts any “outpost” that it
c h o o s e s !

These things and many, many more, the world can
brag about. Yet, it appears as though, after all, it is
but a“mess of pottage,” for which it has sold its soul.
Eternal values have been set aside, shelved! And we
stand befoi 'e the bar of judgment indicted: “Be not
deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever aman
soweth, that shall he also reap.” The judgment of God
is upon us, not because He wishes it so, but because
w e h a v e f o r c e d t h e i s s u e .

On Nov. 12, 1939, Isaid: “I know alittle bit about
w'orld conditions. Iknow for what young men are
being asked to die. And if to live, for what they are
being asked to carry their wounds. I, too, am ready
to die. But if Iam to die, it must be with the Cross
of Jesus going on before. Iam not ready to pay the
supreme sacrifice to the God of War .... Iam today
and will be tomorrow, aconscientious objector.”

The tomorrow has come! We are at war—inform¬
ally! The military system has been saddled upon the
nation. It will not be easily disposed of, later on, when
the soothing oil of peace, or the temporary relief of
another armistice, has come.

In the face of growing war hysteria and increasing
propaganda, my personal convictions remain unshak¬
en. The day when Iam asked to fill out my question¬
naire, Ishal l indicate this convict ion.

It is now 22 years since the first Armistice Day.
Not for even aquarter century, has peace been with
the remains of those who gave their lives for an ideal
which they were almost told, was from God Almighty
Himself! Many reasons can be and will be advanced,
as the cause of the present conflict. If, however, we are
intellectually and spiritually honest, the oft quoted
statement, “ the fanaticism of the few and fai thless¬
ness of the many,” wi l l suffice.

Iwas amere boy, the first Armistice Day. But I
shall not forget it. Since then, many things have
transpired in my own life. Today, as ayoung man still
subject to the first peace time militai*y conscription
we have had, Istand in the service of Jesus Christ.

One afternoon last September, while the sun was
yet beaming in all of its glory from the high heavens,
Istood before the Eternal Light Peace Monument, at
Gettysburg, Pa.

This monument was dedicated by President Roose¬
velt in July, 1938, during the observance of the 75th
anniversary of the Battle of Gettysburg. It is asym¬
bol of Peace, expressing the union of two sections of
our land, that one day opposed each other to the death,
o n t h e fi e l d o f b a t t l e .

The monument bears the inscription: Peace Eter¬
n a l i n a N a t i o n U n i t e d .

Ideparted from the site with bowed head.
Thursday morning. Sept . 26, Idrove through the

city of Pittsburgh. Travelling toward the West, Iap¬
proached what I judged to be asor t o f v iaduc t . I t s
length, its destination, Ido not know. But what struck
me, were the words on the signpost: Highway of the
All ies. Cynical ly Isaid to myself: “Yes, and who are
the A l l ies today?”

On Oct. 29, aUnited Press dispatch from Wash¬
ington stated: “Twenty three years ago the numbers
that came out of the big gold-fish bowl were tickets
of death for many aman.” Today they are for ayear’s
training in peacetime army units that can not be sent
outs ide the Western Hemisphere—^unless and unt i l
Congress says so.

On Nov. 9, 1940, the Detroit Free Press had an
edi tor ia l capt ioned: Af ter 1 ,940 Years. I ts contents
f o l l o w .

To find refuge from the barbaric fury of their
pagan persecutors the early Christians sought refuge
i n t h e c a t a c o m b s o f R o m e .

Today in Vatican City workmen are excavating
to build ashelter, close to the ancient catacombs, for
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honor to God in Christ. That message is needed now,
as never before, just as light is the greatest immed¬
i a t e n e e d w h e n w e a r e s h r o u d e d i n d a r k n e s s . H e w h o
has written in abrief newspaper article: “The religion
of force can only be met by the force of religion ...
is fundamentally correct. That task will fall to you and
me, who say that we are disciples of Jesus Christ. The
hour is dark. If we believe Him to be the Light, we
must indicate it and not keep the Light “blacked out.”

In the little paper “Phebe” for Nov., 1940, is found
the fo l low ing f rom For tn igh t ly Rev iew (London) . I t
speaks for itself. “The Church’s supreme concern is
not the victory of the national cause. Its supreme con¬
cern is the doing of the will of God, whoever wins, and
the declar ing of the mercy of God to al l men and
n a t i o n s .

If it be asked, how shall we know the will of God,
then the answer is, look to the Christ. And in the light
of His teachings, be supremely concerned with His
Way. There is no other. So, any service which Iper¬
form for Caesar must, in my conscience, be satisfac¬
tory to that God whom Jesus revealed, and not to that
“ g o d ” t o w h o m n a t i o n s a r e “ p r a y i n g ” f o r v i c t o r y .

And that is the word of Jesus to us—“Go and do
thou likewise.”

