vices: Some demonstrated their appreciation by adding extra 
dollars to the requested fee for services. . 

' Greeno was never classified as a community leader nor a

Bréenos sacrificed more, and with a most gracious attitude, 
than many much better financially established. He demon-
strated a willingness to help others at a sacrifice for himself 
arid his wife. 

He possessed something which mone*y cannot purchase— 
appreciation of mankind and a determination to share with 

otheris some of his worldly possessions, plus hard work. 
His jkind and gracious deeds reflect that he was a man of 

sound character. He not only believed in peace and good 
will, but. put the theory into practice during his lifetime.
