Dr. Marshall retired in 1957 as 
assistant director of the Michigan 
Agriculture Experiment Station* 
at Michigan*.State University, H>:

business manager of the Ameri-
can Society for Horticultural 
Science. He received the socie-
ty's appreciation award in 1064. 

Dr. Marshall was born Febru-
ary 28, 1890 at Arlington. He 
received his Bachelor of Arts de-
gree from the Uniyexdty_pf_Ne-^ 

braska in 1913 and his Master's 
Degree from Oregon State Uni * 

; versify in 1915. He joined the 
Michigan State College faculty in 
1920 after teaching at the exten-
sion services in Nebraska and 
Oregon. 
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
