Died Suddenly 
Late Wednesday 
Wilbert 0. Luschen ^ 
was the victim of 
a J^eart attack r 

Funeral services were held Sat­
urday afternoon in the Emmaus 
Lutheran Church of Kennard for 
Wilbert 0. Luschen who died sud­
denly on December 4, of a heart 
attack. 

Mr0 Luschen, who lived on a 
farm southeast of Kennard, had 
been in poor health for some 
time. He had rented out his farm 
ground for the past two years, 
but still cared for his livestock. 
Wednesday morning he was watch­
ing a TV program shortly before 
noon, while Mrs. Luschen was in 
the kitchen. She heard a gasp and 
found Mr. Luschen on the living 
room floor. The Blair Rescue 
Squad was immediately summon­
ed, but he was pronounced dead 
on arrival at the Blair Hospital. 

Wilbert Otto Luschen was born 
December 29, 1913 at Bennington, 
Nebr. and died December 4, 1968 
at Kennard. He was the son of 
John D. Luschen and Meta Loge­
man Luschen. He is survived 
by his wife, Elizabeth (Betty); 
two sons, Donald of Loveland, 
Colorado, and Steven of DeKalb, 
Illinois, and a daughter, Mary, of 
Kennard. He is also survived by 
four brothers: Fred, Henry, and 
Leonard of Omaha, and Arnold of 
Gretna, and his mother, Mrs. Mary 
Luschen of Bennington.

In addition to his occupation of 
farming, Mr. Luschen took an 
active interest in community af­
fairs and for several years serv­
ed on the school board at Ken­
nard.

Is Killed In 
Alaskan Crash

Mr. Gerald Svendgaard, form­

erly of Blair, was among 39per­
sons to lose their lives when a 
Wien Consolidated Airline F-27 
twin engine prop-jet crashed 150 
miles southeast of Anchorage, Al­
aska on December 2nd. He was 
co-pilot of the plane. 

The plane went down about 30 
miles from their first scheduled 
stop at the Village of Illiamna 
and was found half submerged in 
a lake in a marshland area sur­
rounded by small mountains. It 
was 11-below zero and there was 
a ground fog. 

Relatives in Blair have not yet 
received word as to the recovery 
of his body. 

Woodrow Svendgaard of Blair 
is his brother, and Mrs. Peter 
A. Sorensen (Helen) of Omaha 
is his sister. Other survivors 
are his wife and three daughters 
at Anchorage; his mother, Mrs. 
Goldie Svendgaard of Seattle; sis­
ters, Mrs. L.D.Andersen (Emma) 
of Ottertail, Minnesota, Mrs. Ker­
mit Fattig (Norma) of St. Joseph, 
Missouri; Mrs. Charles Anderson 
(Louise) of Kent, Washington; Mrs. 
Clair Anderson, Seattle; and broth­
ers, Maynard and Bill both of 
Seattle. His father, Soren A. Svend­
gaard preceded him in death. 

Gerald was born February 22nd, 
1925 in Blair and attended grade 
school here before graduating from 
a St. Joseph High School. He was 
a pilot for tourists on bush trips 
in Alaska before serving as a 
pilot of his own plane on a mail 
route for the Federal Government 
in Alaska. For the past 5 years 
he has been with the Wien Con­
solidated Airline.

On November 
23rd services were held at Walt-
hill, Nebraska at the Methodist 
Church with Elder Russell Mary­
ott of the L. D. S. Church officia­
ting. He was assisted by Rev. 
Long of the Methodist Church. 
Burial was in the EvergreenCem-
etery at Walthill beside her hus­
band John Kramer. The Camp­
bell Mortuary was in charge of 
arrangements.
