Mr. Richard P. Flynn, 84 year 

old dairy farmer, died at the Blair 
Community Hospital on July 8th. 
He had been suffering from cancer 
for many years. 

He was born at.Fort Omaha 
on February 16, 1885 to Sgt. and 
Mrs. Richard Flynn. On April
