Clarence Kuhr, well known 
Blair man and a lifelong resident 
of Washington County, died Tues­
day at Memorial Community Hos­
pital in Blair. He had been hos­
pitalized for several weeks fol­
lowing heart complications and 
several paralytic strokes. He was 
66 years old. 

Mr. Kuhr had served Washing­
ton County for 23 years as a 
County Commissioner and later as 
Superintendent of Roads. 

He was born at Kennard Febr-

t
uary 5th, 1904 and he grew up 
to manhood in the Kennard vicinity. 
On June 17, 1929 he was married 
to Miss Edna Beck, of Blair and 
the couple farmed in the Orum 
vicinity for 8 years. 

Later he moved to Blair and 
became interested in the oil busi­
ness, both retail and tankwagon 
distribution throughout the Blair 
area. 

He became a candidate for Coun­
ty Commissioner during the time 
that this county was governed by 
a three-commissioner s y s t e m . 

; Later, he resigned the post to 
accept the position of County High­
way Superintendent, which office 
hiHh^Ided until the time of his 
death. As road superintendent, he 
buITf an effective maintenance sys­
tem with road men s t a t i o n e d 
throughout the county to provide 
the most effective and the quickest 
service when needed.
