Miss K a t h e r i n e Schmidt, of 
Dodge City, Kansas, was killed Sat­
urday night, January 30, in a one 
car accident in Kansas. The acci­
dent reportedly took place at ap­
proximately 10:30 p.m., just a few 
miles outside of Greensburg, Kan­
sas. Kathy was reportedly alone in 
her Volkswagen car when it left 
the road. It is believed, sjie died 
as a result of neck injuries re­
ceived in the crash. 

Katherine was the only child of 
Mr. and Mrs. Donald Schmidt of 
Arlington. Kathy was 23 at the time 
of her death. 

Funeral services will be held on 
Wednesday, February 3rd. The 
service will be at 2 p.m. in the St.