See what it is to be ejected from your work and
from your home. And that through nothing that you
have done, but because of aremote event in your he¬
redity that is maddeningly beyond changing and alto¬
gether immaterial to your worth as aperson and as a
citizen. Or you are exiled precisely because you were
active as acitizen, thinking and working for afree so¬
ciety. Feel what it is, to be no longer wanted in the
community and nation of your birth—no longer to be
spoken to even, by people who were your friends, be¬
cause they are afraid to be seen with you. And not to
b e w a n t e d a n y w h e r e e l s e , e i t h e r . G e t t h e f e e l o f
being total ly without security, without r ights, without
protection. Nothing has been promised to you—no one
is responsible for you—perhaps no one cares for you.
You are are fugee.

The refugee is you. Now, what would you have
done for you? Well, if only someone will please sign
an affidavit for you. To get to America, you need
someone who will guarantee that for five years you
will not become apublic charge. Will someone do that?
He (or she) will never regret it, you promise that. He
will never be out one penny on your account, you will
see to that. You will get by somehow, if only you may
come to America. And you will make it up to America
somehow for i ts generos i ty. My, i f any of them in
America only knew you, they would know how good
ar isk you are, how hard you wi l l work in Amer ica,
how desperate you are where you are. 0, will someone
s ign an a ffidav i t fo r you?

You are the refugee. What will you have done for
you? Well, you are in New York, but if only some
place can be found where you may settle with your
family .... You were alawyer in Germany, but of
course you cannot practice law in America. The law is
so different, and it is so difficult to be admitted to the
bar. But you grew up on afarm. You could be useful
o n a f a r m . Y o u r w i f e a n d y o u r c h i l d r e n w i l l w o i ’ k
hard. All of you will do anything, almost, to live.
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If You Were the Refugee
If Jesus had been telling the Parable of the Good

Samaritan today. He might very wel l have centered
it around the experience of arefugee.

Love your neighbor as yourself,” He said. Love
your ne ighbor as i f , a t th is moment , he sudden ly
were, not some separate, strange person, but your own
self. Put yourself inside your neighbor’s experience,
and then see what you will find to do for him!

And who is my neighbor?” one said to Him.
Acertain man,” Jesus might have said, “was ma¬

king his way from Vienna to New York. He had fallen
among thieves. Some of the people among whom he
had always lived suddenly wei’e thieves. They stripped
him of his property and his employment. For having
the blood of aJewish grandmother in his veins, al¬
though he and his wife were baptized in infancy and
brought up in the Church (imagine how this cuts Je¬
sus!), he had been hustled out of his home and exiled
from the nation, and when he departed, he was in ma¬
ny ways half dead. Now, with the secret help of afew
friends, he was making his way out of the old world
to go to America, the land of the free.

And by chance, on his way, he came to where a
certain priest was, and he told his story to the priest,
but the priest thought there was nothing he could do.

L i k e w i s e h e c a m e t o w h e r e a l e v i t e w a s . A n d t h e
l e v i t e l o o k e d i n t o h i s r e c o r d a n d i n t o h i s n e e d s , a n d
considered how he might help, but in the end he deci¬
ded that there was nothing he could do.

“But the refugee encountered acertain Samaritan,
a n d t h e S a m a r i t a n h a d c o m p a s s i o n o n h i m . T h e S a ¬
mar i t an unde r t ook t o s i gn f o r h im an a f fidav i t o f
support. Then the Sam.aritan rallied some friends to¬
gether, and they provided the refugee with food and
lodging, and they scouted around to find him employ¬
ment, and they loaned him the money he needed to
set himself up in the new world. And the refugee, with
work and friends and home restored to him, was anew
man, with anew joy in living.

Which of these three, thinkest thou, was neighboi
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O r y o u w e r e a t e a c h e r , i t y o u m a y o n l ^
place where you may study alittle, and then
teach again. Anywhere. Just so that you may earn
your bread and aroof over your head. Or you were a
physician. You will go into any area and work under
any difficulties, if only there will be some place where
you may work.

Wi l l any advance you
some money, and help you get settled? They will never
regret i t . You wi l l pay them back for everything. I f
only people in America knew your plight—if only
they knew.

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people are waiting abroad, many in desperate circum¬
stances, lacking only affidavits, (Though the affidavit
must be in the name of one person, of good financial
standing, asociety or congregation or any other in¬
terested group may stand back of the affidavit-signer,
underwriting his venture in Christian love.)

Our Lutheran people, through their congregations
and institutions and individually, have answered this
appeal. But many more answers are needed.

ALutheran congregat ion in New York Sta te has
cooperated in enabl ing arefugee physic ian and h is
family to resett le in their community, where adoctor
was found to be needed. Lutheran colleges have taken
on their facult ies, with great profit, ski l led teachers
from among the refugees. Lutheran institutions have
strengthened their work by the addition of arefugee
physic ian to their resident staffs. Lutheran schools
and the Lutheran Students’ Association have provided
scholarsh ips for re fugee s tudents . Lutheran homes
have taken in domestic help of great skill and quality
from among the refugees. There are countless places
i n o u r A m e r i c a n l i f e w h e r e t h e s e r e f u g e e s c a n b e o f
service. And every possible opening for them should
be reported to the Lutheran Refugee Service.

The Lutheran Refugee Service is aproject of the
National Lutheran Council, acting under aresponsi¬
bility committed to it by the Lutheran World Conven¬
tion. All the refugees whose cases it handles are our
own Lutheran people. Wil l you not consider helping

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I s 1 9 4 1 g o i n g t o b e “ n e w ” i n t h i s s e n s e t h a t i t
brings something new to the world ?We sincerely hope
so, for the “old” things of 1940 have not been very
sat is factory. In fact , there have perhaps been few
years that have brought as much misery and suffering
to the world as this year has. These old things will, of
course, continue and their climax has perhaps not been
reached. We can only look forward with grave concern
upon the things that are in store. Humah suffer ing
wi l l perhaps reach unprecedented he igh ts and we
ourselves are in great danger of being drawn into the
great cataclysm. But still, 1941 may see the dawn of
a “ n e w ” d a y. I t m a y m e a n t h e c u l m i n a t i o n o f t h e
woes and the beg inn ing o f be t te r th ings . For th is
we hope and pray.

We all know, however, that the new things, in the
sense of better things, are not going to come merely
by the cessation of the old evils. Anew day would not
be aday of peace, if peace does not mean more than it
did from 1920 to 1940. We must build anew order, for
the old order has so definitely fai led that even the
most obtuse are realizing it. If we do not inject some
new quality into human relations that did not exist,
or, should we say, has not been prominent during the
last generations, we will have to repeat our present
experiences in another twenty years.

What then is the new quality that must be injected
in order to insure peace and happiness ?To this we can
all give atheoretical answer. I t must consist of love
and brotherhood, of unselfishness and sharing. But it
is not enough to know the ideal; we must have prac¬
t ica l means of carry ing i t out . Do we have those means
and do we realize the cost of carrying them out? Are
we willing to sacrifice and work so that all people will
be secure and happy?

Very little has been said of the practical ways that
we are to follow after the war is over, that is from the
English and American viewpoint, from the democratic
way of life. The totalitarian powers have very plainly
indicated their kind of world, and this world we cannot
accept, because it is dominated by force and privilege.
But a few vo ices have been ra ised and we shou ld l i s ten
to them. The Pope has issued afive point program for
peace; it has been in our newspapers. They mention
the fol lowing things: Li fe and independence for na¬
tions, disarmament, international institutions, the real
needs and just demands of nations, and asense of
acute responsibility. Now, these points are very good.
They mention fundamental and essential require¬
ments, but there is something about them that re¬
minds us painfully of all the old settlements that led
up to the present war. In other words, hey are not
far-reaching enough. They do not include the
qualit ies that we must incorporate in apeace sett le¬
ment, or at least they include them only by inference.

Aglimpse of the new comes, however, in the five
points which responsible church men in England (in¬
cluding the Catholic) added to the Pope’s proposals.
They are perhaps not far-reaching enough, but they
indicate the road, and they are not the programs of
ext reme rad ica ls but o f recognized church leaders .
Their points are: 1) Extreme inequality of wealth
should be abolished. 2) Every child regardless of race
or class should have equal opportunity for education
suitable to its peculiar capacities. 3) The family as a
social unit must be safeguarded. 4) The sense of a

F r o m t h i s s e r v i c e a s w e l l a s f r o m o t h e r s
c o m e s r e p o r t s t h a t w o r k e r s i n t h i s fi e l d a r e f e e d i n g
and clothing the needy, visit ing concentration camps
and keeping open afriendly door for all in trouble.—
Dot ted ove r sou the rn F rance a re 13 A . F. S . C . ch i l d¬
ren’s colonies—large hospitable houses in the country,
havens of health and peace for children.—The Qua¬
kers are concentrating upon feeding babies and chil¬
dren. They are able, according to reports, to transmit
all money received in America to France for this min¬
is t ry and help in th is present t ragedy of our age.
A g a i n s t t h e o d d s o f i n s u f fi c i e n t s u p p o r t t h e y a r e
keeping over 30,000 people alive.

Many of us may not be aware of the fact that quite
anumber o f re fugees have succeeded in reach ing
America. Several organizations are active in trying to
help these people to become established in our coun¬
try, “the land of the free.” The National Lutheran
Counc i l has i ts commi t tee work ing. Th is “Lu theran
Refugee Service” has outlined aprogram for coopera¬
t i o n f r o m a l l L u t h e r a n c o m m u n i t i e s . D r . C l a r e n c e E .
Krumbholz, who is in charge of this service, reminds
t h e c h u r c h t h a t t h e “ L o r d J e s u s C h r i s t a n d H i s f a m i ¬
ly were once refugees”. After Herod forced them to
flee into Egypt “God moved the Egyptians to provide
aplace for these refugees, although the Egyptians
were not Christ ians, and these refugees were ‘non-
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a ryans ’ . ”
